The gallant fight lnugurnted by the
motorists of California to have the
government ralse the barrier pro?oat-
ing the motor car from enterlng the

Yosemite valley has been lost, for this|

season at -least, according to - tele-
graphic ddvices from ‘Washington. The
dispatches from the national capital
state that Secretary of the Interior
Fisher has decided that the present
rules barring automobiles from the

valley be maintained and takes this
stand upon’the réecommendation of Ma-
Jor W. W. Forsyth, superintendent of
the reserve, who holds that the roads
are too steep and too narrow to per-
mit automgdbile traffic. :

Major - Forayth, since  assuming
charge of the vauey for the govern-
ment several seasons ago, has not
favored ‘the admission of the motor
car into the reserve, although prior
to the adoptien of the present restric-
tion, which he recommended, automo-
biles made the trip in and out of the
valley without the slightest mishap.
These trips, too, were made when. the
motor car had not reached the pres-
ent high standard in efficlency or
were as easily held Under control as
today.

W!me the hope of gaining admis-
sfon to the valley is lost for the pres-
ent .season, there may be a chance
next year, as it is reported that the
representatives of California In con-
gress are to work for an appropriation
that will be devoted for widening and
otherwise improving the roads into the
scenic wonderland.

The motorists and .automobile club-
of the state, however, are cautioned
to 'keep up their aggressive campaign
and do every possible thing to win
the government aid in ‘improving the
road.
