FLY WAGED VIGOROUSLY

Inspection of Parcels From Ha-
waiian Islands Asked

OAKLAND. July 2».?According to
advices received today by the Oakland
Chamber of Commerce from the Sacra-
mento chamber, the organisation at
the capitol city is taking drastic
measures to prevent the overrunning
of this country by the Mediterranean
fruit fly.
