Senator Brandeeee Is openly hostile
to the free toll and railroad provisions
of the bill, which he himself>reported
from «ie, committee. On the house
side, Chairman Adamson is likely hos-
tile, both the .free toll and railroad
provisions being forced in the house
by Congressman Knowland of Califor-
nia and others who joined him in the
minority report.

Friends of the toll and railroad pro-

visions in the senate, led by Senator
Bristow ? O'Gorman of New York,

Townsend of Michigan, La Follette of
Wisconsin and practically all the Pa-
cific coast senators?do not propose to
see this measure killed.
LAST HOUR LEGISLATION

The" friends of the toll and railroad
provisions in the senate and house are
aware that a resolution has been drawn
for several days, which it is proposed to
pass during the closing hours of the
session, delegating authority to the
president to organize a force for the
opening of the canal, and providing a
maximum toll of not more than $1-25
a net register ton, the many other pro-
visions of the bill to go over until the
next session of congress.

It is pointed oTit that this will be but
a postponing of the Inevitable, as these
provisions are essential-before the canal
is finally opened. Realizing that they
are defeated, the railroad interests hope
to profit and are planning to get busy
on the Pacific coast to change public
sentiment, if possible.

The plan has gone so far as to in-
clude an attempt to defeat certain
members of congress who have been
particularly active in the fight. One
of those marked for discipline is Con-
gressman Knowland, who led the fight
on the floor of the house.

It is also predicted that the present
board of directors of the San Francisco
Chamber of Commerce will be replaced
by others frtendly to the interests of
the Pacific Mail.
KNOWLAND EXPECTS TO WIN

Congressman Knowland, speaking of
the situation, said:

"It has. ,been realized for several days
that a plan was under way to post-
pone this legislation. Expecting 'de-
feat, the interests in opposition to the
free toll and railroad provisions are
making their last stand. Should they

succeed they will be but postponing
the inevitable.

"The people of the country are thor-
oughly alive to the importance of the
controrerted provisions. Should a de-
lay be forced, public sentiment will
grow and the demand for the legisla-

tion when congress convenes in De-
cember will be bo overwhelming that
further delay will be impossible. Every

method has been attempted to defeat
the legislation.

"The attempt of the Canadian rail-
roads to defeat the measure through
protests made by the British govern-
ment proved a boomerang."

ELABORATE FETES
Thirty San Francisco Parlors

Arrange for Journey by

Special Trains

California's sixty-second birthday wii!

be celebrated by the Native Sons of the
Golden West at Stockton this year, and

all the parlors of the state are urged

to be there on Admission day, Septem-
ber 9, for the general celebration under
the auspices of the grand parlor.

Stockton parlor No. 7, N. S. G. W., and
the citizens of San Joaquin county have
made elaborate preparations for a fit-
ting observance and will act as hosts

for the occasion.
Grand President Clarence E. Jarvis

has sent out a call to the parlors of the
state, reminding those who are unable
to go to Stockton that it is his earnest
request that they fittinglycommemorate
the day in their own town?.

The 1912 Admission day committee,
composed of representatives of the 30
San Francisco parlors, is working zeal-
ously to secure suitable and comfort-
able transportation for the thousands
of persons who will, it is expected,
journey to Stockton for the day. Spe-

cial rates of $2.75 for the round trip

have been secured by this committee
from each of the three railroads run-
ning to Stockton, special trains to be
provided and the ticket* good for seven
days.

STATE LOSES ACTION
AGAINST CORPORATION

Foreign Status Gives Immunity
From License Tax

Denying the state's petition for a
rehearing, the supreme court decided
the suit of Secretary of State Curry

against the H. K. Mulford company,
a Pennsylvania corporation, for taxes
yesterday morning, sustaining the cor-

poration's contention that it was im-

mune from tax claims by virtue of Its
foreign status.

The Mulford company has a Cali-

fornia branch and ships from here to
Oregon and other states, thus carry-

ing on both intra and inter etate busi-
ness. The license tax was objected to

as an unconstitutional burden on its

interstate business in violation of the

commerce clause of the federal consti-
tution. The court's decision makes

permanent the writ of mandate re-

quiring Curry then secretary of state,

to receive and file documents which ne
had refused to file because of a re-

fusal to pay the incorporation fee.
The company's business is the manu-

facture of pills, tablets and "Jmllar
articles and is capitalized at $1,000.000-

FISHING VESSELS ARE
RELEASED BY COURT

VANCOUVER, B. C. Aug. 3.?When
the case against the seven Canadian
fishing vessels, seized on Tuesday by

an American revenue cutter off Point
Roberts, charged with fishing within
the three mile limit off the Washing-

ton roast in contravention to Ameri-
can fishing laws, was brought up for

trial Friday afternoon at Blame, doubts
arose as to whether the evidence proved
conclusively that they were fishing in
American waters and the boats were
all released. Of the seven taken, four
of them were separately owned by

Great West, Richmond. Currle and
Brunswick canneries operating on the
Fraser river. The identity of the
other three has not been disclosed.

ACTION FILED TO KILL
COAL FRAUD CHARGES

SEATTLE. Aug. 3. ? Counsel for

Charles E. Houston, vice president and
general manager of the Pacific Coast
Coal company, filed in the United States
district court a motion to quash the in-
dictment returned by the federal grand
jury last August charging conspiracy to
defraud the government in connection
with contracts for furnishing coal to
army posts in Alaska. It is alleged by

the government Houston and two
others submitted collusive bids for coal
for Forts Davis, St. Michael and Lis-
cum. The indictments followed a 4is-
cussion in congress. The motion will
be heard before Judge Cuihman at Ta-
eoms next Tuesday.

WILSON IN GOTHAM
ON SECRET VISIT

Unrecognized as He Hobnobs
With "Quick Lunch" Grab-

bers and Eats Sandwich

NEW YORK, Aug. 3.?Governor
Woodrow Wilson came to New York to-
night for the first time since he be-
came the presidential nominee on the

democratic ticket, but scarcely a half
dozen persons saw him.

After a busy day at Seagirt the gov-
ernor slipped away on a train to New
York, followed by newspaper cor-
respondents. Few persons recognized
him on the way, and when he reached
the Pennsylvania station he walked in-
conspicuously to the lunch room, where
he sat perched on a high stool and
obtained over the counter a sandwich
and a glass of buttermilk. He hurried
away In a few minutes in a taxicab to
a local club, where he met William F.
McCombs, chairman of the national
democratic committee, and conferred
with him for several hours.

The exact purpose of the governor's
Informal visit was not divulged. He
denied reports of friction, but admitted
that important announcements of the
campaign plans would follow his con-
ference with McCombs. It is generally
believed the problem before the can-
didate and his campaign committee Is
the appointment of a national treas-
urer, a chairman of the finance com-
mittee and vice chairman to preside
at the various headquarters. Henry
Morgenthau of this city probably will
be either treasurer or head of the
finance committee, while it is practi-
cally assured Senator Thomas P. Gore of
Oklahoma will be in charge of the
western headquarters at Chicago.

RACETRACK MEASURE

legalizing racetrack betting in Cali-

exchange petitions would be on the
ballot.
