California Milling
Shows Development

Interest In the California gold mining industry Increases as the summer
season progresses and rich strikes, new development work and important
leasing or bonding arrangements are reported from various parts of the state

every week. Deep and shallow quartz mines are being operated to capacity

in many districts, and with the other branches of the industry coming Ifc for
their full share of attention, there is every reason to believe that the produc-
tion this year will equal if not surpass the records of past seasons. "

A*big tonnage of ore is being piled up and crushed on the properties along
the mother lode in the northern mineral belt, and districts, of which little
has been heard until recently, are coming to the front as ore producers. Two
big strikes that were reported recently were made in widely separated parts
of "the etate, one being in San Diego and the other in Calaveras county. In

the southern county two prospectors located a claim in the Cajnpo district
that had been abandoned years ago and encountered ore that Tan high in
value. The Calaveras

, find was made in the Ford mine, a property that had
been sold for taxes some time back, and the prospect Is said to be a promising

Advices from Inyo county say that the Loretta copper property, eituated
in the hills on the west side of Eureka valley and in which Charles M.
Schwab holds an interest, is a mine of great promise. The mine Is not
shipping as yet, but development work is being carried forward rapidly, and

the property is expected to be on a producing basin before long. 4

The gold and silver producers of Nevada are making the usual excellent
showing and the copper industry in that state continues to boorf. The
Northern Nevada railroad recently made a new record in* the amount of

copper ore transported from the Nevada Consolidated and Giroux- works and
put through the concentrator at McGill. In one day a total of 15,185 tone of
ore were loaded, hauled, unloaded and treated at the mill. This was the
largestamount of ore handled by the railroad In one day, and a new record
was j|lso made for the concentrator, the amount being about 2,000 tons in
excess of any previous day's report. ____-.

Strike in Campo District
A discovery of gold and silver bear-

ing ore running Fa values as high as

Plumas Mine Bonded
The old Bullion ledge, first quartz

property discovered in Plumas county

and one of three responsible for the
mining: and agricultural development
of Indian valley, has been bonded for|
20 years from tae government by the
Greenville Bullion Mining company.
composed of Greenville residents. The
mine, on an Indian allotment, was se-
cured after negotiations recently

closed. Development work done on the
property has disclosed high grade ore
lying under the abandoned surface
workings. This ore runs from $10 to
$45 per ton and Is of three varietree.
with hematite predominating. Ore
that proves rich In the larger nuggets
of gold lies along the surface of the
vein. This was the class largely found
in the surface workings of the fifties
and sixties.

In the old days a tunnel was run, as
near as can be" determined by present
indication*, about 200 feet into the
mountain. The tunnel at the face was
about 50 feet under the surface and
the ore was stoped out to the grass
roots. An adjoining vein has since
been worked by Indians, who sluiced
good wages from the surface rock. |
Whites have placer mined from Wolf
creek, half a mile from the present
shaft, to thf mouth of the old tunnel.

Reopened Mine Is Rich
Fabulously rich rock has been

struck in the Ford mine, on which $75,-
--000 was expended without results some
time ago. The mine was closed down
and sold to the state for taxes, and
when the time for redemption came.
Will A. Dower and Will Steel of San
Andreas and Captain Walton Hawes of
San Francisco purchased the property.
Steel had worked In the Ford and had
faith in the property.

Soon after the purchase Steel took
charge of the work and struck a rich
vein after sinking a shaft 40 feet. The
streak is in true vein formation, with
well defined walls, and the pay streak
is about two feet wide.

The rock is decomposed quartz, soft
and fine, and the gold is free all
through it.

The commencement of operations at

Good Ore at Sunrise

Jim Pringle Is in from Sunrise dis-
trict in the Como mountains, where he
is working a gold prospect from which
he is extracting , and sacking ore that
runs $1 a pound. Tn the tunnel which
he is driving into the mountain he has
a vein about five feet wide, of which
two feet is very high grade ore, run-
ning up into fancy figures.

Smelter Makes Record

The unusual record of ore treatment
established and maintained by the
Mason Valley Mines company smelter
at Thompson has been heralded
wherever copper mining is an interest-
ing topic: it is not. however, so gen-
erally known that a big force of me-
chanics and machinists is steadily em-
ployed at the plant enlarging the ca-
pacity of various features.

While the one furnace now in use
is turning out about 1,500,000 pounds
of copper every 30 days, and is treating
much more ore than the estimated ca-
pacity when designed, there are under
construction at this time additions and
enlargements that will enable the
smelter management to accomplish
even more remarkable results, propor-
tionately.

At every point of the plant there is
evidence that preparations are under
way to greatly increase a capacity for
ore treatment that is already regarded
everywhere as unusual to a marked
degree.

Regarding ore shipments, while a
dozen mines probably make up the list
of regular contributors of ore to
Thompson's smelter, the record of re-
ceipts show that settlement for ores
has already been made with no fewer
than 30 shippers, practically every one
in the state of Nevada. Putting the
facts together, it is evident that the
smelter management has been con-
vinced that the ore supply is to be
depended upon, and they are preparing
to tre&t it.

Unless all signs fail, Thompson will
be consuming from 1,800 to 2,000 tons
of ore daily before another year has
rolled by.? Mason Valley News.
Copper Near Goldfield

Fourteen miles south of Goldfield,
near the turn of the road from the
pipe line toward Railroad Springs, a
showing has been made which bids
fair to result in the opening up of a
copper mine. The property, consisting
of nine claims, is owned by the Gow-
anda Copper Mining company, with
headquarters in Goldfield. Trenches
and cuts which have been run on the
property have exposed large quantities
of low grade ore with good streaks of
copper ore of excellent grade. Some of
the email holes have produced gold and
silver ore, but most of the rock rune
well in copper, some pieces giving 40
per cent. Two pieces of the rock as-
sayed recently carried 25 per cent cop-
per.
