LONDON, Aug. 4.—The of an
English bookmaker has just been elected
mayor of Mouffy, a village near Aux-
erre, in the department of Yonne, cen-
tral France—through a joke!

The ballot was taken. Six out of
ten voted for him and Carter was made
mayor,

“They want me to resign, but I wont,”
said Carter. “I am here to stay for the
four years of my term. Perhaps the
rreatest joke of all is the fact that I
rm employed three days a week by a
rouncilor and that he is subject to my
ruthority.”

Though Carter’s name is English he
can not speak a word of that language.
He was sent to be nursed at Mouffy,
where he has spent all his Jife, with
the exception of the period of military:

CHINA STILL BALKS AT

the funds for its conduct by contrib-
uting sums which the viceroys formerly
supplied to the old dynasty.

Al-
though American bankers were to par-
ticipate in the new financing, it is sald
in diplomatic circles that if China can
get the money in any other way the
abondonment of the loan project would
be viewed with equanimity by the
United States.

Although the United States has been
loyally fulfilling its understanding with
the five other powers interested in the
loan, it has been advising the new
republic against embarking on expendi-
tures beyond the power of the people
to bear. K

SEATTLE, Aug. 4—Information that
Sidna Allen and Wesley Edwards, the
Virginia outlaws, weré believed to be
hiding in the vicinity of Seattle, caused
the fedeéral and county authorities to
conduct ‘a thorough search of the sur-
rounding country for the men, but
neither was found.
