Those of us who hardly know the difference between a home run and

a batting average, those of us to whom the word "bingle," for instance,
conveys no more than a hieroglyph from the tomb of any refined Egyptian
family, hang our heads with shame.

Who that lives in
San Francisco wants to see the city's initials opposite the lowest score
every time?

All of which is brought forth by the fact th.-.t the Seals lost yesterday
to Portland at the rate of 5 to 1.

must appear in the first paragraph.

above disgraceful score in what will be the fourth paragraph if the copy
desk and the linotype man let me have my way. That the San Francisco
team loses has ceased to be news; it is simply a disgrace now.

Yesterday began a new series - of games between the San Franciscans
and the Portland team, or to be familiar, the Seals are playing the Beavers.
Personally, I don't know how long a series lasts, but it couldn't be too
short if it is all to be after the plan of the first game.

It commenced very well. It was a trifle warm as - to weather, but
people took off coats and hats and prepared to be as happy as they could.

To digress, that is one of the most pathetic things about it all. The
San Francisco people who go to the games are all ready to have a wonderful
sort of a time. They express strong hopes for the best, at the outset ?

try to "fix the thought," as it were. They cheer and "root"
,

and make most
encouraging remarks Then they seem to sink into a dully apathetic state.
Give them the least little opportunity, though, and watch them rise up and
howl for the home team.

PORTLAND DOES ALL THE WORK
To the rank outsider who doesn't really know anything much, it seems

that the San Francisco team do not hit the ball very well. There may be
technical reasons why it i- better to send it only a few yards or make a
foul ball out of it or in fact to miss it altogether, but whenever anyone
does give it a good hard blow that sends it right into the face of the bright
advertisements on the fence, or quite down to the building in the far corner,
I noticed that a great many of those present enjoyed it tremendously.

Even when it was caught by a man out in the field there was some
enthusiasm expressed if it went hfgh enough.

One thing may be said for yesterday's game and that is that it showed
the strong dramatic instinct of the Seals.

They led up to a climax, a grand finale, which lifted the gloom from
the spirits of the multitude, just a trifle.

fSince they could only score one point?or should I say, make one run. ?

it was much "better to do it in the very last few minutes of a game which
was unhesitatingly pronounced slow by the experts.

Portland made three runs in the fourth inning, two more in the eighth
and then people began to go home. They were bored and tired and it was
too hot, and why stay to see any more butchering of the home team? It
was not even making a Roman holiday out of the occasion.

Then by a series of fortuituous circumstances, a young' man named
Gedeon of "the Seals actually got all the wa?- around the bases without
being stopped.

Then how the San Francisco melancholy ones did yell and make
encouraging and complimentary remarks about Mr. Gedeon. He was called
