
KIDNAPERS HOLD
BOY FOR RANSOM
IN SUTRO FOREST

Son of Wealthy Mexican Im-
prisoned for Seven Hours

in Isolated Shack

Victim Escapes Through Win-
dow and Detectives Watch

for Abductors

Escaping from a shad: in the depths
of Sutro forest, to which he had been

carried by two men in a big, gray
automobile, Jerome Crevas. 12 years
old. living at 1708 Irving street, re-
ported to the police the details of a
mysterious kidnaping: case. An inves-
tigation has been started in which the
police expect to bring to light similar
?'rimes committed In the depths of
Sutro forest. The boy showed the way
to the shack last evening, and Detec-
tives J. J. Mannion and James Mackey
kept lonely vigil all night, hidden in
the brush, waiting for the reappear-
ance of the kidnapers.

Crooks, supposedly seeking ransom,
c,-e believed to be responsible for the

V dnaping of the boy, who was held
V' >r seven hours in the shack. The boy's

escape was made in darkness through
a high window In the little room in
which he had been imprisoned.
SOX OF WEALTHY MEXICAN

Little Crevas is the son of Jeronimo
Crevas, one of the wealthiest Mexican
merchants in Guaymaa, He is living
under the care of Mrs. Alice Dillon.
who has been commissioned to keep
him until he receives his education.

The boy was playing with a wagon
in front of St. Anne's church at Thir-
teenth avenue and Irving street Satur-
day afternoon. About 2 o'clock, in
full view of many people, a large,
gray automobile pulled up to the curb
and a well dressed, middle aged man
jumped out and, picking up the child
and dropping him in the tonneau of
the machine, ordered the chauffeur to
speed away.

The man clapped a handkerchief
over the boy's mouth and gagged him.
The machine turned into Judah street
from Irving, went to Ninth avenue and
then to the road near the almshouse.
passing behind this institution and
through the gate into Sutro forest.

Tiie machine continued up the road
for a half mile into the heart of the
forest, and there the chauffeur and
"4|dnaper got out after the machine
;4d been driven into some brush to

hide it from view.
OHAG BOY INTO SHACK

The two men dragged the unwilling
several hundred yards to a lonely

Se shack hidden in a hollow. There
was a young woman in the shack, and
after conversing with the men in either
French or Italian she laughingly aided
in undoing the gag, and the three
shoved the boy into a small room in
the shack and locked the door.

A short time later the well dressed
man entered and warned the boy not
to attempt to escape.

"Ifyou try and get out to give word
to the police or any one else I will

A find you and shoot you."' he said. "I
im not afraid of the police, because I
have a big store of ammunition here
and we can fight them off."

The man visited the boy several
times in the room and each timethreatened him.

About two hours later everything
was silent. Little Crevas. who hadbeen standing in a corner crying, hadovercome his terror and begin to
look around. He found a high windownear the corner of the room, and,
climbing up on the rough boards of the
wall, tried to open it.

A loud squeak resulted from his ef-
forts, and, fearing that It might be
heard, he went down and back to the
door to listen. He could hear nothing
and decided that the two men and the
woman had left. He went back to the
wall, climbed up and pushed open the
window.
ESCAPES AND CREEPS AWAY

Then he carefully climbed out andon reaching the ground began creeping
away, starting in the direction from
-which his captors had brought him, as
this was the only direction which the
windows of the house did not cover.

He noticed that the automobile had
been taken from Its hiding place, but
was afraid to go down the road for
fear that the kidnapers might be re-
turning, so he cut through the forest,
and after an hour's laborious walking
and creeping under shrubbery he
emerged east of the Affiliated colleges.
Still frightened he ran down to the
park police station and reported the
kidnaping.

The boy took the detectives out yes-
terday afternoon and his story of the
shack was verified. It was found that
his descriptions of the interior of the
~hack were perfect and the police put
full credence in his tale.

The shack is a little three room
building about 20 years old. In the
largest room were a table and stove.
The meager furnishings gave evidence
that the shack has been kept in peri-
odical use.

Crevas describes the woman as being
/^ky ing, thin and poorly dressed. It

was at first the theory of the police
that the young woman had been kept
Cere also as a prisoner, but as the
boy told of her apparent goodwill to-
ward the men end that she apparently
went away in the machine with them
this theory has been given up.

The shack Is situated far from any
habitation, so cries and screams would
not be heard. The police believe that
II ;?= probably the rendezvous of crim-
inals and it is their belief that crimes

e*hecn committed there. The de-
tivea -working on th*1 case are con-

lent that the Investigation will de-

CONGRESS WILL
RUSH THROUGH

NEEDED BILLS
Session That Has Now Run

More Than 250 Days Is
About to Terminate

Great Issues Are Fought Out
and New Policies Are

Outlined

WASHINGTON. Aug. 11.?Congress is
about to terminate a session that has
nor run more than 250 days. The session
has not been fruitful of much general

legislation, but from the standpoint of
great issues fought out and great poli-
cies outlined, it has been of more than
usual interest.

" Political activities have helped to
prolong it, and political differences be-

tween the house and senate, the one
democratic and the other controlled by

an independent element of the repub-

lican party, have served to tie up ap-
propriation bills and Impede much gen-
eral legislation-

Many annual appropriation bills that
should have become effective July 1
still are at issue between the two
houses. Minor legislation and impor-

tant questions of general Interest are
to be laid aside in an effort to bring
about adjournment by next Saturday or
at the latest by the end of the follow-
ing week.

PRINCIPAL DEVELOPMENTS
The more Important developments

that have marked the session are:
The decision of the senate that Wil-

liam Lorimer had not legally been
elected senator from Illinois.

The beginning of impeachment pro-
ceedings against Judge Robert W.
Archbald of the commerce court.

Abrogation of the Russian treaty fol-
lowing agitation over the Jewish pass-
port question.

Substantial defeat by amendment of
President Taft's arbitration treaties
with Great Britain and France.

Notice by the senate to foreign na-
tions that the United States will per-
mit none to acquire naval or military

sites in the western hemisphere.
Approval of a constitutional amend-

ment for direct election of senators.
Decision of both houses in favor of

free passage for American ships at
Panama, in the face of Great Britain's
protest that this would be a violation
of treaty rights.

Admission of New Mexico and Arizona
to statehood?

Veto by President Taft of tariff bills
passed by democratic-progressive alli-
ance.

Creation of a children's bureau in the
department of commerce and labor.

Increase of civilwar pensions through

the Sherwood service pension law.
Important questions remaining to be

settled between the two houses, or be-
tween congress and the president, are:

Proposed abolition of the tariff com-
mission and the commerce court.

Battleship building program for 1913.
Reorganization plans for the army,

partly rejected by the president when
he vetoed the army appropriation bill.

Establishment of a parcels post.
Restriction of clyll service employes

to seven year terms.
Details of the Panama canal admin-

istration.
Creation of a federal department of

labor.
INQUIRIES CONCLUDED

Investigation committees appointed a
year age have practically all reported
to congress, covering the inquiries into
various so called trusts, the "shipping
combine." Alaskan affairs, agricultural
department operations. the "secret
fund" of the state department, the Ti-
tanic disaster and many other subjects.

Few investigations have resulted in
new laws.

Inquiry into campaign expenditures

has resulted in the perfection of cam-
paign publicity bills that probably will
be passed next winter. Agitation for a
single six year term for president and
vice president is expected to result in
favorable action next session on a con-
stitutional amendment.

New investigations have been started
into the "money trust." the alleged
financing of Cuban and Mexican insur-
rections by Americans, the damages

sustained by Americans in the Mexican
revolution and expenditures of the
forest service. An investigation of the
judicial and private acts of Judge Han-
ford of Seattle instituted by the house
was followed by the Jurist's resigna-

tion.
Some of the important new laws that

have resulted from the work of the
session are:

Abolition by high taxation of the
manufacture of white phosphorus
matches.

Eight hour federal labor law.
Prohibition against exportation of

arms, coal or supplies to insurrection-
ists in other countries.
1 Granting commissions as ensigns to
midshipmen on graduation from Naval
academy.

Barring prizefight picture films from
transportation if they are to be used for
public exhibition.

Requiring that wireless operators be
constantly on duty on ocean going ves-
sels.

Encouraging invention and original

research In the agricultural and army
ordnance divisions by giving cash re-
wards to employes.

Equipment of army transports with
adequate life saving apparatus.

Uniform wireless law to prevent in-
terference by amateurs.

PROLIFIC OF VETOES

The session has been prolific of vetoes
by President Taft. Since its beginning
last December he has written his dis-
approval across the face of seven bills
passed by congress. One. of these?the
Corbett tunnel bill?was repassed over
his veto In the senate. It Is expected

that he will this week veto two or three
other measures, Including the steel and
iron tariff and the appropriation bill
fixing a limit of seven years on civil
service terms.

The senate* has ratified nine treaties
during the session, Including those with
Fr*i*c*and Great Britain, in which the
president refused to accept in amended
form, and the following:

Settlement of pecuniary claims be-
tween the United States and Great Bri-
tain; agreement of international naval
conference on war prises; copyright
treaty with Hungary; North Atlantic
fisheries treaty with Great Britain;
neutralization treaty with Costa Rica;
international wireless telegraph treaty;

international treaty on assistance and
salvage at sea.

JOLT TO TIBBITS

"Disenfranchised" Candidate Is
Repudiated by Bull Moose

Organ in Redding

REDDING, Aug. IL?Owing to The

Call's revelation that James H. Tib-
blts, former assemblyman from this
district and a candidate for renomlna-

had registered In Sacramento In April,

The Search-
light today say»:

cans of Shasta and Trinity counties

Schepps Afraid of New York
HOT SPRINGS, Ark, Aug. 11.?"There

are more than 10,000 police officers in
New York city, and 9,000 of them would
not hesitate to put me out of the 'way
if they had half a chance." declares
Sam Schepps, arrested In this city late
yesterday as the gohetween in the New
York police graft scandals, who is al-
leged to have paid the murderers of the
gambler, Rosenthal, their fee for com-
mitting the murder.

"I do not want to go hack with those
Burns detectives nor with Whitman's
representatives. I will give you $500.
Captain Howell, If you will take me
right away and not say anything to
them as to when you will arrive with
me."

The conversation took place in a
room in the Marquette hotel tonight,
where Schepps Is being detained under
a heavy guard, and Captain Howell, to
whom the suggestion and offer was
made, frowned down the offer and
assured the fugitive he would have to
go back with the New York officers,
who are expected here tonight.

Schepps was arrested late yesterday
afternoon as he was in the act of post-
ing a letter indirectly addressed to
Jack Rose, now in the custody of the
police of New York. Postmaster Fred
Johnson, who holds a commission as
a deputy United States marshal, ef-
fected the arrest and turned the man
over to the custody of Police Captain
Howell. The local police are taking no
chances with the prisoner and are
keeping him under close guard.

Chicago Seems Likely Candidate
for 1914 Convention

ices eulogizing the 35 past supreme
chancellors and supreme representa-
tives of the Knights of Pythias and
other members of the order who have
died since the last biennial convention
In 1910. were held here tonight by the
supreme lodge delegates.

This Is an increase of nearly a quar-
ter of a million over the figures
for the previous year. $3,708,820.84.
The same Item, entered as deposit on
the postal accounts, for the year ended
June 30. 1910. was $2,769,685.26. This
entry represents the receipts from the
California postoffices, which are handed
through the San Francisco postoffice,
after running expenses have been de-
ducted.

The gross receipts of the San Fran-
cisco office, exclusive of other of-
fices, derived from stamp sales, box
rental and newspaper postage for the
fiscal year shows an increase of
approximately $700,000, or nearly 50
per cent, over the figures of five years
ago. The receipts for the year just
closed were $2,570.179.45, an increase
of 4.4 per cent ovef the preceding
year.
