“But when they incorporate, becom-
ing a stock selling possibility and using
the name of such men as Bresnahan—

hurt us a whole lot in the present pen-
nant race—the matter takes an entire-
ly different aspect.

“As a matter of fact, the Giants
haver’t won the race and I don’t think
they will win it—without the undue as-
sistance from other teams.

“I want to see the Cardinals play the
game against the Giants and play it
right up to the hilt..
