Oakland Youth to Be Sent to
Penitentiary After Squan-
dering Fortune

OAKLAND, Aug. 15—~—Modern brain
surgery and the adversity which fol-
lowed the squandering of $25,000 failed
to serve as lessons on R. S. Bosworth
and H. C. Schute, former cellmates in
the county jail here. Bosworth, who
lost the money, also lost his proba-
tion today and was sentenced to two
vears in San Quentin by Judge Ells-
worth. Probation was also revoked for
Schute, whose skull was operated upon,
and Sheriff Barnet has been instructed
to go to Rochester, N. Y., to arrest and
escort him back for sentence.

Bosworth inherited the money, and
when it was gone he spent a smaller
sum his wife inhérited. He was ar-
rested for passing bad checks and re-
leased on five years' probation. Robert
W. Martland gave him a position in
his automobile supply shop, but found
that Bosworth had run up bills for $132
for joy rides and was irregular in his
accounts, .

Schute got into trouble by passing
fictitious checks and when released on
probation was given a place by L. N.
Cobbledick. He complained of pains
in the head and a depressed bone was
removed from the back of his brain,
On recovering he took to joy riding
with Bosworth, his former cellmate,
and finally fled east.

Woman Physician oi Oakland
Proposes Appointment of Pub-
lic Welfare Commission

OAKLAND, Aug. 15.—Dr. Minora
Kibbe has written to F. C. Turner, com-
missioner of public health ‘and safety,

asking for the appointment of a public

welfare commission to restrain vice.

Doctor Kibbe asks that the laws be
amended prohibiting the sale of liquors
to any one under 21 years of age. She
wants the sale of liquor prohibited in
disorderly houses and gsks for an ordi-
nance compelling lodging houses to
register thelr guests. :

Turner in answer to Dr. Kibbe's let-
ter wrote In part as follows:

“I beg to assure you that I am iIn
hearty symi)athy with anything which
will better conditions in this city, and

especially anything which will in any
way tend to solve that difficult problem
of the social evil-and the redlight dis-
trict.

“Before, however, actually crystaliz-
ing the matter into the formy of a com-
mission, would it not be well to call a
meeting of what might be termed a
preliminary committee to discuss the
matter itseif? My thought is that we
might call to such a conference, besides
membeérs of your own organization,
some doctors who have ripe experience
in public health “matters, also some
prominent lawyers who have had ex-
perience in matters dealing with the
criminal class, I would also have some
prominent business man of public
spirit.

SCHOOL DEPARTMENT ACTIVE

“We officials have had numerous con-
ferences over this matter in the past.
A few months ago we had a meeting
at the home of Miss Annie ¥, Brown,
school director, to discuss the subject
of sex hygiene and its teaching in the
public schools, There were present at
thHat meeting members of the school
hoard, of the city council, Doctor Fos-
ter and other medical advisers, teach-
ers and Professor Hugh of the state
university, who has a reputation as be-
ing an expert adviser., The school de-
partment is doing some work In this
line, but we were cautioned by Pro-
fessor Hugh and by those who had ex-
perience in such matters that unless
this matter was taken up with the
greatest care and wisdom it would
work more harm than good and be an
actual danger.

“This whole subject is one upon
which men differ extremely. The great
mass of the police departments of
America advocate the policy that we
pursue in Oakland, that of segregation,
and point to cities like Los Angeles,
where the other policy has been
adopted, as showing that the prohibi-
tions of a restricted district* leads to
worse conditions than otherwise. Chief
Wilson and Captain Petersen both have
positive views in_this matter, and thelir
views are entitled to respect as they
are both men _of high character, high
ideals and clean life.

CITY LOSES $9,500 ANNUAIJ.Y

W. C. Barnard, president of the Pub-
lic Service club of Alameda county, to-
day- sent a letter to the city council
containing a list of 19 clubs, all of
which, he claimed, paid a federal liquor
license but had no city license.

Among the clubs mentioned by him
are the following: Ashne club, 1014
Broadway; Astoria club, 906 Washing-
ton street; Charros club, 428 Eleventh
street; Cooks and Waiters, 128 Tele-
graph avenue; Carlisle club, 834 Wood
street; Dunbar club, 456 Eighth street;
Idle Hour club, 413 Nipnth street; Model
Social club, 1464 Eighth street; Oak-
land French club, 2905 Hopkins street;
Oakland Merchants’ club, 434 Eleventh
street; Oakland Social club, 4781 Tenth
gtreet; Portulva club, 4566 Eighth street;
Teddy Bear ‘club, 810 Washington
street; Turf club, 1214 Broadway; Gold
Standard Soclal club, 16386 Seventh
street; Athenian club, Blks' club, Moose
and Nile clubs.

Barnard pointed out in his letterthat
the fallure of the city to collect a
license from these clubs resulted in a
logs to the city of $9,500 a year.

Barnard sald:

“We believe that this matter 1s of
sufficient importance to warrant a pub-
lic hearing before the council as to
whether social cluBs should pay a li-
cense for the privilege of selling liquor.
It is obviousd that the larger social
clubs could well afford to pay the $500
license, and it is apparent that there
is no yalid excuse for the gambling
clubs to be allowed to sell liquor at all.
It would seem reasonable to ask that
all of these clubs pay the liquor license
to Oakland.”

Barnard, ‘as spokesman for the Pub:
Iic Service club, said that his organiza-
tion was opposed to the issuance of
permits to ctubs maintained for alleged
gambling purposes. He asserted that
the anti-gambling ordinance was openly .
violated, and asked that the city coun-
cil take prompt action.

Barnard said that there were 29
women in Oakland paying a federal
liquor license, but adding’ nothing to
the revenue of ihe city. ‘This repre-
sents a loss of $14,500 to the city a
year,” Barnard said. “Is there any
valid reason why this liquor license
lhpuld not be collected by Oakland?”
