LOMPANY REDUGES
ELECTRIC RATES

Berkeley Benefits by Voluntary
Action of Its Light and -
Power Concern

BERKELEY, Aug. 16.—Voluntary
reduction in electric rates has been

made by the Berkeley Electric Light
company, subsidiary of thé Paclific Gas
and Electric. The cut, operative for
the present fiscal year, provides for a
top rate on power of 3 cents per kilo-

watt hour, instead of 5 cents; and on
commercial illuminating. or power 5
cents per kilowatt hour, instead of 7.
cents,

This is the second voluntary reduc-
tion made by the company conseguent
on the growth of business with the de-
velopment of the city. Last year the
commercial rate was cut from 9 cents
to 7 cents per kilowatt hour,

The company also submitted”to the
city treasury this merning its payment
of $1,107.50, this being the city’s rev-
enue of 2 per cent of the gross income
for the fiscal year beginning May 1,
1911, and ending April 30, 1912.

Wherefore He Wants $25,000
From His Neighbor -

OAKLAND, Aug. 16.—Frank Rock-
ford has filed suit for $25.000 damages
against Gustave Gunnerson, a neigh-
bor, for alleged defamation of charac-
ter. Two days ago Gunnerson was
sald to have informed Capta#h of Po-
lice Thorwald Brown and ' Inspector
McSorley that Rockford had killed
Fred Aigenta in a fit of rage and had
buried the body in a plowed field near
Elmhurst. The charges, as alleged,
were given wide publicity, of' which
Rockford also complained.

Rockford was arrested last week
charged with beating Gunnerson’s son,
Adolph, on the head with a heavy
hammer when young Gunnerson com-
plained of Rockford's chickens.

FAMOUS NORMAN CASTLE
TO GO UNDER HAMMER

Municipal Purchase = Suggested
for Ancient Hastings Ruin

LONDON, Aug. 18.—The earl of Chi-
chester, who owns the ruined Castle of
Hastings, situated on the highest point
of Western Hill, has decided’'to put up
the famous pile at auction. The
Earl's family, the Pelhams, have owned
this once famous Norman stronghold
since the beginning of the fifteenth
century. ¥

Considerable interest has been
aroused in Hastings by the proposed
sale, and it is felt in many quarters
that the castle has claims and as-
sociations which strongly favor the
suggestion that thé present is a favor-
able - opportunity for its = passing
from private into public apd municipal
hands. Few castles in this country
have such long and intimate’ ‘assocla-
tions with British histéry.

“Willlam ordered a castle to be dug
at Hastings,” runs’ the !nscrlptlon in
the Bayeux tapestry, and, thanks to
Charles Dawson, the well-khhown anti-
quary, a complete record of the castle
is now avaiflable. :

It was” the first Norman castle
founded in England, and’ with it went
the Lordship of the rape—or tithing
or wapentake—of Hastings, in connec-
tion with which certain ancient dues
‘“castle guard."
At one time, Dawson says, the.tenants
of the tithing had to garrison ‘the
castle, but this duty was commuted
for a money payment, the receipts go-
ing to the maintenance of the' fabric.

Nothwithstanding - the fact that the
castle has been in ruins for five cen-
turies tlie: payment is still made. At
Hastings Castle the first tourney in'
England, presided: over by Adeld, the
daughter of the Conqueror, was held,
and from its walls King John issued
his- historic* proclamation. 'of i the
“Sovereignty of the Seas.” - °

Thomas a Becket was the. first dean
of the Castle Chapel; and-Willlam 'of
Wykeham was one of {t8 prebendaries.

BANK NOTES WILL
BE MADE SMALLER

Government to Reduce Size f(;r
Sake of Economy, Conve-
nience and Safety

WASHINGTON, Aug. 16.—The size of
all United States currency and national
bank notes probably will be reduced by
one-third and their designs revolution-
ized by Secretary of the Treasury Mac-
Veagh for the sake of economy to the

government, convenience to the public
and safety against counterfeiting. This
decision practically has been reached by
the secretary.

It is proposed to make the dimensions
6 by 23 inches. The paper money now
fn circulation measures 7.28 and 3.04
inches. The designs of all paper money
—United States notes and certificates
and national bank notes—would be sys-
tematized and made unltorm for every
denomination.

This move is expected to save the
government about $900,000 annually,
and the national banks, which pay for
the plates for their notes and part of
the cost of redemption, about $200,000.
The economies would be effected in
steel for the plates, in paper and in
labor.

For many months the only deterrent
to the step by executive authority has
been the bhelief that it would be neces-
sary for congress to appropriate about
$1,000,000 to replace the national bank
note plates which have been paid for by
the national banks. This problem has
been solved by a plan to have the gen-
eral design of all national bank notes
uniform, requiring only one engraved
plate for each denomination, and to
place on the notes by surface printing
the name, location and’charter number
of the bank. This would do away with
separate plates for each bank.

Eighteen months would be required
to effect the change by the preparation
of the designs, engraving of the plates
and printing of the notes. To meet the
objection that for a time at least there
would be two sizes of currency in cir-
culation it has been suggested that the
government print in advance a sufficient
quantity of the notes of the new size to
be exchanged at the sub’ treasuries and
national banks on a filxed date. The

.change could be substantially accom-

plished within a few days, treasury of-
ficlals believe. There are now 19 dif-
ferent designs of currency. The change
would reduce these to nine. Each de-
némination would be characterized by
a distinctively American historical por-
trait engraved in the center of the note.
.In time the portrait would be a dis-
tinguishing figure of each denomina-
tion and would be a safeguard against

.counterfeiting, especially the prevalent

practice of raising a note to a higher
denomination.

The department is considering using
portraits, as follows: $1 note, Wash-
ington;. §2, Joﬂerlon, $5, Lincoln; $10,
Cleveland; $20, klon' $50, Grant;
$100, Franklin; ‘ Chase; $1,000,
Hsmillon.

BY REVOLVER SHOT

Lone Red Penny Is Found in
. Pocket of Man Who Killed
; Himself

OAKLAND, Aug. 16.—Reduced to his
last penny and with his valuables in
pawn, Joseph :T. Mues of St. Joseph,
Mo., committed suicide last night in
his room at the. Hotel St. Mark by
shooting himself in the head with a
revolver. The body was found at noon
today and removed to the morgue.

Miles left a note in which he asked
that a brother, J. H. Miles of 43 West-

moreland place, Los Angeles, be noti-
fied of his death. A letter, signed
“Myrtle,” TFall City, Neb., was also
found.. The writer begged him to come
back, and said that she loved Miles and
was ‘anxious to see him again. -

Little is known of Miles' identity.
He first registered at the hotel August
1 and was accompanied by a woman
The
couple stayed two days. A week later
Miles returned alone and had been
stopping at the hotel since that time.

The suicide was carefully planned.
The keyhole to the door was plugged
and every effort was made to prevent
the shot beihg heard. The body was
not found until a chambermaid tried
to enter the room. A wire was sent
the brother in Los Angeles.
