CARELESS'DRIVING CAUSES CRASH

was standing on the sidewalk, tried
to drive between the streetcar and
Farias' automobile.

TWO ARE KILLED1 BY TOURING CAR

SAN MATEO. Aug. IS?Mrs. J. E.

Fendrick of $829 Colby street. Oakland,
was instantly killed and 6 year old
Gerald Perm. daughter of Mrs. M.Ferin
of $44 Central avenue. San Francisco,
died later in a hospital as the result of
the plunge of a big touring car over a
300 foot cliffon the grade leading out
of Half Moon Bay on the San Mateo
road this afternoon about 4:80 o'clock.

Another child possibly was fatally in-
jured and two other people were severe-
ly hurt. The machine was driven by

R. O. Perm, an agent for the Detroit
Electric Automobile company in San
Francisco arid a brother of the child
who died. The members of the party
were the Fendrick and Perm families.

The injured are:
Jean Fendrick, 4 year old son of Mr.

and Mrs. J. E. Fendrick. fractured skull
and collarbone, may die.

J. E. Fendrick, husband of the woman
killed, employed by the Great Western
Power company, bruises about the head
and face badly cut.

CAR ROLLS DOWN CLIFF

The accident occurred a short dis-
tance up the grade leading out of Half
Moon Bay, when on rounding a sharp

turn the automobile plunged through a

fence guarding the edge of the road
and rolled over and over down the
cliff, spilling its occupants out as it
went It finally landed near the yard

of the Albert ranch on the level ground
at the foot.

R. G. Perm, who had been driving

the car, got into a passing automobile
and was taken directly to Byrne's
store, a halfway house between San

Mateo and Half Mpon Bay. two mile?
from the scene of the accident There
he telephoned for assistance to the
central emergency hosnit*] in
San Francisco and the Red Cross hospi-
tal in San Mateo. An ambulance was
started from San Francisco, but autos
from the Red Cross hospital arrived on ]
the scene first, carrying Drs. W. C. Chi- j
dester, N. D. Morrison and Woo<j C.
Baker'

They took the injured people to the
Red Cross hospital. Gerald Perm had
an arm and leg broken, scalp wounds
and internal injuries. He was operated
on. but died at 9 o'clock at the hospital.
The body of Mrs. Fendrick was taken
to Halfmoon Bay by Deputy Coroner
William Francis of that place.

The party started out from San
Francisco this morning in the Perm
car, which was a seven passenger
Pope-Hartford, for an all day ride
down the peninsula. They went through

Halfmoon Bay in the morning and
down to Purisslma. and In the after-
noon passed through Halfmoon Bay on
their return, the accident occurring not
far from there. _____

Perm could not explain the accident,

except by saying that the machine
went through the fence. Fendrick.
however, said that the auto was trav-
elling quite fast, though on the low
gear, and that th© turn-was po sharp
that Perm could not steer the car
around fast enough.

"According to statements by O'Sul-

miles an hour and was brought to a
stop Immediately.
BLAME RESTS WITH PRESHO

"Presho either tried to drive between
the streetcar and the other automo-
bile or he was attempting to cross the
trsck ahead of the car. At any rate,
the blame rests on Presho so far as I
am able to ascertain. The motorman
could not possibly avoid the collision
after Presho rounded the corner of
Cambridge. The automobile crashed
into the front of the car and was
wrecked before Farnsworth could «rpply
his brakes. He stopped within a few
feet."

WASHINGTON GETS NO
WORD FROM NICARAGUA

Little Concern Over Safety of
Marines Is Felt

on their way to join Bowen. A de-

tachment of Reds scouting through the

foothills of the Santa Cruz mountains'
spied the squadron as they advanced
down the county road and opened fire
on it at 1.200 yards. Kay ordered his

that would have recalled the old days

at Emeryville.

EIGHT MEN CAPTURED
The mounted troops are making a

reconnaissance against the Reds to-
night as the latter are encamped at
Gilroy, six miles to the south. Ser-
geant Burkheisen. Twelfth Infantry,

one of Colonel Bowen's motorcycle
orderlies, lured eight Reds to capture
by a clever ruse. # While a detachment
of his own force awaited concealed in

the brush by the roadside he feigned
trouble with his motor within sight of
a squad of mounted Reds. When the
detail came up with him and demanded
his surrender they found themselves
confronted by the hidden party, and by

the rules of this mimic war should
have laid down their arms. Instead
they galloped precipitously back to

their own lines. It is one of the dif-
ficulties »in this game to make men
Stay dead when they are killed.

Brigadier General Walter Schuyler,
department commander, under whose
personal supervision the maneuvers are
being conducted, declared tonight his
positive ignorance of the plan of opera-
tion for tomorrow. Discussing the

value of these maneuvers over the old
method of camps of instruction, he said:
EXCELLENT RESULTS

"The excellent results derived from
such exercises as these are already ap-
parent here. There is much to be de-
sired, of course, and many of the tactics
observable in actual warfare are not
permissable. We can not take ad-
vantage of cover In orchards, for ex-
ample, and to military men it aeema a
little ridiculous when handling troops

in the field to come every now and then
upon something of that sort which
under the rules is called impossible.
In Germany this is not so. Regiments
march anywhere there under authority

of law and the government pays for
any damage they may do. Here we
can not go that far. Nevertheless we
are accomplishing many things. If the
men participating would only remain
longer in the service, then we could
make real soldiers of them."

Great credit is being given to
Brigadier General Wankowski by Ad-
jutant General Forbes and also by the
regular officers here for the skill he has
displayed in conducting his campaign.
Captain S. B. Fuqua. N. G. C, accom-
panying him. is acknowledged to be a
tactician of unusual ability and he is
ably assisted by several other officers
of note.

DECISION UNLIKELY
It is not likely that a decision will be

given as a result of the maneuvers.
The end and aim of the exercises is
experience rather than, personal vic-
tories. A keen rivalry between the
two commanders is known to exist.
Mrs. Bowen, wife of Colonel Bowen,
before her husband left for the maneu-
vers, laughingly told him he must bring
back General Wankowski's scalp. A
day or two later the general called on
Colonel Bowen. When he removed his
hat she discovered that he was bald.

Captain Benjamin F. Dorsay. for-
merly of the Fourth cavalry, but now
officer and instructor of the naval mili-
tia at San Cruz, is attending the
maneuvers a« the guest of Adjutant

General Forbes. He is looking for-
ward expectantly to the clash between
the two armies to renew his friend-
ship atter 25 years with Captain J. C.
Fuller, commanding troop C of Salinas
on the Red side. The last time they
were together they were in the ranks
of the old Eighth United States cavalry
in the campaign against the Apaches.

Now. at midnight, two weary cor-
respondents are on a 10 mile ride in
order to be on the firing line at sun
up. The night is cold and the way is
dark, but who knows when another
war may come?

HEADQUARTERS. DETACHMENT
FIRST BRIGADE, FIRST DIVISION
SECOND FIELD ARMY, IN CAMP.
MORGAN HILL, Aug. 18.? With the
force under Colonel W. H. C. Bowen
holding itself in readiness for attack,
the battle, that was looked for yester-
day did not materialize. Quiet befitting

the day of rest obtained, but hostilities
are looked for at dawn tomorrow.

Regimental orders issued here this
evening are significant. They read as
follows:

Field orders No. I?The enemy is
in camp at Gilroy. Our brigade
remains at San Jose. The First
squadron, California cavalry, com-
manded by Major S. W. Kay. and
Battery B. Field artillery. National
Guard of California, Captain R. J.
Faneuf commanding, joined this
command today. This command
will camp at this place and await
orders.

Captain A. F. Smith, Twelfth in-
fantry, commanding, with Company
B. Twelfth infantry, will compose
the outpost and occupy the south-
ern limits of this village. In case
of attack, the First battalion.
Twelfth infantry, will immediately
march to support the outpost, and
the artillery commander will select
by conference with the outpost
commander a suitable position on
Knob hill for the artillery to oc-
cupy. All other troops will remain
in camp to await orders.

Captain Twelfth infantry, regi-
mental adjutant.

RECORD MARCHES
It is understood here that Gardener'-s

instructions to Bowen are to hold his
position as long as possible. Then he
will retire under the protection of a
rear guard of cavalry until the main
body arrives on the field. The long stay
that Colonel Gardener has made in San
Jose indicates he intends to bring his
troops on by forced march and if the
record made by him from Redwood to
San Jose Is any criterion he will sur-
prise the enemy by an unexpected ap-
pearance. The marching done by this
command is little short of marvelous
when it is considered that one of the
regiments has only just returned from
garrison duty in Alaska and is filled up
with raw recruits. It only goes to show
what feats can be performed by in-
fantry when properly officered. Out-
posts of the Red forces have been
scouting the hills to the south and west
of here all day and Wankowski is
forcing the chase with all his power.
TROOPS ENTHUSIASTIC

At Colonel Bowen's hospitable mesa
this evening the utmost enthusiasm
reigned and that imperial looking of-
ficer himself was the life of the party.

"General Wankowsky has done
splendidly and certainly has made it
hot for us." he said, 'but at no time
has he been within sight of our wagon
train since we started and I have been
able to carry out my orders to the
letter. Where they have captured men
we have taken 50 of theirs. Since
the arrival of the cavalry and artil-
lery reinforcements this morning I am
under Colonel Gardener's orders and
have no knowledge whatever as to
what tomorrow will bring forth. I
shall hold out as long as possible and
then retire and join the brigade."

50 GUESTS ROUTED
FROM BED BY FIRE

Rescuers Drag Sleepers to
Street; Others Flee Airily

Clad in $20,000 Blaze

SAX JOSE, Aug. 18.?Property losses

estimated at $20,000 was sustained this
morning in the burning of the West-
lake stables, Fairchild Brothers' Broad
Gauge stables, the Torino hotel and

the cottage of A. Pareto at North San

Pedro and Srt. James streets. Men and
women lodgers in "the'lodging house
over the stables fled scantily clad and
pedestrians rescued 50 Torino hotel
guests, in some instances literally
dragging the sleepers into the streets.

The hay and the seasoned wooden
walls furnished easy prey for the
flames, which spread so quickly it was
not until after a thorough investiga-

tion the fire chief was certain no lives
were lost.

Pareto, who is a bootblack, lost a
pretty cottage, on which he had paid
the last installment less than 12 hours
before. Fatrchild Brothers suffered S
loss in the same manner less than a
year ago, when the stables in Basset
street were destroyed.

The cause of the blaze is said to
have been spontaneous combustion In
the hay stored in the livery stable of
W. C. Westlake.

Fourteen horses, found surrounded
on three sides by fire, were saved and
three were scalded badly. Entrance
was blocked by a heavy gate locked
with a logging chain. While men
were chopping down the gate firemen
had to turn a big fire hose on the
horses to get them out. The water
was heated in passing through the
dames.

Sixteen horses belonging to Fair-
child Brothers' stable were burned.
For a time the fire threatened two
blocks of homes. It was fanned by a
strong south wind. A breeze from the
north would have changed the fire to
the residence and business section in
Santa Clara street, in which event the
loss would have reached hundreds of
thousands of dollars.

J. A. Fiannagan, San Francisco, left
leg broken.

Bert Smith, bus driver, right knee
sprained and shoulders lacerated.

Mrs. Reichert was the widow of the
late vice president of the Pacific Mu-
tual Life Insurance company, with
headquarters in San Francisco. She
was on her way to visit Mr. and Mrs.
Pat Sheady, superintendent of main-
tenance of the Southern Pacific. In
her purse was $100 in cash and bank
books showing deposits aggregating
$26,000.

The dead woman and those who were
with her in the bus had just disem-
barked from the Hibernian special,
which had arrived at the Arcade depot
from San Francisco with several hun-
dred visitors.

Mrs. Reichart and the three injured
from San Francisco were the only ones
in the automobile except the driver.

The streetcar Is alleged by bystand-
ers to have been speeding, and Motor-
man Brooks and Conductor Bordaman
wanted to turn their car in at the barn
as soon as possible.

The blame for the accident, however,
is placed by the police on Driver Smith
of the automobile bus, who turned the
corner at an angle instead of as traffic
regulations require.

The police, who ere investigating,
assert the automobile was hit 60 feet
from the place it should have turned
the corner.

Smith was placed under arrest today
and was. balled out by his employers.
The police assert that while the bus
driver was at fault technically, the
streetcar men were speeding above the
legal limit. None of the injured will
die.

HARVEST FEAST HELD
BY COLONY IN UTAH

ISO More Families to Join Agri-
cultural Movement

Bill Appropriating $5,760 Is In-
troduced

WASHINGTON, Aug. 18.?In recogni-
tion of the quiet heroism of a physician
whose life was sacrificed to the disease
he long had fought to eradicate. Sen-
ator Meyers of Montana has introduced
a bill to pay $5,760, an amount equal to
two years* salary, to the widow of Dr.
T. B. McClintic, who died here last week
of Rocky Mountain spotted fever.
