Wilfred J. Sobey Hides From

Pursuers With Young Mar-
ried Society Woman

Fattier Announces That He Will
Not Interfere to Prevent

Punishment

Leaving behind htm a str'lng of

worthless cfcecks. io which disgrrace is

added the responsibility for wrecking

the marital happiness of a prominent
young society couple, Wilfred J. Sobey,

a former Stanford fraternity man and
sort of a pioneer San Francisco family,

has dropped out of sight in the last
few days to avoid avrrest and punish-
ment.

With him in hiding is tho young
married woman with whom he. had be-

BfiM enamored, and who deserted her
husband and family fee remain loyal to

outh who ruined her home. To
date her friends have been sp»ared tae
humiliation that would attend the pub-

lication of her name, but thai she is
with young Sobey is believed to be a
certainty.

Yesterday a warrant was swnrn out
for the boys arrest by F. .T. Silvey, a
real estate dealer of. 205 Montgomery
street who was a victim of Sobey's

dealings to the extent of $50. Silvey
told Judge Shortall that the youth
brought him a check for that amount
signed by Grace Lightner, Sobey's aunt,
and indorsed by Sobey himself, which
lie signed and cashed at the boy's re-
quest at the Humboldt bank.
FATHER WILLREFUSE AID

The check was drawn on the First
National bank of Oakland. Silvey said
he had advanced the young man money
on several occasions previously, and be-
lieved that he was all right. The war-
rant charges Sobey with obtaining
money under false pretenses.

Should the fugitive be captured he
will receive no assistance from his
father, Dr. Arthur L. Sobey of 851 Guer-
rero street, who said yesterday that his
son should be punished for what he had
done. Both Doctor Sobey and his two
elder sons have given Wilfred money on
many excuses in the past, they said, but
now the young man can expect no help
from them.

For several days the Sobey home has
been besieged by holders of worth-
less checks issued by the recreant son
the week before he disappeared. Doc-
tor Sobey said his son came home last
Friday after a short absence, packed
ils clothes and announced that he was
itarting for a trip into the country.
As it was his habit to come and go
without explanation, nothing was
thought of his departure.

CAXDY WOMAN VICTIMIZED
The following day, however, a woman

who run§ a candy store in the Mission
called on the family and said she had
cashed a check for $10 for Wilfred
Sobey that had been returned marked
worthless. Doctor Sobey said he would
refuse to make it good, and has given
the same answer since to all other vic-
tims of the wayward boy.

A shoe store in the neighborhood of
Guerrero street cashed a check for $20
when young Sobey bought a pair of
shoes. He paid $4 for the shoes and
took $16 in cash. The check was re-
turned stamped "No funds." Many other
persons, including numerous friends and
relatives of the young man, lent him
varying amounts. All said they had
believed Doctor Sobey would stand be-
hind his son's debts.

Young Sobey is said to have spent
most of the summer at Monte Rio, on
the Russian river, as the guest of the
woman who is in hiding with him. In
the same cottage were her husband and
her two sisters. All are well known in
San Francisco.
UIRI.'S DIAMOND PAWNED

On the occasion of one of Sobey's
trips to the city earlier in the season
he borrowed a valuable diamond ring
from one of the sisters of his affinity.
Returning, he said he had pawned it.

When the girl threatened him he
borowed 5150 from the other, sister
with which to redeem the ring, but
when he went back to Monte Rio he
had neither the ring nor the money.
He is threatened with prosecution on
this score also, although the sisters
hesitate to file charges because of the
publicity that would attach to the'
case,

t Silvey, the victim who obtained the
warrant yesterday for the young man's
arrest, said he believed Sobey was in
hiding in San Francisco. He cashed
t v e worthless check last week and
Monday he received a letter from the
young man saying that he was work-
ing out of town and that he was not
able to pay Silvey immediately. He
promised to make the check good, if
given time, Silvey said.

The letter bore a San Francisco
postmark, which led Silvey to believe
the young man was still in the city,
although Sobey had written that the
missive "would be mailed by some one
who is coming into town."

HcLoughlin and Bundy Supreme
Are National Tennis Champions

Callfornians TaKe
Title in Superb

NEWPORT, R. 1., Aug. 21.?Maurice
McLoughlin of San Francisco and
Thomas C. Bundy of Los Angeles are,
the 1912 lawn tennis doubles cham-
pions of America In a thrillingfour
set match they wrested the title from
Raymond D. Little and Gustave Touch-
ard of New York, three sets out of

four, on the courts of the Casino here.
The score was S?6, 6?2, 6?l, 7?5.

The westerners played the game of
their career. McLoughlin, the ag-
gressor, was full of fight and carried
the battle to his opponents all the way.
Bundy, cool, but weak physically from
the slight Illness he suffered yester-
day, stood up bravely and aided In the
attack led by his flame haired partner.

The national champions appeared on
the court first, followed a mmute later
by the challengers. Both were loudly

applauded. Touchard began the serv-
ice to McLoughlin, and on the second
return drove the ball out. A net and
an out by McLoughlin and two nets
by Bundy gave the first game to the
champions.

McLoughlin, Little and Bundy fol-
lowed in service in named.
McLoughlin's smashing threatened to
win the second game, but a beautiful
pass by Touchard and two outs by
Bundy made the score 2 love in games
in favor of the champions.

HAIR RAISING VOLLEYS

The next was filled with hair rais-
ing volleys and interspersed by series
of lobbing.

Lit-
tle slashed into the net In an attempt
to bring down a high one. and the
game and set went to McLoughlin and
Bundy at 6?2.

Tho champions broke through Mc-
laughlin's service in the opening game
of the third set.

Bundy came to the front in the next

He was at the net continually, leaping
high in the air and swinging his rackst
like a battle ax. He and McLoughlin
crashed through Little and made the
score 5 to 1. Then Bundy won his
service game, and incidentally the set
at 6?l.

After a few minutes* rest the players
resumed the struggle and Little began
the service. Bundy became weak and
unsteady and drove into the net an easy
return, with the result that Little and
Touchard won the first game. Bundy
came back strong in the second, how-
ever and won his service game, tying
the score.

Touchard. serving to McLoughlin,
made the auburn haired wizard drive
incessantly to the meshes and won the
third game. Then the champions bat-
tered down McLoughlln's cashing serv-
ice for the next and went into the lead
at 3 to 1, but Bundy and McLoughlin
braced splendidly and brought the score
to 3?2.

Bundy looked worn out, but was lead-
ing the -attack bravely. It was due
chiefly to the doughty Californian's
close range net play that the western-
ers won the next game and tied the
score at 3 all. The youthful Touchard
won the seventh on his service. He and
his bald headed partner were carrying
the fight to their challengers and per-
forming beautifully.

SPECTACULAR RALLYING
In the next game, with McLoughlin

serving, the most spectacular rally of

the match occurred. All four men were
rubbing elbows at the net and there
were probably a dozen rapid fire ex-
changes before McLoughlin lobbed to
deep court, and neither Little nor
Touchard could reach the ball in time
for a return. The game went to the
Californians and the score was again
tied at 4 all.

Little and Touchard took the ninth
on Little's service. The westerners,
led by the spirited attack of McLouh-
lin, brought the score even again at
5?5. McLoughlin and Bundy followed
by taking the next and making thescore ??5 in their favor.

The westerners here had Little and
Touchard "on toast," and threatened
to win the final game at love, but
Touchard scored one point. Then, with

Downtown Merchants Want

The importance of repaying Geary

Chairman Hammersmith of the light-
ing committee reported that he had the
promise of the supervisors that the
electroliers In the downtown district
would be repainted after the first rain.

Otto F. Schiller for the police com-
