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FOSSILS OF EARLY
FAUNA DISGOVERED

Prof. A. C. Lawson Finds Re-
| mains of Most Primitive
Organic Life

BERKELEY, Aug. 27.—To have dis-

covered the earliest known form of
organic life on the earth, is the dis-
tinction which Dr. A. C. Lawson, pro-
fessor of geology  and mimeralogy at
the University of California, has added
to his name by explorations which he
made in the mountains of Canada dur-
ing the summer.

Hitherto the presence of organic life
has been established by geologists by
{means of the pre-Cambrian fauna of
| Montana, which were accepted as the
loldest known form of life of which re-
{mains were to be had. The fossils ex-
i humed by Lawson go back even farther
and to a more primitive form. Geology
can only roughly compute the time of
the existence.

The fossils found by Professor Law-
son represent a group of organisms
related to the sponges. It is probable
that they liveq in shallow water in
the prehistoric time when the Amer-
ican continent was being shaped. The

accumulation of the structures, plants
verging on animals, made fringing
réefs along the shore, and in these
re2fs, now become inland rocks and
ranges, the remains were found. In
shape the organisms resembled a
cornucopia.

Professor Lawson found the fossils
in the Archaen rocks of western On-

tario, Canada. They were embedded in
the limestone known as the Steeprock
geries, near Port Arthur,

Specimens of the fossiis were sub-
| mitted to Charles D. Walcott, the emi-
| nent authority on early life forms,
| who assigned their geologic period in
{a report written for the geological sur-
| vey branch of the Canadian department
