TWIN PBAKS PARK FAVORED
Park Superintendent .Torn McLaren.

fa a report submitted to the park com-
mission and the supervisors yesterday,
recommended the acquisition of Twin
Peaks for a park of 51 acres, as sug-
gtegted recently by Mayor Rolph. Mc-
Laren called att-ntion to the striking
outline of the peaks, the splendid pan-
orama, of ocean, bay and dty, and the
possibilities of connecting the property
by means of scenic drives with Golden
Gate park.

McLaren ,s communication to the park
commission, by -which he was detailed
to investigate the sit*, was transmitted
by the commission to the supervisors.

In part is as follows:
I find it admit-ably adapted for the ;

purpom,. first, because it is the most
striking topographical feature of o»ht

-md second because of the beauti-
ful outline of the peaks, and also be-
cause of the splendid view that they
command, embracing ocean, mountain
rniffiH. our bay, wooded valleys to the
west and the city itself.

"The property contains fifty-one
acre?, every acre of which is-valuable
for park purposes. In addition to the
nfry-one acres I suggest that you rec-
ommend the acquisition of a right of
way not lees than 350 feet in width
connecting <'orbett avenue with the
Twin peaks property, this strip of land
to be used as an approach to the park.

I zonrj point for this junction is
about Burnett avenue. A driveway
could be built on euv gradeg and on
pleasing lines to the park around the
Twin Peaks and connecting with the
high pressure reservoir drive t<> t'lare-
don Heights road, to Ashbury street
and Golden Gate park.

"This addition to the project would
make the park easily accessible from
the south and would obviate the neces-
sity of entering and leaving at the
same point."
