WATER PROJECT

Great Inter-Municipal System of
East Bay District Is Fast

Crystallizing

Mayors WillStart Election Peti-
tions Moving at Once

Among Citizens

OAKLAND, Aug. 29.?Petitions for a
special election call to create an inter-
municipal water district composed of
seve n cities with an aggregate popu- i
lation of almost 300,000. will be
Placed in the hands of the officials i

' the cities involved, Monday to be
circulated for the nece&sary signatures.
At a meeting of the mayoral confer- i
ence committee attended by represent- \
atives of the communities to be in-
cluded, held in Mayor Frank K. Motfs
chambers this afternoon, Consulting
Kngineer J. H. Dockweiler was author-
ized to have the petitions printed and
the mayors pledged themselves to the
task of obtaining the backing of their
\u25a0constituents.

It is proposed to create a metropol-
itan municipal water district in Ala-
meda county to own and operate a
water supply and distributing system
in the interests of the people. The
project is being forwarded under the
recently passed municipal water dis-
trict bill, which was framed and after-
ward amended at the instance of the
Oakland municipal water supply com-
mittee.

The territory comprised in the pro-
posed district is that fronting on the
east shor<? of San Francisco bay in
Alameda county between Contra Costa
county on the north, the town of Al-
varajio on the south, San Francisco
bay on the west and, roughly, the crest
of the hills sloping toward the bay
on the east. Included in this territory
are the municipalities of Oakland.
Berkeley, Alameda, San Leandro,
Emeryville. Piedmont and Albany, as
well as , considerable unincorporated
territory.

According to a statement issued by
Mayor Mott after the session last even-
ing:, it will be possible to hold the elec-
tion .for the organization of the dis-
trict early in November and the date
probably will be set to fall shortly
after the general election. In the mean-
while an extensive campaign of edu-
cation concerning , the necessity of mu-
nicipal ownership of water will be
carried throughout the district.
TO GET PLENTY OF SIGNATURES

The recently passed water district
hill makes it necessary to place a pe-
tition before the board of supervisors

of Alameda county asking for the
sper-ial election to submit the project
to the voters. This petition must be
signed by 10 per cent of the vote cast
at the last general election in each of
the districts comprised in the proposed
district. There were 29,373 votes cast

in the last gubernatorial contest in the
entire district, making necessary about
2,940 signatures of which Oakland must
furnish 1,872 and Berkeley 544, the
other cities. , following in proportion. It
Is proposed to obtain about 5.000 sig-

natures to insure the granting of the
petition for the election.

The mayors present at the conference
held today were Mott of Oakland, Wil-
son of Berkeley, Noy of Alameda, Gill
of San Leandro, Craig of Piedmont and
Christie of Emeryville. Mayor Frank
K. Roberts of Albany was unable to be
present, but has signified his approval
of the project.

The petitions asking for the water
district election will be ready Monday, i
according to Dockweiler, and will be
accompanied by a small pamphlet set-
ting forth the details of the plan and
the reasons why such a project is de-

Fired. These petitions will be handed
to the seven mayors and will be placed
in the hands of citizens to be circu-

lated for signatures immediately.

RESILT OF LOXG PREPARATION
Months of painstaking labor and

years of planning are behind the pro-
posal to form such a district. Oak-
land, has expended hundreds of thou-

sand? of dollars on wearisome litiga-

tion over water rates, and lias been in
constant conflict with the private cor-
poration involved. The project to
create a district and operate by public
ownership was conceived by Mayor Mott
and his advisers, the members of the
Oakland municipal water supply com-
mittee, Ben H. Pendleton, George W.
Dornin and W. T. Veitch.

When it was agreed that this was
the course to pursue, the Oakland of-
f\( ials bent all their energies to the
consummation of the project. An en-
abling act was drafted, co-operation

was gained from other communities,
trips were made to Sacramento to see
the legislation necessary to a success-
ful issue, and the preliminary surveys,

maps and specifications were prepared

l-y Oakland engineers under the direc-
tion of Mayor Mott and his water com-
mittee. Several confenences were held
with the mayors of the seven cities in-
volved, and a year ago the mayoral

conference committee was organized to
help forward the work.

It will be necessary to hold two elec-

tions to get the district under way;
the first, in November, to create and
organize the district, and the second
within 90 days thereafter to elect five

directors at large to act with a di-
rector appointed by the mayor of each
of the municipalities as the board of
directors of the water district.
POWERS OF THE BOARD

"The board will have full power to
call bond elections, buy and sell realty,

transact business and do everything
necessary to operate such a district.
The district government and adminis-
tration will be subject, however, to
the exercise by the electorate of the
powers of the initiative, referendum
and recall, making the water plant in
reality the property of the consumers.

"It must not be thought that this
project Is directed against the People's
Water company or any other individual
concern," explained Mayor Mott after
the conference. "This is a larger plan

than that, and is based upon a larger

and more comprehensive policy. It is
recognized today as an axiom in mu-
nicipal government and economics that
it is best for a community to control
and operate its own water plant. It
is best because it saves the consumer,

because it insures health and sanitary

conditions of the community, and be-
cause It makes surer and cheaper the
protection of the community from flre
Yisks and other dangers.

"We have worked hard en this plan,

and we think that everything is in

readiness to go ahead with the project.

"The creation of such a district is a
necessary preliminary to going into
euch a project ac the Hetch Hetchy jn

any efficient and comprehensive man-
ner We are preparing as best w,e may
for the larger needs of the future."

Minor Reductions Are Granted

The tbief, after gaining access
to the houses, went to the sleeping
rooms, gathered up the clothing

therein and, taking it to another room,
rifled the pockets.

WALCOTT GIVES REASON
FOR INSANITY CHARGE

Inspector
Thomas Wood noticed that Good's shoes
were the size of those worn by the
burglar, according to measurements
made of the footprints.
