COUNCIL VOTES T0
PRONOTE PETERSEN

Chief of Police Wilson Allowed
to Retire From Office on "
Half Pay

New Head of Department to
Take Charge October 1 and
Elevate Agnew

Sept. 5.—The appoint-
ment of Captain of Inspectors W. J.
Petersen to succeed Adelbert Wilson
as chief of police, as recommended by
¥, C. Turner, commissioner of pub-
health and safety, was ratified
today by the city council by unanimous
action. The application of Wilson for
retirement on half pay was also grant-
ed. Louis F. Agnew, assistant inspector,
will-be detailed by Petersen as captain
of inspectors when he assumes his du-
ties as head of the police department
October 1.

According to Petersen's wishes that
he be permitted to maintain his civil
service rating as captain of inspectors,
because of the political nature of his
new position, the council passed a res-
olution grenting Petersén an indefinite
leave of absences Trom the position as
captain of inspectors, Agnew was se-
lected by Petersen because of his years
of training in his duties under three
different police chiefs and Petersen.
MOTT PRAISES WILSON

Mayor Frank K. Mott and Commis-
sioners F. C. Turner and John Forrest,
sitting as the trustees of the police
pension and relief fund, then passed
f'q\'orabiy upen Wilson's request for
retirement. Mayor Mott took occasion
to praise Wilgon for his splendid serv-
ice for the department for 42 years
and regretted that because of failing

health he could not continue in har-

Turner and Forrest spoke in simi-

lar vein and Wilson was lauded by the
other councilmen for his splendid
standing as a police official and as the
oldest police chief on the Pacific coast.

Petersen's appointment was then rat-
ified. When he assumes charge October
1 he will outline a policy he has long
had in mind, calling for changes
aimed to place the department on a
par with any in the country.

Petersen said today that he intended
to give a sane and conservative ad-
ministration of the police department.

PETERSEN OUTLINES IDEAS

“Certain things are recognized in big
cities that would not be tolerated in
smaller cities,” sald Petersen. *“In re-
stricting these things a common sense
policy must be observed. Obsolete or-
dinances which, if enforced, would
make the city ridiculous, will of course,
not be dragged forth for the bewilder-
ment of the public.

‘Tllegal! gambling will not be toler-
ated. But I wish to say that I desire
to be unbiased in my treatment of all
reople and all things. The gambler
will receive just as much recognition as
the church man-—if he abide by the
law.

“] wish to emphasize that the real
work . of reformation will be among
those things which exert a demoraliz-
ing influence over the young. Real re-
form begins with the proper education
of the young. ‘1 do not wish to be con-
‘:gerqg a reformer, but as a man who
oWl life in many phases and wishes
to werk in harmony with the public.
I do not wish to use force, but to edu-
cate the people to an appreciation of
the law and an understanding of the
relations of the public and a police-
man.

“Y want the co-operation and support
of the intelligent, clean thinking peo-
ple of the city. They can have the kind
of gov ment they want. The public
is always responsible for the kind of
government it enjoys. I will be glad
to receive any suggestions from the
pubiic.”

OAKLAND, Sept. '5.—Changes in the
administrative system of the recelv-

ing hospital will be recommended to

the new grand jury by Dlstrict At-
torney W. H. Donahue as safe gufirds
against possible dishonesty. These
changes will result, according to
Donahue in further protection of the
public as well as of employes, them-
selves. /

Donahue has had the plans under
advisement after conference with the
hospital surgeons, following charges
made, two months ago against Thomas
Rea, a medlcal student, who temporarily
was an attendamnt at the hospital. Rea
was sald to have tried to secure $150
from F. W. Koster, whose wife was
sent to the Napa state hospital, for
alleged services in that case.

Rea was summarily discharged from
the service as soon as Koster's state-
ment had been made to Donahue.

The district attorney now purposes
to urge that cash bonds he required of
all hospital attendants who come in
contact with the public, either in hos-

ments.

“I shall advise the grand jury that
a cash bond be required of those who
hold these positions,” said Donahue to-
day. “In my opinion this will operate
as a benefit to all concerned. Further
I shall suggest that not more than
one or two persons in the hospital be
empowered to have any material deal-
ings with either patients or their
friends, and that all dealing be re-
corded in writing. This plan un-
doubtedly will appeal to the hospital
employves as a measure of protection
to themselves.”

kéep their pubdlic playgrounds open to
children Sundays, preéferably Sunday
 afternoons,. according to Rev. Albert
W. Paimer, pastor of Plymouth Con-
gregational church and. playgrounds
commissioner of Oakland. ‘This idea,
expressed at the University of Cali-
fornia in'a lecture on playgrounds to-
day by a minister of the gospel, caused
considerable interest among studenis
and faculty.
k  *“The ideal,” said Rev, Mr. Palmer,
“should be to keep your Sundays for
the great things of the soul, but, con-
sidered from a practical standpoint, re-
lisf from toil for the greatest pos-
sible number constitutes the best prac-
tical ideal.
