Tiny Fleur de Lis of S. F. Y. C. Will Strive
To Break Strangle Hold of Corinthians

Fourteen times in seventeen years
have the yacht clubs of the Pacific coast
tried to gain possession of the famous
perpetual challenge cup donated June
5, 1895, by lovers of the yachting
game for open competition among the
yachting clubs of the whole of the
Pacific coast, whether United States,
Canada, Mexico or elsewhere. Tomor-
row the fifteenth race for the cele-
brated trophy will be held.

The Corinthian Yacht club ever since
1904 has been in undisturbed possession
of the celebrated trophy. Holding it
during these eight years has been a
hard task, however, but every year
with the exception of 1906, when the
great fire put a quietus on yachting as
well as everything else, the Corinthi-
ans have defended it successfully
against the onslaughts of yacht clubs
from this bay and southern California.
Seven times tl»e Corinthian mariners
have contended for the cup in this
period, and seven times the challeng-
ing clubs have been sent to the right
about, wiser but sadder in the memory
that the Corinthians' grasp has been
almost a strangle hold.

Once more the Corinthians are called
on to defend the trophy and once more
the mariners of the coast are asking
themselves: "Can they keep up their
winning streak tomorrow?"

The race is to be between two of the
smallest yachts that have ever raced
for the trophy. Small yachts have in
past years' contested for It, but none as
small as the defending yacht Moon-
light or the challenging yacht Fleur
de Lis.

Tomorrow's race, according to thrj
deed of gift, must be sailed under the
rules of the defending club, though
the contest will be controlled by a
committee of members of the two clubs
with an outsider as referee. The Cor-
inthian rules permit yachts of the 20

foot class, under which both boats
come, to carry a crew of only two be-
sides the skipper. Each yacht will be
handled by its owner, and the men as-
sociated with them are four of the best
known amateur tars on the bay.

Clarence McCarthy will be at the
wheel of Fleur de Lis and as his' crew
he will have George Lewis and Parnell
Sheeny. Tho little Moonlight will be
handled by Bennie Vincent and with
him will b<j Lester Stone and Bert Gil-
more.

The. race is to start at 1:30 o'clock
off Meiggs wharf, and the course to be
followed will be the regulation Corin-
thian club triangular channel course,
the length of which is roughly 12 miles,
giving the skippers and crews every
opportunity of exhibiting their sea-
manship and ability under all condi-
tions. The first part of the race will
be a beat to windward out to the Pre-
sidio buoy, then a long run to Goat
island, thence a reach to Southampton,
thence once more to the Presidio buoy
and back to the starting line, where
the finishing times will be taken.

The Fleur de Lis Is considerably
larger than the Moonlight und*er the
universal measurement and will have
to allow the defending yacht about
seven minutes. The exact allowance has
not been announced by the committee.

The steamer St. Helena has been
chartered by the committee in charge
to follow the race and spectators will
be allowed on board for the 'nominal
charge of 50 cents. This fee Is made
simply with the idea of paying the rent-
al of the steamer. The fit. Helena will
follow the yachts all round the course,
keeping as close as possible without
interfering with them. Tickets for the
steamer may be procured from mem-
bers of the committee or will be on sale
at Meiggs wharf tomorrow up to* 1:30
o'clock.

TRAVERS IS AGAIN
GOLF CHAMPION

Downs "Chick" Evans; Neville
Is Leading at Del Monte

Tournament

WHEATON. 111., Sept. 7.?Jerome
Travers of Upper Montclalr, for the
third time Is amateur golf champion

of the United States. He defeated
Charles ("Chick") Evans Jr. of Edge-

water here today, 7 up, 6 in the finals
of the national amateur championship.

The first nine holes Evans played In
par, ending 3 up. Travers squared the
match at the thirteenth hole, but Ev-ans, playing his best, got the fourteenth
and sixteenth. The seventeenth was
halved and Travers outplayed Evans
on the eighteenth, leaving "Chick" a
lead of only one for the morning
round. *The result of the afternoon was not
in doubt after six holes had been
played. Travers squared the match at
the twentieth green, got Evans one
down at the next, halved the twenty-
second and twenty-third and then Ev-
ans lost six holes successively. Travers
was dormie 7 on the twenty-ninth
green. Evans managed to halve the
thirtieth and that was all. Smiling, he
grasped Travers' hand, and the national
champions-hip was decided.

President Silas H. Strawn of the
United States Golf association called
for silence as the gallery, which had
lined the course for half a mile on
both sides, closed In around the green.

"1 now give Jerome Travers of Upper
Montclair the gold medal he has earnedas winner for the third time of the
national championship," said Strawn.
"For Mr. Evans I will say that no man
that ever lived could have beaten the
golf Mr. Travers has played this aft-
ernoon."

Travers played the third nine 3 underpar and the last four holes 2 under par.
Evans weakened in the last few holes.
His drives were short and his iron
shots erratic.

Evans will play 18 holes tomorrow
with Harold Hilton, former champion,
to settle their tie at 152 for low medalscore in the qualifying round.

Jack Neville Leads

Runners Training Vigorously for Event That
Now Has Become a Classic

Entries for the classic Dipsea Indian
cross country race will close at tho

Olympic club Tuesday. Up to the pres-
ent the entries have been coming In
slowly, but the big rush is expected to-
morrow and Tuesday. In previous
years the entry lists have run close to
the hundred mark. In 1906 there were
more than 100 men in the race, and 95
finished the long grind.

The race originated in 1905, when the
Olympic clubmen, calling themselves
the Dipsea Indians, organized the af-
fair. The event was the outgrowth
of a "Josh" among the members, cer-
tain men claming that they could go
over the trail in an hour. This state-
ment was challenged by the skeptical
members and the race was on, the
"show me" crowd winning out. The
following year it was determined to
organize a special cross country race
over the trail from Mill Valley to Dip-
sea, only trained athletes being al-
lowed to enter. That year the race
was nine miles long, and when Con
Connelly made the trip in a few min-
utes over an hour the performance was
considered phenomenal. Every year
since then the finish has been at Wil-
low Camp.

Hassard took the time prize in 1906,
with actual time of 49 minutes 53 sec-
onds. This time has never been beaten,
though in the next year the course was
slightly altered. Otto Boeddiker of the
Olympic club stands out prominently
as one of the fastest men who has
ever run the trail, and in 1907, 1908
and 1909 he took the time prize in each
race.

It is a noteworthy fact that in all of
the races the scratch men never have
been able to win, though these men, on
more than one occasion, have made the
fastest time. In the earlier races a
limit of 15 minutes was allowed and
men on marks from 9 minutes up to 15
were returned the victors. In most of
these Instances the winners were oh-

scure athletes, and had not been given
chances as probable winners.

Since 1908 the limit handicap has.
been reduced to eight minutes, and
this will be the limit in the race next
Sunday. The trail itself is one of the
hardest tests of cross country running
to be found anywhere, and it i§ doubt-
ful if there is such a rough course
used for a similar race in any part ofthe world.

Mason Hartwell has won the fastest
time prize for the last two years, and
there is every possibility of his tying
Boeddiker's three time record Sunday./
Hartwell is in fine shape and has beenmaking regular trips over the trail
for the past month.
