Vogelsang Put Each Other

Vttorney Says Spring Valley
Contributed to Campaign

< Fund; Retort Follows

A near riot occurred at the city hall
yesterday when Attorney Daniel O'Con-
neli shouted charges at tbe supervisors'
public utilities committee, alleging that
the supervisors represented Spring Val-
ley and that the water company had
contributed $1",000 to their election
campaign fund.

"Ifthere is a more contemptible liar
than you I don't know him," cried
Chairman Vogelsang in reply.

"Look In the mirror, then," yelled
O'Connell.

Supervisor Giannini jumped into the
breach and called for the sergeant at
arms to throw O'Connell out. The ser-
geant being absent, the irate lawyer
was allowed to depart under his own
locomotion, still talking.

The meeting room was crowded with
women from Bernal heights district.
Their cries and applause mingled with
O'Conneli's shouts and the quieter re-
torts of Vogelsang:. The women were
anxious that something should be done
at once to give them an adequate water
supply.

O'Connell, before his outbreak, insist-
ed on a time being set for a public dis-
cussion of the Spring Valley purchase
offer.

Supervisor Vogelsang explained sev-
eral times that the subject was not open
for discussion at that time, that the
committee had a large amount of Geary
street road affairs and other business
on the calendar, that It was fullyaware
of the great need of extensions of the
water system and that tt was doing
all it could to obtain the extensions
in the quickest and best manner.

But O'Connell refused to accept the
chairman's ruling. He insisted on talk-
ing, addressing personal remarks to
Vogelsang.

?yesterday to Arthur Sherry, who de-
nied the charges and grew angry
when Supervisor Koshland had him on
the carpet.

Sherry's firm is under contract to
supply the hospital branch with eggs
and butter. The butter is also below
standard, declared the supervisors.

"Either you furnish those unfortu-
nate patients with decent food supplies
from now on," said Koshland to
Snerry, "or this committee will buy

the best in the open market and
charge the difference to you."

The supervisors' health committee :
yesterday took under advisement the ]
draft of the new stable ordinance, pro- !
viding that persons wishing to main- |
tain a stable must obtain a permit

from the supervisors within six months
after the passage of the ordinance, j
those now owning stables not being 1
exempted.

City Engineer O'Shaughnessy recom-
mended to the works board certain
changes in the construction of the
Gears street municipal railway car-
barns which will effect a saving of
$4,261.-80, the principal change being

the omission of the cement floor of the
substation. This floor will not be
needed because of the city's decision
to purchase power for the road direct,
thus eliminating the necessity of in-
stalling transformer machinery.

QUESTION OF JURISDICTION
A communication was received yes-

terday by the board of works from the
Mission Promotion association in which
the association complains that many
residents of the district have received
notices from the federal medical au-
thorities directing them to replace

wooden floors in their yards with ce-
ment, install concrete building founda-
tions and other similar and costly im-
provements. The association contends
that such matters are entirely under
the control of the city authorities. The
matter will be taken up with Mayor
Rolph.

City Attorney Long advised the su-
pervisors that it was illegal to install
and maintain gasoline pumps in the
streets or on the sidewalks.

Even if death or sickness In his fam-
ily forces him to be absent from duty,

an employe of the election commission
can not legally receive pay for the
time he is off duty, according to the
advice given to Mayor Rolph yesterday
by City Attorney Long. A charter
amendment is necessary to provide pay-
ment to the men when off duty.

A preliminary report embracing the
entire scope of Traffic Fxpert Bion J.
Arnold's study of San Francisco's
transportation needs was filed with the
supervisors' public utilities committee
yesterday by J. R. Bibbins, Arnold's
resident engineer.

SCHOOLS TO OPEN
ATHLETIC CUSSES

Board Orders $3,000 Appropria-
tion for Instructors and

Equipment

To accept the invitation to attend the
selection of the site on the fair grounds
for the Japanese exhibit, the board -ot
education acted yesterday on only two
matters, and adjourned until tomor-

row morning at 9:30 o'clock.
The president presented the follow-

ing as the sense of the board in the
matter of athletics in the public
schools:

Whereas, the board of education believes that
to insure tbe best purposes of education, atten-
tion must be directed to the physical as well
as the menial side of the training of children;
therefore, be it *

Resolved, that the purposes snd objects of the
plan of athletics recommended by the Public
Schools Athletic league be approved; and fur-
ther

Resolved, that the board of education hereby
recognizes and establishes athletic training a* a

rart of the work of the department; oppor-
tunities for such training to be open to all

boys and girls of tbe schools In so far as it
may be possible from time to time to make
provision for all ages and both sexes; and,
further

Resolved, that In order to accomplish this
purpose the board hereby makes and constitutes
the board of directors of the Public Schools
Athletic league of San Franclaco, a corporation
under the laws of the state of California, its
advisory board on athletic matters and hereby
authorizes said board of directors to establish
such a system of athletics tn the public schools

*a* it may deem advisable and manage said sys-
tem subject to the general supervision of the
board of education; and. further

Resolved, that the sum of $".000 be set aside
to cover the expenses of school athletics, in-
cluding salaries of supervisor, two assistant
supervisor!*, medals, trophies, printing, stationery
and sporting goods for tournaments; and, fur-
ther

Resolved, that requisitions for the above sup-
plies be signed and filed by the supervisor of
sebool athletics and purchases made and orders
for supplies awarded in the same way as
other purchases and orders in the department;
and, further

Resolved, that the recommendation of the
Public Schools Athletic league that Kustaee
Pelxotto be app-inted supervisor of school ath-
letics be approved.

This was adopted by unanimous vote.
The president presented his findings

HISS GROOM STILL
LOVES KacFARLAND

But That Is No Reason She
Should Lose $10,000

Wedding Gift
?

Miss Ethel Groom, former wife of
Andrew F. MacP'arland. wealthy insur-
ance broker, whom she caused to be

indicted and arrested in Colorado last
year on a charge of grand larceny

relative to a $10,000 wedding gift, took
the stand before a jury sitting In Su-
Iperlor .Judge Sargent's court yesterday

| morning.

The plaintiff testified as to her court-
ing by MacFarland and their sub-
sequent marriage. She said MacFar-
land made her a gift of $10,000 on her
wedding day in Ogden. She said they
traveled about the east qn their honey-
moon and when they came to San
Francisco he registered under an as-
sumed name.

Miss Groom made a picturesque wit-
ness. After the noon recess she con-
tinued her story, claiming that the in-
surance man confessed that he was a
married man and had not secured a
divorce. She said he induced her to
secure an annulment of the marriage
and when she did so, left after steal-
ing the $10,000 wedding gift.

"I still love Mr. MacFarland," she
continued. "I love him very dearly."

She admitted demanding $30,000 dam-
ages and the return of the $10,000 after
MacFarland Is alleged to have con-
fessed that he had another wife. The
letter demanding the money was intro-
duced in evidence. Several letters writ-
ten by MacFarland from Reno and Los
Angeles were not allowed In evidence
upon the objection of Attorneys Schles-
lnger and Fltzpatrlck, representing
MacFarland.

Miss Groom repeated her statement
made at the last trial, which resulted
tn a disagreement, that the $10,000 was
m currency and national bank notes.
She admitted that MacFarland gave
her $2,200 for her trousseau. It is the
contention of the defense that the in-
surance man never gave her $10,000 for
a wedding gift and that the Groom
woman tried to blackmail him.

At 4 o'clock an adjournment was
taken until this morning. It is ex-
pected that the case will not be con-
cluded until Monday.
