SWIMMER IS HERE

Duke Kahanamoku May Show
His Stunts at Olympic Club
Friday Night

In the pink of condition and just as
modest as to his swimming ability as
when he passed through this city sev-
eral months ago on his wav to the
Olympiad at Stockholm; Duke Kaha-
namoku arrived in the city yesterday
and registered at the Stewart hotel.

The great swimmer is on his way
to his home in Honolulu, taking with
him the world's championship over 100
meters, and incidentally the world's
record for the distance, which he made
in Hamburg July 22, going the route
in 1 minute 1 1-5 seconds and breaking
the time of 1 minute 2 2-5 seconds that
he establhlvd on July 6, when he won
the first heat of the 100 meters race
at the Olympiad at Stockholm. :
. Duke was the talk of Europe whilel
with the American team at the Olyms«!
piad, and lafter the games at Stock-
holm he toured the continent, winning
every race that he entered. - He does
not have much to say about his own
great victories. ,The Olympiad was
the greatest series of swimming races
that he has ever been in or has ever
seen, and he is enthusiastic at the

manner in which the Swedes conducted
these aquatic events.

The annual swimming champion-
ships of the Pacific Athletic associa«
tion will be held in the Olympic club
tank next Friday night, and it is pos-
sible that Duke will be seen in action
that night. Though not eligible to
compete in the championship races, it
is possible that 4 special event will be
put on the program by the athletic
committee of the Olympic eclub and
Duke will be asked to compete,

Local swimming fans are anxious
to see the great swimmer in action,
and such a race would in importance
equal the e that the great Kohle-
mainen ran at Pittsburg Saturday.
