“The old board paid every debt that
it contracted,” Carragher said. “Why

charge this deficit to us? The tax rate
for carrying on the city government for
1912 was fixed in September, 1911. At
that time the new charter had not been
completely drafted and no one Knew
whether or not it would be adopted.
In November, 1811, the charter was ap-
proved.

HIRAM IGNORES SUGGESTION

“A special session of the legislature
was called by Governor Johnson, and
friends of the new charter induced the
governor to include in his call the rati-
fication of the charter so it could go in
effect on the first of the following
July.

“l saw at once that if the new char-
ter went in effect July 1, 1912, - the w
commissioners would go in office facing
a defic because in the tax levy in
1911 the old board of trustees have not
provided for these extra expenses
which must of necessity occur, I esti-
mated the deficit would go to $120,000
and so told Governor Johnson. I went
to the governor’'s office twice and each
time laid the entire matter carefully
before him.

‘Notwithstanding my protests, the
charter ratification was included in the
call and the legislature approved our
new organic law. The old board of
trustees was obliged tao call a primary
election for the selection of commis-
sioners. This election cost $7,462.. The
general election for the selection of
commissioners cost $7,706. Then there
was a referendum election on the liquor
question which cost about $7,500. These
three elections alone ,cost the city be-
tween $22,000 and $23,000. None of this
money was provided in the tax levy.
ECONOMY IS DODGED

“There were also the annexation
election and the levee bond election.

“July 1 the commissioners went in
office. The new commissioners get $300
a month each and each has a clerk at
$100 a month. This makes $2,000 a
month or $12,000 from July 1 to Janu-
ary 1. The salaries of all the former
trustees and the mayor amounted to
$5,000 in six months. This makes a
difference of nearly $7,000.

“When the new commissioners took
office they knew, or should have known,
the exact financial condition of the city.

Instead of trying to economize they
began an extravagant expenditure.
They created new offices and raised

salaries. They magle practically every
department of the city government
more costly than it was under the old
regime.”

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MILK THEETS LED T0
DAIRYMEN'S FINES

Shippers of Marin and Sonoma
Counties Discover Cause
of Deterioration

That the theft of milk from the
freight slips in the ferry building by
employes has caused far reaching harm
developed yesterday when it was dis-
covered that this is the reason why sev-
eral dairymen of Marin and Sonoma
counties have discontinued shipping
milk to San Francisco, thus shortening
the supply.

The record of the last six months
shows that nearly every dairy shipping
over the Northwestern Pacifie line has
been charged by the local milk inspec-
tors with shipping milk under stand-
ard. When these charges began six
months ago the dairies began testing
every can of milk sent to: the city.
Nevertheless the charges were con-
tinued, the milk still came into the
city skimmed and under standard but-
ter fat weight.

The dairymen were arrested and
fined, but still the skimmed milk came
in. This was inexplicable, and, unable
to stand the strain of the charges, three
Novato dairies discontinued shipping.

The, Rodini dairy reports that the
were brought before the police court
here six weeks ago on a third offense
and fined $100, attempted to get at the
root of the trouble. They were unsuc-
cessful and finally Caesar Rodini con-
ceived the idea of sealing the cans.
After that there was no more trouble.

The Dodini dairy reports that the
average loss of milk in transit was
66 gallons a month in 3,600 gallons.
This percentage holds in the case of
Sartori’'s and other Marin dairies.

It was at first believed that the milk
was skimmed on the trains, but with
the discovery of the thefts at the ferry
building it is believed that the harbor
commission employes have done all the
stealing.

The dairymen of Marin and Sonoma
counties will band together and press
the prosecution of Otto Pauser, James
Holman and the four others who are
charged with implication in the thiev-
ing plot at the ferry depot.

ORTER ARRESTED
FOR CAR ROBBERY

Point Richmond Hotel Employe
Informed On By Room-
mate as Suspect

Another suspect in the San Mateo
street car robbery of last week was
arrested last night by Special Officer,
Dowd of the United Railroads. He gave '
his name as Robert Pearson and he is
held in detinue in the city prison.

. The prisoner has been employed as a
porter. in' the Imperial hotel, Point
Richmond,

His rbommate says Pearson returned
exhausted to his room in the hotel
Tuesday morning. After freshening up
a bit he went to the par and read the
papers. He was a close observer of the
car robbery news, and following  his
perusal he remarked te the bar tender:

“I know .that fellow Kirkbride; and
T'li bet they come up here and arrest
me for shooting him.”

This conversation was passed to
Dowd, who looked up Pearson’s record
and found that three years ago he was
held as a suspect for the murder of
three men at Madrtinez. He was re-
leased later.

In every detail except the hair he
tallies with the description given of
the bandit who held up the San Mateo
car. His hair is black, while that of
the robber was light.

&he police think that possibly two
men were implicated -and that one
acted as a lookout. With this theory
in mind, Pearson will be held tempo-
rarily.

Pearson stoutly denied his guilt.

Kirshman to Be Freed

REDWOOD CITY, Sept. 22.—As Dis-
trict Attorney Franklin Swart of San
Mateo county did not return to Red-
wood City from San Francisco yester-
day or today, Louis Kirshman, who has
been held as a suspect in the recent
‘San Mateo streetcar holdup, was not
released. He probably will be released
tomorrow, as Swart said Saturday his
alitbi was satisfactary.

County officials say a better descrip-
tion of the bandit is given by the crew
of the train which 'the man boarded
Monday night before the holdup than
by the passengers of the cars. Con-
ductor Ver Veer of the train said
Kirshman. was not the man he had
seen. The brakeman of the train is
expected to look at Kirshman tomor-
row. The brakeman said after the
holdup that he had a good look at the
man.

The descriptions of the train crew
tally accurately with that given by the
motormen and conductors of the United
Railroad cars, and also with the stories
given by some of the cooler heads
among the passengers. Sheriff J. H.
Mansfield said he and the police would
rely mainly on the description of the
train oyew.

W. H. Kirkbride, brother of the
wounded city attorney of San Mateo,
went to San Francisco tonight to talk
with United Railroads officials, and it
is expected that announcement will be
made tomorrow of a substantial re-
ward for the capture of the bandit.
This is generally agreed to be the best
means toward a capture to be had at
this late date.

SUPERVISOR IS
BADLY INJURED

D. M. Fleming of Solano County
» Has Skull Fractured by

The road was blocked by a tree in
the center of the driveway.

The automobile skidded and plunged
into the rig, throwing Goodman and
his sister to the ground.

In endeavoring to avoid a collision
with the tree Fleming turned the
wheels of the machine so quickly that
the automobile turned over.

Fleming was pinned under the auto-
mobile, which rested on his head.

Goodman and his sister, who were
only- bruised, assisted in the rescue of
Fleming and Mrs. Denarals, who were
rushed to Dr. Newton's sanatorium
at St. Helena. It was announced Mrs.
Denarais would die before morning.

COSTA RICANS DEMAND
