OAKLAND CENSUS
SHOWS BIG GAIN

46,553 Increase in Population
in Two and One-half

Years

OAKLAND.. Sept. 24.?After a close
investigation. D. H. Bradley, assistant
secretary of the Chamber of Commerce,

has presented an estimate showing

that since the census of 1910 Oakland
has attained a population of 200,000.

The estimate has been conservative-
ly compiled and is supported by an
analysis of registration and the record
of the gas, water and telephone com-
panies. Bradley took in consideration
the ratio of increase shown in the last
10 years, which he has taken as a
basis for his figures of the Increase in
the last two and a half years.

The figures have been checked with
the gains' shown in the office of the
registration clerk and those shown by

the city directory. The postofnee fig-
ures, the number of consumers served
by the public utility corporations and
the school census report have also been
used.

Tlie following figures show the esti-
mated gain for the cities of the east
bay shore since 1910: Richmond 3.200,
Emeryville 1,019. Berkeley 20,570, Ala-

meda 1,964. Oakland 46,553, Piedmont
600, Albany 1,000, total 74.906.
