Missouri Republicans Who Fav-

ored Roosevelt Are Swing-

ing Back to Taft

REVF.RLY. Mass.. Sept. 29.?Presi-
dent Taft is contemplating a trip

through New England which will in-

clude Rrattleboro, Townsend, the birth-
piace of his father; Rutland and Mont-
pelier, Vt.; Bratton woods, and possibly
Dublin, It. H.; Polan Springs and Port-
land, Me. The date of the proposed
trip lias not been determined, but it
probably will be between the sth and
12th or the 16th and 21st of October.
He has an engagement to speak in
Worcester October 16. whence he will
go after the naval review in New York,
and it is possible he will go from there
to the other cities. If the trip is made
before the naval review, it will involve
missing: the hall games in the world's
series which are to be played in Boston.

The president continues to receive
good news. From various sources in
Missouri, the most encouraging reports
are reaching him. A letter from C. M.
Anlexander of Kansas City cays.

A few months ago all of north-
ern Missouri was for Roosevelt ?

at least nine-tenths of the travel-
ing men were boosting him. To-
day you will hardly find a travel-
ing man talking for him. I met a
traveling man last Thursday on the
train who two months ago was
talking louder and stronger for
T. R. than anybody else. When
he came into the car I called out,
"Come here, you old bull moose."
He said: "Don't call me a bull
moose. I"m disgusted with him
and am going to vote for Taft."

I overheard five old traveling
men who were all democrats say
that times were so good that they
did not want a change and were
going to vote for Taft. In Cald-
well county, Missouri, two months
ago you could hear nothing but
T. R. On the 17th of September
they held a convention to nominate
a bull moose county ticket. There
were not enough persons at the
convention to take county offices.

1 believe if the election had been
called two weeks after T. R. was
nominated lie would have carried
Missouri, but today he can not
come anywhere near it. He will
run a bad third. I find a great
many men who are not saying
anything, but who are going to
vote so that we will not have any
change of administration.

QUARANTINE ORDERED
ON HAWAIIAN FRUITS

Uncle Sam Takes Steps to Bar
Mediterranean Fly

WASHINGTON, Sept. 2!>.?Notice of

quarantine against 30 fruits and veg-
etables of Hawaii because of the
prevalence of the Mediterranean fly

< ceratitis capititia) in the territory,
has been issued by the department of
agriculture.

The fly is new to the United States.
It has never been widely prevalent in
this country, and the department of
agriculture desires to prevent its In-
troduction under cover of Hawaiian
products.

The lists of fruits and vegetables
aerainst which the ban has been raised
are alligator pears, cararnbolas, Chi-
nese Inkberry, Chieese orange. Chinese
plums, coffee berries. Damson plums,
Eugenlas, figs. grapes, grapefruit,
green peppers, guavas, kamanlzedas,
kumquats, limes, loquats mangoes,
mock oranges, mountain apple. Natal
plum, oranges, paaya. peaches, per-
simmons, prickly pears, rose apples,
star apples, string beans and tomatoes.

ANTI-HANGING LEAGUE
EXPECTS STATE TO VOTE

Petitions Sufficiently Signed,
Says Statement

In reply to dispatches from Sacra-
mento published In yesterday's papers
that it was rumored the anti-capital
punishment measure would not be sub-
mitted to the people because an in-
sufficient number of signatures to pe-
titions had been received, the Anti-
Capital Punishment league of Califor-
nia issued a statement yesterday say-
ing that all requirements had b*en

complied with and that there had been
enough names presented with 10,000
to spare.

According to this statement, the
statute requires that original petitions
must be filed with the secretary of
state 90 days before election, and then,
by amendment, supplementary petitions
may be filed with the county clerks any
time within 40 days, that is, up to
September 17.

The league further said that it was
so advised by its attorney and, unoffi-
cially, by a member of the attorney
general's staff, to whom the initiative
amendment was referred for critical
examination. After filing with the
county clerks, the league said, a period
of 10 days is allowed the clerks to
forward the petitions to the secretary
of state, bringing the date up to Sep-
tember 2~.

Was Praised By

Commerce Men

Treasurer of Chamber Credited
With Placing Organization

on Firm Basis

ALAMEDA, Sept. 29.?The Alameda
Chamber of Commerce is entering on a
new era that augurs well for the work
planned to advertise the advantages of
the city as a place of residence and as
a site for industrial enterprises.

According to the annual report of
the president, Henry Rosenthal, the or-
ganization is entirely out of aebt. In
the last 12 months the chamber has
doubied its membership. An excellent
publicity department has been devel-
oped.

Booklets to the number of 20,000 de-
scriptive of Alameda were published
at a cost of $1,200 and a contract for
|1,800 worth of advertising in maga-
zines and newspapers was made. Calls
for the booklets have been received
from Europe, Canada, Australia a%d
South American countries. Nearly
5,000 copies of the publications were
distributed to passengers on sight see-
ing cars that visited Aiameda.

As a result of the work of the pub-
licity department many new residents
have been added to the population of
the city.

President Rosenthal in his report
commends the energy displayed by
Treas-urer F. N. Delanoy in collecting
funds and in assisting In placing the
chamber on a firm financial basis. The
president suggests that the chamber
take the initial steps toward bringing
about the building in Alameda of a
first class hotel, one that would be suit-
able to tourists and the local public.

President Rosenthal believes that
such a project would be a good Invest-
ment and a splendid ad for the city.

MARKS OF MURDER
IN CHARNEL HOUSE

QUIN'CY. 111., Sept. 29.?Suspicion ex-
ists that Mr. and Mrs. Charles Pfan-
schmidt, their 16 year old daughter

Blanche, and Miss Emma Kaempen, 21
years old, a teacher, whose bodies were
incinerated early today, were murdered.
The tragedy took place at the Pfan-

schmidts' country home near Payson, 16
miles southeast of Quincy.

Circumstances indicate that the four
victims perished while asleep. Nothing
remained of their bodies except the
charred skeletons. The house was de-
stroyed.

Pfanschmidt \u25a0was wealthy. Miss
Kaempen was a daughter of a Quincy
contractor.

Developments indicate that all four
were murdered before the home was de-
stroyed by fire. While the bodies of
the victims are charred almost beyond
recognition, the head of Miss Kaempen
is well preserved, and at the top of the
skull is a wound, evidently made with
a club. She and Mrs. Pfanschmidt were
found partly under a mattress, which
had to some extent protected their
bodies from the flames. A pillow""*upon
which Miss Kaempen had been lying
was not burned. It Is soaked with
blood.

The Pfanschmidt girl's face is badly
burned, but the back of her head was
protected from the flames, and there is
a deep wound several inches across.

Indications are that the crime was
committed Friday night after the fam-
ily had retired. The telephone wires
were cut and relatives of Miss Kaempen
in Quincy who tried to reach the Pfan-
schmidt home on Saturday were un-
able to make a connection.

UNCONSCIOUS MAN
FOUND ON TRACKS

SAN MATEO, Sept. 29.?Stripped of
his valuables and with practically all

marks of identification removed, the
body of an unconscious man, un-
doubtedly suffering from the effects
of being drugged, was found fare
downward across the Southern Pacific
railroad tracks half a mile north of
Burlingame tonight by the engineer
of a southbound train. The body was
discovered just in the nick of time by
the rays of the headlight on the en-
gine. The locomotive was stopped a
few feet from the body.

The man is well dressed and appar-
ently a member of the Eagles and
Moose lodges as envelopes bearing
the names of both orders were found
In his pockets. He wore a dark suit
of clothes of a fashionable cut. He
is 6 feet 4 inches tall and 50 year* old.
In the band of his derby hat are the
initials A. E. W.

The police believe the man was
drugged and robbed and left on the
railroad tracks to be run over by a
speeding train. The doctors say he is
suffering from the effects of some
powerful drug? or stimulant and little
hope is held for his recovery.

No money was found in the pockets
and all papers "and other articles
which might identify him were re-
moved from the clothing except the
envelopes.

'SLUSH' INQUIRY ON
IN CAPITAL TODAY

J. P. Morgan, Roosevelt and
Other Notables Must Tell

About Campaign Money

[Special Dispatch to The Call]
WASHINGTON. Sept. 29.?The stage

is set at the capital tor the inquiry

into the contributions to presidential
campaign which will begin in a com-
mittee in the senate office building at

10 o'clock tomorrow. Senators Clapp.

Pomerene and Oliver are on hand,

ready to conduct the investigation.
Senator Paynter is expected tomorrow
and Senator Jones will arrive later in
the week.

Ormsby McHarg. formerly assistant
secretary of the department of com-
merce and labor, who had a hand in the
campaigns of 190S and the present year,
will be the first witness. During the
present campaign he was on the ground
early In r.ehalf of the Roosevelt cause,
directing his attention particularly to
the southern states, where he sought

to organize anti-Taft delegations. It
is expected that under the direct ques-
tions of the committee he will be able
to shed some light on the birth of the
third term movement and give some
information concerning the men who
supplied the money to promote It be-
fore it became a new political party.

Colonel Roosevelt will appear Fri-
day, when it is hinted by some of his
friends he will have some interesting
observations to make on the inner
workings of campaign treasuries not
included among these just what the
committee has already determined to
scrutinize.

J. P. Morgan will also appear in the
coming week, and many distinguished
politicians will follow.

The whole field of campaign contri-
butions is open to the committee, and
it will not confine itself to the lines
along which controversy has arisen.
Politicians who have made allegations
on the stump or elsewhere concerning
contributers and contributions will be
asked to explain just what they meant
and on what evidence the allegations
were based.

Representative A. Mitchell Palmer,
for example, has been asked to give the
committee what details he has in sup-
port of his intimation that campaign
contributions, or the lack of them, had
something to do with the resignation
of Dr. David Jayne Hill as ambassador
to Germany.

SUSPECT JAILED FOR
CHARITY BUNKO GAME

In the arrest of Frank Gwerin, alias
Frank Ross, the police believe they
have one of the two men who robbed
Joseph Marchand, a farmer of Wapan-
ltla. Ore., of about $1,500 about a month
ago. Marchand met two strangers in
Powell street. They told 'aim they
wanted a man of honesty to distribute
a large sum of money among the city's
worthy poor.

Marchand was Induced to place $1,500
in a suitcase, and the strangers suc-
ceeded in switching: bags on him to his
loss. Detectives Esola and Taylor, who
arrested Gwerin, cay he is the man who
shot a New York policeman in a fight
seven years ago.

When searched at the city prison
Gwerin had $820 on his person. He
denied having bunkoed Marchand or
having shot a policeman. The police
expect several persons to identify
Gwerin as one of the men who wae
with Marchand for several days during
the charity episqde.

GERMANS OUTLINE
SCHOOL REFORMS

SAUSALITO, Sept. 29.?Vested with a
power to act for a membership of more
than 50,000 persons, the delegates to
the ninth annual convention of the
German-American League of California
in session here took a decided stand to.
day on several important questions.

Chief among these was the installa-
tion, at the pleasure of the various

boards of education, of cosmopolitan

schools in every city in California of

the fifth class or larger.
Physical culture is to be introduced

into every public school in the state if-

the legislation advocated by the dele-
gates is successful.

Sausalito greeted the 500 or more
visitors with open arms. The streets
?were decorated in honor of the event.

Following the morning session the
delegates formed in line in front of
the convention hall and marched to the
music of a band to the banquet hall a
half mile from the meeting place, where
a luncheon was served.

Johann Hermann, president of the
league, was chosen to represent the
state league at the national convention
October 6 in St. Louis. He was in-
structed to use every endeavor to bring
the 1915 convention to San Francisco.

Resolutions were passed fixing the
period between October 3 and 10 of

?each year as German week, to be cele-
brated annually by the German so-
cieties of America in commemoration
of the arrival of the Germans under
Pastorius lit Germantown, Pa., October
6, 1683. The action on this resolution
prUl be communicated to every German
society in the United States.

The senators, state and national, and
the congressmen are to be communi-
cated with by the secretary to ascer-
tain their attitude toward prohibition.

If the answers to the questions pro-
pounded are satisfactory, the league
intends taking up an active political
fight against the anti-saloon forces.

PRISONER TRIES
TO EAT 'EVIDENCE'
Caught at the end of several months'

hunt, Manuel Marshall, an accused
morphine vendor, made a desperate ef-
fort yesterday morning to save himself
from Jail by trying to swallow a piece

of paper on which was written a re-
ceipt for an interstate shipment of
drug, and it was only after he had
been choked nearly to death by depu-
ties that he gave forth the incrimi-
nating paper.

The raid on Marshall's home, 225 Fil-
bert street, was conducted by Fred A.
Sutherland and Harry Charmak, state
drug inspectors. It was known he had
been receiving morphine in large
quantities from Reno. Several weeks
ago the man's sister, Mary Souza, was
arrested and fined for having morphine

in her possession, but Marshall himself
remained in hiding.

When Sutherland and Inspector Char-
nak and two patrolmen arrived Mar-
shall and his sister were there, armed
with vehement denials that any drugs
were concealed about the place or that
they had been selling the stuff.

A search revealed the cache, found
behind a loose board in a small shed
at the rear. It was piled high with
five ounce cans of morphine, but more
important was a tin box of papers, and
when the police started to open it Mar-
shall and his sister made a ferocious
attack on them.

Seizing one of the papers, the man
crammed it in his mouth and wag

chewing it when overpowered.
Piecing the fragments together later,

they found a receipt for drugs shipped
from Nevada, with the name of the
sender still legible. Marshall was
charged at the police station with vio-
lating the interstate laws governing
the shipment of poisons.

NEWSPAPER FRAUDS
LANDED IN PRISON

Accused of obtaining hundreds of
dollars from prominent San Franciscans
by misrepresentation, George E. Wal-
lace, a young man, is held in detinue in
the city prison pending further investi-
gation of his alleged fraudulent ac-

tions. With him in jail is his alleged

accomplice, who says his name is Mc-
Oowan,

Wallace was arrested yesterday by

Detective Sergeant Joseph Redmond.
The police say Wallace admits collect-
Ing hundreds of dollars while working
with McGowan, but that the money has
been spent. Wallace had several cards
announcing an outing under the aus-
pices of "the special newspaper men of
San Francisco," an organisation of
which regular newspaper men have no
knowledge. The outing wal scheduled
for July 6 at Bon Air heights. Escalle
station. The outing was poitponed, ac-
cording to Wallace, to September 7, and
was again postponed. The oatlng never
has been held, and San Francisco news-
paper men never had knowledge of any
such plan.

Among those from whom Wallace ob-
tained money are Mrs. Eleaior Martin
and Henry T. Scott. Mrs. Martin con-
tributed $100 and Scott gave flO. Wal-
lace had a long list of prominent busi-
ness men and women promUent in co-

Iciety circles.

ARMY MAN DRILLS
'SOLDIERS OF BRAIN'
Colonel Gardener Delivers Im-

pressive Lecture on Philoe*
ophy Before Y. M. C. A.

An impresive lecture on philosophy,
hinging on the idea that independent

thinking is the only means of develop-

ment of the brain, was delivered yes-
terday afternoon in the Young Men's
Christian association by Colonel Come
Hus Gardener, U. S. A. commanding; offi-
cer at the Presidio. Colonel Gardener
outlined the difference between knowl-
edge and wisdom and the educational
methods pursuant to the attainment of
wisdom.

He divided the people into three
classes?the great thinkers, those who
accept the logic and reasoning of these
greater thinkers, and those who never
think seriously on any subject The
first class he designated as the truth-
seekers and supermen; the second
class the great respectable reading
public, and the third class "the great
mass which can be swayed hither and
thither "by any wind that blows."

In part he said:
"A young man leaving college finds

himself standing im a junkshop of
facts, theories and general information.
He has been so busy in gathering tools
which he expects to use in after life that
he has had no opportunity to asserU or
test them; of times he has not even
learned how to use these tools or what
each and every one of them is for.

"An independent thinker is one
whose constant effort through life has
been to get at the true facts of every
case coming under his observation, un-
influenced by his own relations there-
to and who can as easily decide against
himself, as for himself. »
SEEKER AFTER TRUTH

"A seeker after truth for truth's
sake is generally an unselfish man. He
has no pet theories to defend which
will not stand the search light of
truth. He is readily convinced by ar-
guments of sound reason. To such a
person it is a great sin to remain si-
lent whenever he sees clearly the
truth.

'Right willingcontrols right doing;
right doing leads to right thinking;
right thinking leaves permanent right
impressions on the brain tissue and
character. If then by right action and
right living we train ourselves to right
and independent thinking, we will
when new questions present themselves
involuntarily find ourselves taking their
measure according to the principles of
truth and right, and we will take our
position accordingly.

"If, however, seeing the right and
knowing our duty, we lack courage to
uphold it or are vacillating in our
course, we are storing up for ourselves
that much poison, which will deaden
the brain tissues and prevent their
sound and healthy action thereafter.
GREED ROOT OF ALL. EVIL.

"At no time in the world's history
has it been more apparent than today

that greed, the love of money, is the
root of all evil. That the tyranny of
power and ambition has been sup-
planted by the tyranny of uncontrolled
greed and conscienceless wealth. This
is especially so in these United States.
The nation has before it problems of
vast importance. These must be solved
according to principles of justice and
righteousness in order that they may
disappear. A condition of affairs when
we must say to the poor man or the
laboring man "You are morally right

but legally wrong. , and to his oppressor
'You are legally right but morally
wrong' ran not continue to exist and
be lasting.

"A civilization where hundreds die
from want and hunger in our large

cities and where by working hard 16
hours a day?as do many women and
children in the sweat shops and facto-
ries?where they can scarcely earn
enough to keep from starving, need a
remedy somewhere.

"Ifmen's laws or men's customs stand
in the way he will fearlessly denounce
them and regardless of epithets of
scorn or denunciation he will ultimate-
ly succeed in shaping the thoughts and
actions of men so that there may be
greater opportunities and happier lives
for those to whom life now brings
nothing but want, misery and despond-
ency."

MOTHER AND WIDOW
FIGHTING OVER BODY

Court Action Likely to Follow
Naval Officer's Death

With both the mother and widow
of Lieutenant Richard W. Ryland, U.
S. N., who died Saturday, fighting for
possession of the body, court action
will probably be necessary to decide
where the remains are to be buried.
The body is now at Godeau's under-
taking establishment at 41 Van Ness
avenue. Last night, through friends,
Mrs. Ryland, the widow, asked the
police to prevent the mother, Mrs.
Elizabeth C. Ryland, from having the
body sent to Reno fhis morning for
interment, asserting that she was en-
titled to her husband's remains and
wished them burled in the San Mateo
cemetery.
