FOR EXTORTION

Youths Charge That Three

Women Are Implicated in
Blackmail Plot

Andrew Rudgear Jr., Aged 20,

and Newell Miller, Aged
19, Are Jailed

An attempted blackmailing scheme

by two young men, who charge that
three young women were also impli-

cated with them in the plot, was nipped

yeßterday afternoon when Detectives

James Regan and Richard Tobin ar-

rested Newell Miller, aged 19, and An-

drew Rudgear Jr., aged 20, the latter

the eon of the president of the Rud-
gear-Merle company, and booked them

in the city prison on charges of ex-
tortion.

The arrest followed a demand by

them on Joseph G. Lewis, a member of
the Lewis-Simas-Jones company, com-
mission merchants, 429 Davis street,

for $150 as the price of silence regard-

ing relations which they intimated ex-
isted between and Miss Elise
Brooks, a stenographer employed by

his firm.
A week ago Lewis received a letter

containing vague hints of a supposed
"scrape" in which his name was con-
nected with that of Miss Brooks and in
vhich a demand was made for money.

MESSENGER IS WARY
Yesterday morning the letter was

followed by a visit from Fred Gunn, a
messenger boy who had been sent by

Miller and Rudgear from a downtown
billiard hail to Lewis" office with a
demand for $150. Lewis held the mes-
senger until Detectives Regan and To-
bin reached his office- The messenger
led them on a fruitless chase of three
hours and was finally taken to city
prison.

In the meantime Millar telephoned to
Lewis, repeating the demand for $150.
and Lewis succeeded in holding him on
the telephone line until he ascertained
that the 'all vas coming from a flor-
ists store in Grant avenue near Geary
street. The detectives were hastily
summoned again and reached the flor-
ist's store in company with Gunn, just
ss Miller was leaving the place. They
arrested him and five minutes later

? aptured Rudgear in Kearny street
near Bush.

At the city prison both men
admitted that they had written the
original letter to Lewis and had en-
gineered the entire plot to extort $150
from him. They added that three young
ws>men were involved With them in the
scheme and named Miss Brooks as one
of the three, but refused to give the
names of the other two. She denied j
knowing anything of the extortion
scheme.
LETTER OX TYPEWRITER

The letter received by Lewis a week
ago was entirely typewritten, even to

the signatures, and was undated. It
cad as follows:

San Francisco, Calif.
Mr. Joseph G. Lewis.

Dear Sir: This letter will ;io

doubt be a great surprise to you.
but plain facts and plain talk. I
think, will no doubt take all the
surprise out. of you and bring you
down to a business understanding.

Here is the whole thine in a
nutshell. We. my friend and my-
self, know of a little mixup you
have just got into. Whether it
was yesterday or the day before
makes no material difference. It
wa? done. D\u03b2 you know to which
we refer? Of course you do. We
happen to know what has hap-
pened between you and Miss Elsie
Brooks?know the whole thing
from A to Z.

It may be rather surprising to
you. as already stated, but that
makes little or no difference to us.
Frankly, we want money. Yes, its
money we want, and if we don't
get it?well. I guess it doesn't
take a mountain to knock you
over, does it? If we don't get it?
well, the whole story goes into th»
papers. Not only Ut the papers, l.ut
to your wife and to Miss Brooks'
folks. Do you realise what this
means to you ;>-. Htavdlng
in tlii.- coaomunft*"?

[Specie/ Dispatch to The Call}
i FRESNO, Oct. s.?BJeven thousand
persons say the Stutz. driven by BJarl
Cooper, captured the two premier event*
of the automobile races at the fair
grounds this afternoon. The. StuU took
the 10 mile in 8:57% svnd the 26 mile
event in 24:53%. Cooper also added to
hie honors by breaking tfce tr»cK' rec-
ord of 55 1-5, made by. Barney Oldfield
several years ago in a Bens. The rec-
ord made by Oldfield was at that time
a world's record on a circular dirt
track and It was only about a year and
a half ago that It was broken in the
east.

The big event of the afternoon was
the 25 mile face, which the Stuttf had"
no trouble in winning, having a. lead
of more than a lap at the finish. The
National, the only other car to finish
in this event, was hampered by engine
trouble in the first 15 miles and on
the eleventh lap was forced to come to
a complete stop, allowing the Stutz to
get a lead of more than a lap. In the
last 10 miles, however, it ctit down
considerably the lead of the Stutz, but
had to be content with second money.

The Buick, driven by Siilprlzio Denta,
was struck by the Mercer on the last
turn of the second lap and both were
put out of commission. The Mercer
turned turtle on the embankment and
the Buick had a wheel cap torn off.
No one was Injured, bat the Mercer
was badly damaged.

The Warren, which was running
third, was put out of commission when
it threw a tire in the tenth lap.
