WORK ON BIG DAM
TO BE SUSPENDED

Great Western Will Keep Its

Force at Big Meadows Busy

Only Until November

During Seven Days Ending Last
Friday 642 Cars of Grapes

Leave State

RAYMOND S. HARRIS
Great Western Power company

has laid out work enough on the dam
at Big Meadows to keep its force of
men busy until about November 1, at
which time construction will be sus-
pended until early next spring. This
<!ate was decided upon at the recent
visit of company's officials to the

t. as it was feared that the win-
ter storm, might come while some of
the construction work was but half
completed. There have been several
warnings of an early winter and the
company contemplate only bringing the
main bbdv of the dam to the point
where it will be safe from the winter
Hoods.

The sawmiil lias been shut down and
Ihe entire force of 450 men is busy
dumping concrete into the forms. Tt
is proposed to have the buttresses, the
main portion of the body of the dam
and thr side buttresses concreted to
above the water line by another month.
Then the dirt on top ot the coffer dam
will be thrown off, though the main
loiv of this diverting wail will be left
intact and thus the waters of the
stream will be allowed to flow over the
dam.

The company has been unfortunate
regarding rumors connected with this
dam. It was reported around town
yesterday that it had been condemned
as unsafe by government engineers. At

-flee of the I'nited States engineer
corps here yesterday afternoon it was
stated that no government engineer
bad ever visited the dam. and that no
reason for such a visit existed to the
knowledge of the engineers here. Of-
hcials of the company also stated that
no government engineers had ever vis-
ited the project. When the Great
Western was building its dam at the in-
take a similar report was spread
abroad and was printed as a fact in
several newspapers.

Citizens of Oroville and the Sacra-
mento valley some time ago became
anxious about the dam. fearing that it
was not to be planted in solid rock, but
a visit to tlie project by a delegation
reassured them. Such fears seem to
accompany the building of every
project of this kind.

Irregular Tone Is Manifested
By the New York Stock Market

NEW YORK. Oct. 7.?Although monetary conditions bespoke greater
ease and other developments, including- the eastern European situation,

seemed of a more encouraging- nature,' today's stock market manifested
an irregular tone for the greater part of the session, becoming heavy in *
spots before the close.

Firmness was indicated in the opening prices, most of -which

on a level with or above last week's final figures, this being especially
true of the coalers, St. Paul and a few specialties; but pressure directed
largely against United States Steel and Union Pacific caused a general
reversal of quoted values. Hill issues were the principal exception to
the downward tendency, being assisted by unofficial estimates °f P _"P"
tember earnings. The specialties prominent for their strength included
National L#ad and Harvester. All the tobacco issues showed declines,
American Tobacco yielding five points.

Trading was decidedly smaller in volume than on any recent day.
London was again a seller here, but in moderate amount. Private cables
from London indicated that the forthcoming settlement will disclose a
marked Increase in the American account.

Traffic conditions, as reported by middle west railroad officials, point
to the heaviest tonnage in that section for several years. These condi-
tions find direct reflection in the firmness of the western money market.
Local time rates were unchanged from last week, but offerings were less
free, probably as a result of last Saturday's bank statement.

The bond market was featureless except for its easier tone. Total
sales, par value, amounted to $1,865,000.

XEW TORK, Oct. 7. ?E. F. Hutton & Co.'s wire says: "The stock
market was comparatively quiet today. Stocks backed and filled, but
the net price changes were not large. Tt was the general belief that
the market would not move much pending some important development in
the foreign situation, and no one seemed to know what to expect in
regard to that matter.

"A spurt of bullish activity carried the price of lead up to 68%c. com-
pared with a bid price of 65% cSaturday. This was the more remarkable
as the stock did not open until after 11 o'clock, so that the demand for
it developed suddenly. There had been no sales in Saturday's market.

"A considerable quantity of Interborough Metropolitan preferred was
met with on the advance. Baruch Brothers were sellers and Jacob Field
was said to have sold out his long line. The stock, however, appeared
to be well -taken, and it was predicted that if the. amount offering at
about the present level were absorbed, a rapid advance might follow.

"ft was prarlicted that the Atchison statement for September would
show h. gain in gross between $860,000 and $1,000,000. The Great North-
ern statement, showing a gain of $1,005,000 gross for the month, excited
favorable comment. The market is acting as if In need of some further

favorable news as a basis for a renewal of bullish operations. v\ c
recommend Atchison, the Hill stocks and Steel as purchases."

A stronger market for tbe north end Comstocks
and continued activity In North Star, the
favorite of the Tonopah camp, were leading
features of Bush street trading in Nevada min-
ing shares yesterday. North Star held the-
center of tbe stage until shortly before the close
of the call, when spirited bidding for the north
end Comstocks brought those Issues into promi-
nence. The Tonopah favorite opened strong,
with 12.000 shares changing hands at 41@42c.
After the call heavy buying carried the
price to 44c. but there was a small recession
later. There was nothing doing In the Merger

feature of the Tonopah camp until after the
regular session, when several large trades were
recorded at a decline. Monarch
Pittsburg Extension was in demand at 25c at

tbe opening, but holders wanted more for their
shares, and as a consequence there were no
trades recorded st that time. Rescue was firm
all day. with n brisk trade in progress at 20c.
Tbe other Tonopahs showed hardly any change
from Saturday's closing quotations.

Among the Goldflelds Consolidated was ratber
easy, with several hundred shares selling at
$2.62 v... Atlanta was easy and dull at Satur-
day's decline and Merger Mines sold down to
26c. a sharp decline. Pittaburg Silver Peak
rose to 99c and Nevada Hills sold in a small
way. at $173.
