went out to him and. putting his arm
over his shoulder, said to him:

"Matty, old boy, you are the greatest
pitcher the world ever saw and I wish
I had 10 more like you. It was bad
for us, Matty, but don't take It too
badly." Matty shook his manager's

hand in silence, too full to express his
feelings in mere words at this com-
pliment from one of the greatest gen-

erals of the diamond the world has
ever known.

Nor was McGraw the only one to

show his appreciation of the veteran's
masterly skill. The crowd to a man

rose on their feet and gave him three
thundering cheers as he walked broken

hearted to the bench to don his
sweater. His path to the automobile \
was a gauntlet of fans eager to look
at the wizard of the box and express !
their sympathy as they patted him on
the shoulders.

After the game was over John J. Mc-
Graw was the first one to congratu-

late Stahl and the Red Sox. He walked
over to the Boston benches and shook
Stahl by the hand, telling him and the
players that they had a great team
and deserved credit for beating a team !
like the Giants.

One Boston rooter, with an idea of|
showing his strength, shoved McGraw
violently as he was on his way to the
New York bench. McGraw stepped in
quickly, hooked his right to the chin
and the bout was over. McGraw won
the battle, anyway.

Sat, Francisco was connected by elec-
tric thrills wijh Fenway park, Boston,
yesterday, when the Red Sox climbed
the Boston beanstalk, a ]a historic
Jack, and slew the mighty Gotham
Giants. Per capita, the enthusiasm in
front of the Market street bulletin
boards was as strenuous as that on the
bleachers in Boston ?almost.

In front of all newspaper offices bul-
letins were posted telling the progress

of the game, and where the details of
each play were given the interest and
speculation on the final outcome was
intense. Market street was so con-
gested with fans that the streetcars
had difficulty in passing through the
lanes which the police kept clear. Side-
walk passage could only be made be-
hind the broad back of a policeman.

In the theaters where bulletins of
the games progress were read the
struggle between New York and Bos-
ton was followed with breathless anxi-
ety by those who favored one team or
the other. The lead maintained by New
York for many innings, scant as one
run is. buoyed up the spirits of the
Giant partisans until Boston crossed the
plate, and then when a second pair of
crimson hose darkened the threshold
of home the New England fans went
wild with delight.

Announcements of the result posted
in office and store windows attracted
attention all afternoon and evening.

The Stuepndous Figures of the
Series

NEW YORK, Oct. 16.?Now that the-

\u25a0worWs series is over, the players,
owners and national commission will

cut a melon, the like of which may
never again be served in the history
of baseball, as It may be years before
ajiother series will take eight games
to decide. All records went to smash,
as 252,037 persons paid to see the
games, making the total receipts Just
short of half a million dollars?s49o,-
--833 to be exact.

Of this amount the players earned
$147,028 as a pool to be divided, 60 per
cent to the Red Sox as winners and 40
per cent to the Giants as losers.
Twenty-two Boston players were elig-
ible to divide their share of $38,543, so
that each one will tuck away $4,024 to
tide him over the dull season. It was.
fair pay for eight days of fun.

The Giants will divide $59,028 among
23 of their number, so that each one
must content himself with $2,566 as
against the much btgger slice if the
Red Sox could have been held off in
that one fatal inning. There was a
difference of something like $1,500 to
the players of the opposing teams in
that last bitter struggle.

If the players fared well the owners
of the two clilbs fared even better, as
,their shafe reached $294,177, or $147.-
--028 each. The stockholders have rea-
son to smile. The price of coal will
mean nothing to them this winter.

Of course the national commission
accepted a big slice with thanks. It
seems too bad that the crowd fell off
in Boston today and the share of the
supreme court of baseball amounted
only to a paltry $49,083. Baseball is
profitable when a city can boast of a
winning team.

the series.

Engle got to second on the muff and
was nearly doubled at the midway

when Snodgrass tried to make up for

his previous lapse by capturing Hoop-

Gardner
foozled his approach and was safe at
first Right here McGraw ordered his!
firet ball attack. Arthur Fletcher sin-
gled to center, sending the chief to
second. Meyers was trapped off sec-
ond base, Bedient to Wagner, but kept
running, finally diving into third base
so hard that he knocked the ball out of
Gardner's hands. Fletcher reached
second on the play, but Matty's best
was a long fly to Sure Death Speaker.

A base on balls to Devore started
the trouble for Bedient in the third
frame, and before the last man died
one run was tallied. Josh took sec-
ond when Doyle hit one down to
Gardner, a wallop which the latter
barely handled in time. Wnodgrass was
retired at first, Stahl playing solitaire
with his bounder, but the fleet footed
Devore arrived at third. The same old
Red Murray with his crashing double,
which Speaker knocked down, but
