
FROSSARD CANNOT
EXPLAIN ACTIONS

Has No Reply When Arraigned
on Charge of Attempted y

Kidnaping

Peter Frossard. a real estate man,
who was man handled by an Infuriated
crowd of citizens Friday night at Oak
and Webster streets, following his at-
tempt to kidnap 7 year old Helen Car-
roll of 536 Oak street, appeared before
Police Judge Sullivan yesterday on a,
charge of attempted kidnaping.

Frossard, the police say, Is either a
dangerous maniac or a lewd character.
He claims he comes from Canada and
arrived from Portland in this city two
weeks ago. He can not explain his ac-
tions of Friday night or else is feign-
ing a loss of memory.

'I can not remember a thing about
it," said the prisoner after being in-
structed and arraigned by Judge Sulli-
van on the serious accusation. "I hadno business in that neighborhood and
Ican not recall anything that happened
last night. I was not drinking."

Helen Carroll -was playing In front of
her parents' home in Oak street with
Maude Mathews, a playmate of 602 Oak
street.* Frossard, who had been watch-
ing the children from across the street
for some time, came over to them and
asked Helen when her mother was
coming home. Before the child ans-
wered the man took her into his arms
and started to run. She screamed and
Frossard slapped the child several times
to stop her cries.

J. C. Carroll, brother of the girl,
started in pursuit with a number of
citizens, and before Frossard went 100
yards he was caught, knocked down and
beaten. Policeman A. C. McDaniel had
all he could do to prevent further pun-
ishment by the citizens upon the pros-
trate man.

Sullivan continued the case until No-
vember 7 for preliminary hearing.
