Workers January 1

A comprehensive scheme of pensions,
sick benefits and life insurance, to be
paid from a fund of $10,000,000 volun-
tarily provided by the corporation, in-
stead of by assessments levied on -work-
ers, will be put into effect January 1
by the Bell telephone system and Its
associated interests, including the Pa-
t iflc Telephone and Telegraph company.

More than 175,000, employes, who,
with their families and dependents,

make a total of 250,000 people, are
affected by the plan, which is one of
the most liberal offerings ever made
by a public service corporation. By

the scheme of distribution worked out
by President T. N". Vail, combined bene-
fits for superannuation, sickness, acci-
dent and death are provided for an
industrial army more than twice as
large as the standing army of the
I'nited States.

The 801 lsystem and its associated ]
interests provide employment for j
175.000 men and women. Between ,
IT.OOO and 14,000 are connected with
the Pacific Telephone and Telegraph
company, which operates in California,
Oregon, Washington and parts of Idaho
and Nevada. Seven thousand of these
are young women, te whom the insur-
ance scheme applies with even more
liberality than to the heft,

of the companies and th-it its admin-
istration is to be strictly democratic,
for the benefit of ali employes of every
rank from the president to the office !

By the plan for distributing pen-
sions all male employes on reaching

ere of 60 after having been JO j
years or more in the service, or who
have reached the age of 55 after 25
years in the service may retire on
pensions. The pension age of female
employes Is ir» each case five years
younger than that of male employes.

The amount of the pension is auto-
ily based on the years of serv-

i' c and the amount of pay and will be
1 f°f cent of the annual pay for 10
years multiplied by the number of
years of service. No pension will be

*han $20 a month.
In the case of accidents due to the

performance of work the employe will
receive for total disability full pay for
IS weeks and half pay for the re-
mainder of disability up six years.
Jf the disability is temporary he will
receive full pay for 13 weeks and half
pay until able to earn a livelihood, not
exceeding six years. «
J.ICK BENEFITS PROVIDED

In the case of death resulting from
puch accident an insurance amounting
to three years* pay will be paid, the
maximum payment being $5,000.

Sick benefits, when the employe is
rlisabled by sickness or accident out-
vide the regular course of duty, will
b« paid according to the length of his
pervico. in the case of death resulting
from sickness or accident outside the
business, payment will be one year's
pay for employes who have been with
the company io years and half for
five years' service.

The administration of the funds will
be in the hands of an employes' benefit
committee of five appointed by the_ of directors of each company.

NEW SHIPS BUILT
FOR CANAL TRADE

[Special Cable to The Call]
LONDON, Nov. 10.?European ship*

building concerns are working at the
highest possible pressure and are likely

to continue so for some time in view of
the possibilities of trade developments

by the Panama canal.
Contract for five new steamers was

placed recently with Belfast shipbulld- j
ers by the Pacific Steam Navigation
company, while the German lines en-
gaged In the South American trade also
are adding materially to their fleets.

The Hamburg-American line Novem-
ber 1 had no fewer than 19 large
steamers under construction, including
three 50.000 ton vessels of the Im-
perator class. A 19,000 ton vessel is
being built at the Vulcan yard* for the
Panama service and two IS,OOO ton
ships for the Plata service. Other
vessels of lesser importance bring the
total now building for the Hamburg-
American November 1 up to 270,000
gross.

The North German Lloyd Steamship
company gave orders recently for 11
steamers, totalling nearly 111,000 tons,
and others are contemplated. At the
beginning of the month this company
had 12 vessels building, totalling 95,000
ton.-.

Other lines are adding considerably
to their fleets. The Hamburg and
South American line has four steamers
under construction with a total tonnage
of 66,000, besides those building at the
beginning of the year. The German
Australian company has under con-
struction five steamers of 5.000 tons
each, Jive of tons each and five of
12.000 tons eAeh. Practically all the
later orders were given to German
yards.

Nov. 10.?Impressive me-
morial services were held for the late
John L. Wilson, proprietor of the
Seattle Post-Intelligencer and former
United States senator, in the Moore
teeater this afternoon while his body
was being laid in the earth at his
birthplace, Crawfordsville, Ind.

Leaders of business and politics in
the state of Washington attended the
services. Governor Hay came from
Olympia, and old associates of the late
senator from many parts of the state
took part in the tribute.

The memorial addresses were deliv-
ered by Stephen j. Chadwiek, state su-
preme justice; Richard A. Ballineer,
former secretary of the interior; Edgar
B. Piper, editor of the Portland Ore-
gonian, and Wilson R. Gay ot Seattle,
all of whom had known Wilson for
many years.

PHILANTHROPIST HERE
TO FURTHER BIG PLAN

Would Bring Colony Here
From Island of St. Helena

Alfred Mosely, an English philan-
thropist, who has been engaged during
the last year In a project for the estab-
lishment of a home in California for a
number of dwellers in the desolate
Island of St, Helena, returned from
abroad yesterday and registered at the
Palace hotel. Mosely Is commander of
the Order of St. Michael and St. George

and is also a doctor of laws. He In-
tends to make his home in California
and has cohflded to friends that San
Diego will be his choice of a location.

Mosely is well known in America.
It 1902 he brought the officers of 23
trades unions to the T'nited States to
study Industrial affairs. Later he
headed a company of 35 Oxford and
Cambridge professors who traveled ex-
tensively through this country, investi-
gating American institutions of learn-
ing. Five years ago he brought 500
English school teachers to America and
shortly afterward organized an execur-
sion of 1,000 American teachers to
England.

He is to speak before the Common-
wealth club at Its weekly lunch at the
Palace Saturday noon. He says that
his plan to bring a colony of St. Helena
Islanders to California. may fail
through the opposition of the British
government. St. Helena now has a
population of 3,000, and because of the
withdrawal of the troops these men
and women live in poverty. Mosely
believes that California offers a won-
derful field for their activity, and that
their coming would help develop the
great empire of the west.

URGE RECOGNITION OF
CHINESE REPUBLIC

Chamber Favors Early Action by
United States

Recognition by the United States of
the new republic of China is urged by
the San Francisco Chamber of Com-
merce in a resolution passed by the
board of directors of that body in its
weekly meeting November 8.

The resolution, which is in line with
the chamber's former action in notify-
ing its Washington representative
that it favored such recognition at the
earliest diplomatic opportunity, will be
forwarded to the chambers of commerce
in China.

In the resolution the directors urge
that the. Chinese people have demon-
strated their ability for self-govern-

ment and that the bonds of friendship
between the two nations would be
strengthened by Speedy recognition by

this country of the new republic.
