Gonzalez said it had been purchased
by the people of South Carolina and
that It had been placed at the disposal
of the president elect "for a period of
eight years."

The attention of the governor waa
called to a newspaper editorial which
said that his conceptions of the presi-
dency could be found in his book on
"Congressional Government."

"I wrote that when & was 28 years
old," said the governor. "I haven't
read it since, so I don't know whether
I have changed my opinions or not."

The governor announced that in his
vacation retreat he would go "incog."
He will call on the local officials and
request that his identity be not official-
ly recognized.

"I am sure everybody will respect
that wish," he said. "I'm going to a
remote place. There will be no news
from me. I am going to write my
message to the New Jersey legislature
and rest."

He said his chief diversions would
be bicycling and horseback riding. He
would go to New York Friday night,
preparatory to sailing the next day.

Many circumstances point to the guilt
of the Delvex brothers, according to

A discrepancy in the story told by
Delvex. which may have an important
bearing on the case, was revealed today
through the voluntary statement of
Attillo Moni. a San Bruno bar
tender, who visited the county jail to
have a look at the prisoners. He iden-
tified Alfred Delvex as the man who
came into his saloon last Monday and
telephoned to San Francisco. Over the
phone, said Moni, the stranger asked If
some one had reached home the night
before, which was the night of the day
Aubry waj killed.

Delvex had told the sheriff that he
went home from San Bruno Sunday
night, and, finding Aubry absent, re-
turned to San Bruno the following day
to find him. After talking with the
sheriff today, Moni said:

"This man Delvex came into my sa-
loon a week ago Monday and called up
some San Francisco number. A minute
later I heard him Inquire If some one
had got home the night before. When
I read about the death of Aubry I de-
cided Delvex did not return to San
Francisco Sunday night, as he says, for
if he had been home, why was he tele-
phoning to ask about Aubry?"

It was learned today that Alfred Del-
vex was arrested Sunday evening near
San Bruno by a deputy fish and game
commissioner, who found an owl, a
nongame i>lrd. In Delvex's possession.
The prisoner gave the name of "Deven-
renci" and was released from custody
when he put up his shotgun as bail.

English, City Engineer M. M. O'Shaugh-

nessy. Supervisor Vogelsang and John

S. Dunnigan, chief clerk of the board of
supervisors.

Rolph announced that his party

would leave at 10:.0 Saturday morning,

with the exception of the city attorney,
who leaves tonight.

On Rolph's recommendation he and
the other local officials yesterday were
granted leaves of absence for 60 days,
beginning November 16. The super-
visors applauded when Phelan's letter
of acceptance was read.
OTHER < ITIES WILL CO-OPERATE

Letters were received from Mayor
George A. Merrill of Redwood City,
Mayor J. Stitt Wilson of Berkeley and
Mayor «.'. J. Jordan of Palo Alto ac-
knowledging receipt of copies of Con-
sulting Engineer John FL Freeman's re-
port on the city's Hetch Hetchy claims
and promising to co-operate with San
Francisco in securing the mountain wa-
ter supply.

The question of appropriating $5,000
to defray the expenses of the eastern
trip will be taken up at a special ses-
sion of the board today.

Circle From Roads to Goats
City and U. R. R. Seem About to Get Together

On Matter of Market Street Tracks

The long pending controversy between
the city and the United Railroads oyer
tiie lower Market street tracks again
has approached the point of settlement.
Mayor Rolph, City Attorney Long and
officials of the railroad company appear
to be in accord* The board of super-

visors will meet In special session this
afternoon and decide the question, if
possible.

After a conference with the United
Railroads' officials yesterday Long an-
nounced that they had agreed to all Im-
portant details. The principal obstacle
in the way of the settlement waa re-
moved by the city attorney when he
rendered an opinion to the effect that
the supervisors could legally allow the
Jackson street cars to run to the ferry

over the outer tracks.
In making his many amendments to

the original agreement, which he vetoed
last month, Rolph excluded that section
which permitted the Jackson streetcars,
routed from Fillmore street over Sutter
street, to go over the contested rails to
the ferry. This raised a storm of pro-
test from patrons of the Jackson street
line. Rolph explained that the city was
dealing with the Sutter Street Railway
company and doubted the legality of
Including the Jackson street cars in the
deal. He asked Long to decide the point,
with the result that the city attorney's
opinion favoring the Inclusion of the
Jackson street cars was rendered yes-
terday and read to the supervisors.

Attorney William M. Abbott and other
representatives of the United Railroads
went over the new agreement with
Long yesterday. With the Jackson
street question determined, there re-
mained only the dispute on exchange of
transfers. Some changes in this connec-
tion, to which Rolph later agreed, were
made.

Unless unforeseen obstacles occur, it
Is expected that the supervisors will
decide today whether the United Rail-
roads and the Geary street municipal
railway shall jointly use the tracks to
the ferry.

CONTROVERSY* ON FORT LINE

Before the United .Railroads obtains
a revocable permit from the city to \

This was Insisted upon yesterday by
Supervisor Koshland | and jothers at the j
board meeting and finally was adopted 1
as an amendment to the 5 original per- j
mit as recommended by the public j
utilities committee. ..- :

Although the amendment was
adopted, action on the permit was de-
ferred until the special session to be
held this afternoon. Colonel William-
son of Fort Mason explained how badly
the government needs a railway to the
transport docks, stating that $1,500,000
already had been spent on the docks,
and that J1,000,000 additional would be
spent as soon as the appropriation
could be obtained. Despite this great
expense, there are no transportation
facilities to the docks.

The government granted the United
Railroads a revocable permit last
month to build the line in the reser-
vation, and the company now asks the,
city to grant a permit for the part of
the road that will traverse two blocks
of city streets. Permission for the city
or any private line to use the tracks
is contained in the government license.

Koshland declared that the permit
would be worth $1,000,000 to the
United Railroads in the neat five years
because of the exposition, and that lt
would compete with the city's proposed
Union street and Van Ness avenue
lines. He demanded that the city re-
ceive a percentage of the receipts and
have the privllge of purchasing the
tra.-ks at any time. This was Incor-
porated in the amendment finally
adopted. Supervisors Murdock, Cagll-
eri and Vogelsang voting against it,
explaining that they believed the tlty
is well protected in the original agree-
ment and that the government de-
served prompt and favorable action on
the city's part because of the lands it
had set aside for the fair and for other
favors.

It developed during the discussion
that proceedings for the grading of
Polk street must be started again for
the third time. The grade must, be re-
duced before the road to the reserva-
tion can be built. Legal and technical
difficulties, according to explanations

made by the city engineer, have caused
the delay and necessity for new pro-
ceedings.

CHRISTENING THOSE CARS
While the painters at the W. L. Hol-

man company's car shops stood with
brushes and paint pots in hand, city
officials were debating anxiously yes-
terday the question as to whether the
Geary street cars should be labeled
"Municipal Railroads" or "Municipal
Railway." Superintendent CaShin of
the municipal railway called upon the
secretary of the board of works shortly
before noon and announced that the
question must be settled at once, as
the painters had been waiting since 11
o'clock.

Secretary Churchill of the works
board * declined the responsibility of
settling the question, and Edward
Ralney, secretary to the mayor, also
\u25a0hook his head.

Rolph finally was called upon to de-
termine the title of the city road, but
he passed lt up to the board of super-
visors. He asked the board whether lt
would be municipal railroads or mu-
nicipal rallwaj-, and the board unani-
mously voted in favor of the latter.

"Municipal Railway," therefore, will
be painted in gold on the sides of the
cars, but the painters did not begin
work yesterday. Rolph explained to
the supervisors that the cars were be-
ing painted an attraotive gray, with
red stripes. This suited the board.
HIW MUZZLING RESOLUTION

Supervisor Hayden made a spirited
defense of the policy of allowing
speakers to hold forth at municipal
band concerts, his remarks being in-
spired by a resolution introduced by Su-
pervisor Koshland providing that ora-
tors be excluded from participating at
Sunday concerts given by the city mu-
sicians.

Koshland maintained that the band
concerts were instrumental, not vocal,
and that neither politics nor oratory
should be mixed with music. Hayden,
who has had charge of the band pro-

grams, took the resolution as a per-
sonal attack and declared that Kosh-
land himself had been a speaker at one
concert, while other supervisors and
Mayor Rolph also had made addresses
on similar occasions.

'Would you gag the mayor and the
supervisors?" he asked.

The board loudly acclaimed that lt
would. Koshland's resolution was re-
ferred to the public welfare committee.

Supervisor Mauzy introduced a reso-
lution providing that the board request
the voters to vote "yes" on the pro-
posal to purchase the Sutro property,
but the matter was referred to the pub-
licity committee, with the understand-
ing that a campaign of publicity be in-
augurated favoring all the bond issue
propositions that will be submitted to
the people at the election December t_.

The board passed to print the bill
providing for the special election to be
held on the above date, at which five
propositions will be voted upon. Be-
sides the Sutro purchase they are the
bond issue for the completion of the
San Francisco hospital and county Jail,
the aquatic park, the Twin Peaks park
and the construction of the Are and po-
lice signal systems.

For the payment of the fee of Dr.
Delos F. Wilcox, the eastern franchise
expert, the board set aside $1,000 and
$265 for his expenses.
CONCERNING GOATS AND COWS

An ordinance regulating the sale of
milk was recommended for adoption by
the health committee and called forth
such opposition that it was sent back
to the committee with the direction
that the advice of the city attorney be
obtained. It provided that milk should
not be sold in quantities of a quart ot
less unless contained in bottles labeled
with the name of the dairyman. Super-
visor McCarthy declared it appeared to
be an attempt to put the gmall dealer
out of business, and Supervisor Hocks
wanted to know what would become of
the poor woman in the Mission who
owned one cow and would have to buy
bottles in order to sell the milk.

NO MARGIN OF PROFIT
IN FIVE CENT FERRY

More Traffic Than Money in
Creek Route, Says S. P.

Officials of the Southern Paciflc ap-
peared before Railroad Commissioner
Alexander Gordon yesterday in sup-
port of the company's petition for per-
mission to Increase its rate on the
Creek route ferry line between San
Francisco and Oakland from 6 cents
to 10 cents» For the company, General
Manager W. R. Scott, Attorney C. W.
Durbrow and Passenger Traffic Man-
ager Charles S. Fee stated that since
the company had installed Iti new
service on the creek route three
months ago. the loss had been $1,299.12.

Scott testified that since the com-
pany had added a third boat to the
route and given a half hour service
there had been transported 2,473 more
teams, 10,786 more automobiles, 7,316
more motorcycles and 30,715 more pas-
sengers. He contended that this in-
crease was at the expense of the pier
route, where the fare is 10 cents.

Commissioner Gordon called atten-
tion to the fact that most the passen-
gers landed at the foot of Broadway

in Oakland have to take streetcars to
their destinations, while those using
the pier route are carried close to
their homes by the suburban trains.

Secretary A. A. Denison of the Oak-
land Chamber of Commerce and At-
torney White of Oakland insisted that
the service on the creek route was not
worth more" than 5 cents. The case
has been taken under advisement by
the commission and a decision will be
handed down in a few days.

HOME INDUSTRY EXHIBIT
WILL OPEN TOMORROW

Everything From Needle to
Steam Engine on Show

The "Made in California" exposition
of the Home Industry League of Cali-
fornia will opfcn tomorrow in the Au-
ditorium, corner of Page and Fillmore
streets, and will continue, afternoon
and evening, until November 28, inclu-
sive. Tomorrow afternoon the doors
will be thrown open, but the formal
beginning of the great exhibition will
take place In the evening, with an elab-
orate musical program.

The carpenters and decorators who
have been working on the interior of
the vast hall for several weeks have
completed their work, and many of the
exhibits. Including a sample of every-
thing manufactured in this state from
a needle to a steam engine, have been
placed In position.

Eight hundred manufacturers, all
members of the league, have entered
samples of their products, and the
amount of interest taken by the public
in the project may be judged by the
fact that already 100,000 tickets have
been issued.

EVEN IN COURT WOMAN
MAY CHANGE HER MIND

$30,000 that wrecked the bank when
she was placed on the witness stand in
the federal court today. Previously she
had promised to tell the story, but she
calmly announced she had "changed my
mind."

'Who caused you to change your
mind?" Judge Landis demanded.

"A woman has the right to change
her mind," the witness retorted.

Judge Landis ordered the woman held
as a witness under bonds of $20,000
pending the outcome of the court's in-vestigation into the tangled affairs of
the bank. Doctor Kirby, his face cov-
ered with a week's growth of beard,
unkempt and hysterical, sprawled In a
chair within the court inclosure.

FOURTEEN ARE KILLED
IN A TRAIN WRECK

NEW ORLEANS. Nov. 11.?Fourteen
persons were killed and ninety hurt in
a wreck on the Yazoo and Mississippi
Valley railroad at 12:20 o'clock this
morning, caused by the negligence of
a flagman, according to railway offi-
cials.

It is said the employe, named Cun-
ningham, was sent back from a crowd-
ed excursion train that had stopped on
a curve to flag an oncoming through
freight train, but that he failed, and
the heavy freight engine plowed its
way through the rear coach of the 10
car excursion train. Cunningham dis-
appeared soon after the crash.

Of the killed, four were white women,
one a white infant yet unidentified,
four negro women and five negro men.

Soon after the crash the wreckage
caught fire, but so far as known no
lives were lost in the flames.

Lumbermen in the Grays Harbor dis-
trict, it is said, obtained the largest
share of the contracts. This is one of
the largest lumber deals In the history
of the industry in the Pacific north-
west.

HOME RULE CAUSE
RECEIVES SETBACK

Unexpected Vote on an Amend-
ment Results in an Oppo-

sition Victory

LONDON, Nor. 11.?While the hcus«
of commons was debating the financial
provisions of the home rule bill in
committee this afternoon an unex-
pected vote on an amendment offered
by Sir Frederick Banbury, a unionist
member, city of London, resulted in an
opposition victory by a majority of 22.

The conservatives were jubilant, and
loudly demanded that the liberal gov-
ernment resign, which, according to
precedents, it should do, if the vote,
which was 228 to 206, was a genuine
test of the strength of the government
on the measure.

The temporary defeat of the govern-
ment caused a great political sensa-
tion, but did not result In its retire-
ment. The cabinet held a meeting to-
night and decided to present a reso-
lution in the house tomorrow which
will be practically a demand for a vote
of confidence, and, after some prelimi-
nary red tape, will endeavor to have
Sir Frederick Banbury's amendment re-
submitted and expunged.

The younger conservatives prepared
the trap for the home rulers and suc-
ceeded In getting a vote when many
members were in the country or absent
from the house, not expecting that im-
portant business would be taken up.

"The government's average majorities
on previous detai/s of the bill have been
in the neighborhood of 100. There has
been much dissatisfaction, however,
among members of all parties over the
provision compelling other sections of
the United Kingdom to contribute to
the support of Ireland without a voice
in the expenditure of money.

The cabinet council's meeting, held
after the government's defeat, lasted
two hours, at the end of which its de-
cision not to resign was announced. An
official statement which was Issued says
the adoption of the amendment clearly
was due to a snap division on a motion
which was not even put on the order
paper and which was destructive of the
resolution passed November 7 by a ma-
jority of 121.

"The government, therefore," the
statement concludes, "does not consider
that its defeat necessitates any change
in Its program, which in respect to
home rule has been supported by ma-
jorities seldom short of 100."
