BERKELEY, Nov. 24.—The California
committee on the Rhodes scholarship,
consisting of President Wheeler of the
University of California, President Jor-
dan of Stanford university and Dean
E. C. Norton of Pomona college, an-
nounced this morning the appointment
of Frederick Dorsey Stephens. a mem-
ber of the senior class of the University
of California. He will go to Oxford
next October.

The “scholarship is of three years’

tenure and yields a stipend of £300 or

$1,500 per annum. The Oxford aca-
demic year is divided into four“terms,
with long vacations between them, so

that in all only six months are spent

actually in the university. This af-
fords ample opportunity for travel on
the continent.
Oxford is given over to activities out-
side the class and lecture room, such as
debating, meeting of historical and dra-
matic societies, athletics and soclal ap-
pointments.

Stephens is a senior in the college of
social sciences and a member of the
Alpha Delta Phi fraternity. His home
is Hollywood and he ig a graduate of
the Hellywood high school. ;In  the
university he has been prominent in
several student activities, notably in
athletics and debating.

{s speaker of the Congress Debating so-
ciety and was a member of last yvear's
victorious Congress debating team. In
Oxford he will probably study juris-
prudence.

He is the third student from the Uni-
versity of California to be awarded this
honor.
