SEATTLE, Nov. 29.— During the
northwest conference football season,
which ended yesterday with the game
between the University of Washington
and Washington state college, the uni-
versity scored a total of 82 points
against a total of 17 made by the op-
posing teams. The scores in the four
games were:

Washington 24, Idaho 0; Washington
9, Oregaon agricultural college 3;: Wash-
ington 30, University of Oregon 14;
Washlngton 19, Washington state eol-
lege 0.

During the season Washington ~de-
pended almost entirely on straight
football, seldom resorting to- the “for-
ward pass, and until yesterday doing
little punting. In the Oregon game
two weeks ago a weakness in Wash-
ilgton’s defense was developed when
Oregon made two touchdowns in the
last period by brilliant use of the for-
ward pass.

When the state college team began
using the forward pass yesterday the
Washington supporters were nervous,
but the manner in which the university
men broke up the plays soon demon-
strated that Gilmore Doble, the former
Minnesota star, who has been goach at
the University of Washington during
the five years that it has not suffered
a single defeat, had thoroughly trained
his men in blecking such plays.

The receipts of yesterday's game
broke all local records, $7,000 having
been taken in at the box office. The
puvloul record was $5,200.

| Skiff, director In. chief of the exposi-

tion, and the latter authorized James
to tender Sullivan the position of di-
;e;:tor of the athletics of the world's
air,

Skiff asked James if the selection of
Sullivan would be accveptable to the
lacal bramgh  of the Athletic union.
James, for his part, sald be hardly
knew . where the exposition company
could -get a meore competent man or
one better versed in the athletic situa-
tion than Sullivan. James gave It as
his opinion that the selection of Sulli-
van would be hailed with delight by
athletic enthusiasts, not only on this
coast, but throughout the country.
ATHLETIC LEADER RETICENT

James conveyed the invitation of the
Panama-Pacific Exposition ecompany teo
Sullivan in New York, and at the board
of governers' banquet held at the Wal-
dorf-Astoria James publicly made the
announcement that Sullivan had been
1 requested to assume the responsibilities
of the position.

Sullivan gave no direct answer to
James up to the time he left New York,
but the local athletic official last night
stated that he had every reason to be-
lieve that Sullivan would accept the
position,

Though ne Olympiad can be held An
this city in 1915, the directars of ‘the
exposition intend to make the sports
and athletics one of the main features
and a hig attraction of the exhibition.
In so far as the athletics go, the pro-
gram will be an imitation of the Qlym-
piad, and it will be left to Sullivan's
judgment as to what shall constitute
that program.

Sullivan will have entire charge of
all the sports and athleties and he wilil
Le given full power to appoint his own
committees and make all arrangements
for the international games if he ac-
cepts the post.

SULLIVAN A GREAT LusinDER

Sullivan is perhaps the greatest
athletie authority in the world. He is
the father of the present A, A. U. of
America and has been actively con-
nected with amateur sport since 1877.
He began his athletic career in that
year as a member of the famous Pas-
time clud in New York. He was some-
what of a distance runner and com-
peted In the National Amateur Athletic
association (since merged into the
A. A. U.) championships in 1882,

During his early days in the Pastime
club he won the all rouna enampion:
ship of that club fer two years In suc-
cession. He has twice been president
of the A, A. U. of America and has been
mainly instrumental in the organizing
and success of all the American teams
in the various weorld’'s Olympiads, He
was re-elected secretary and treasurer
of the A. A. U. at the annual meeting
of that bedy in New York two weeks
ago.

.The news that Sullivan has been
asked to accept the impertant post of
the expogition will be welcomed by the
local branch of A. 4. U. President
Elliott and other officers of the P, A. A,
are keenly alive to the fact that Sulli-
van can do more toward promoting the
big gKames than any other individual,
LOCAL MEN MENTIONED

Early in the present year there was
more or less discussion as to who would
be appointed to this important position.
