FERTILITY SOLVED

Savant Shows How Cali-
fornia Farmers Can Re-

tain Usefulness of Land

Acreage in Golden State Is
Rich to Depth Greater

Than Elsewhere

BERKELEY, Xov. SO. ?Investigations

at the college of agriculture of the
University of California into coil fer-
tility by Dr. Charles B. Lipman, asso-
ciate professor of soils, have pointed
the way by which California farmers
may prevent their land ever becoming
impoverished or "worked out."

Professor Lipman sets forth his dis-
coveries in a paper on "The Distribu-
tion and Activities of Bacteria in Soils
of the Arid Region,' which will be pub-

lished as the first number in an entirely

new series called "University of Cali-
fornia Publications in Agricultural

Science." For five years Doctor Lip-
man has been at work on the hitherto
neglected field of California soil bac-
teriology, and in his conclusions he
has given to science absolutely new
knowledge bearing on a fundamental
problem of the new agricultural pro-
cesses.
SOIL BACTERIA ACTIVK

On* interesting discovery he has j
made explains why the soil in this state
Is fertile to a depth five times as great
as that of New England or other re- j
gions. The soil bacteria prepare the
food for vegetation. The organic mat-
ter in the soil is worked over by them
into nitrogenous compounds, which
plant life assimilates. Nitrogen In air
is fixed, enriching the soil. These bac-
teria abound in the roots of alfalfa,
clover, peas, vetches and other legumes,
making these plants valuable for alter-
nating with cereals or root crops.

Doctor Lipman finds that California
soil bacteria are active to a far greater
depth than those of any other region.
Air is necessary for the bacteria to
thrive, and this is supplied by harrow-
ing or plowing, the natural advantage
being added that the top soil in most
of the area is not baked by heat, thus
excluding air.
SIMPLE METHOD OF FERTILIZATION*

To prevent impoverishment of soil
and to Increase the fertility of their
lands, farmers are advised by Doctor
Lipman that fertilization is necessary
and simple. He explains:

Since in California soil bacteria
seem to carry on the work of fix-
ing nitrogen taken from the air
little deeper than elsewhere, it be-
comes important to take advantage
of other unequaled merits of Cali-
fornia soil bacteria by giving them
plenty of organic material to work
on material which can filter down
and be changed by the bacteria
into form the plant can assimilate.
This the farmer can do by applying
manure and other organic fertil-
izers and by plowing under cover
crops of vetches and peas and other
green manuring plants, thus pro-
viding material which shall furnish
opportunity for the unseen hosts of
friendly bacteria to do their won-
derful work.
Lipman asserts that the fertility of

California soil is due mainly to the
bacteria, a id that by providing nitro-
gen for the micro-organisms to work
on soil impoverishment can be pre-
vented, absolutely. When soils are
waterlogged, he said, the bacteria can
is checked, however,
not work, and drainage is now urged
by science. Bacterial life is weak in
alkali, and in such soil drainage is
also necessary.

PAPER PUBLICITY LAW
FOES QUOTE WICKERSHAM

Publishers File Attorney
General's Opinion on Bul-

litt's Main Argument (

WASHINGTON. Nov. 30.?An unex-
pected turn today was given the legal
fight over the costiturtionality of the
"newspaper publicity" law by the at-
torneys for the Journal of Commerce
and the Commercial Bulletin.

Robert C. Morris and Guthrie B.
Plante filed with the supreme court of
the United States an opinion of Attor-
ney General Wickersham as the an-
swer to Solicitor General Bullitt's ar-
gument in favtsr of the law. James M.
Beck, attorney for the Lewis Publish-
ing company of New York, also at-
tacked the law in a brief. The case is
net for oral argument Monday.

The solicitor general's defense of the
law was built on the theory that the
law established new conditions relat-
ing to the admission of newspapers to
second class mall.

Attorneys Morris and Plante in re-
ply to this argument presented to the
court the opinion which Attorney Gen-
eral Wickersham sent to Postmaster
General Hitchcock September 25 in
which the attorney said the "provisions
of the statute under consideration
would not be confused with those of
the statutes relating to second class
mail matter."

The attorneys added that the con-
struction given the act by the attor-
ney general has been adopted by the
postmaster general in the enforcement
of the law, and authority was quoted
that this construction should not be
disturbed unless clearly wrong.

I'm going back to my littlet
home in Michigan. I've done my best. ,*

In contrast to the sorrowing moth-
er's word ,was the gleeful statement of
the negro champion pugilist: "Gone,
h»s she? Well, well. Would I marry
her? Sure, if she'd have me, and I
guess she would."

"Have you heard from her?" Johnson
was asked.

"Well," the champion replied slowly,
"Imust admit Ihave. Igot a telephone
message and a note, but I ain't got her.
I don't know where she is now."

Lucille Cameron had gone to the Wel-
lington hotel with her mother after be-
ing released from jail. She had said
she would forget Johnson, that she
really never loved him, but only ad-
mired him for his brute strength. She
promised to go back home and to for-
get her troubles by taking up some
work. She left the hotel to go to a
dress making establishment and never
returned.
