
UGLY SCANDAL LOOMS UP IN PACIFIC COAST LEAGUE

EWING AND ISH BLAMED

* President Walter Quits the Oakland Baseball Club After Charging the Local Magnates With Playing Syndicate Game

Local Outfit Is Too Strong
OAKLAND,Dec. B.?"There were several reasons for ray action in resign-

ing from my position as president of the Oakland Baseball association," said
E. N. Walter, former head of the local ball club today. "I am opposed to
syndicate baseball, and sb couldn't conscientiously give my name to the asso-
ciation any more. Further, I did not fall in with the idea of the new base-
ball park."

Walter's resignation was handed to the club several days ago and caused

much surprise among the officials of the organization, as such a step on the
part of its president was not expected. There were vague rumors of dissension
among the ranks of the stock holders and of personal differences. Walter
made his reasons clear today.

The real cause of Walter's resignation is the fact that the club formed
a part of a syndicate, as the majority stock holders. J. Cal Ewing and Frank
Ish. are the owners of the San Francisco club. The efforts of Walter and
various local "boosters" were, therefore, of no avail in an attempt to secure
a larger representation for this city on the baseball schedule. The majority
stock holders objected to such change as they maintain that the box office
receipts of the local club do not warrant more games.

"I fail to see," said Walter, "where the association is coming out in the
echejne for a new park, on which it has secured an option. lam well
acquainted with the finances of the club, and I can't see where the cluf) will
get off if it buys a new park. Holding such views, I could hardly give my

name to
,
the club any more. There was no dissension or personal quarrels.

But I think that syndicate baseball is bad for players, clubs, fans and every

one concerned, and I am opposed to it."
Walter's successor not been chosen as yet, but a meeting of the board

will be held on Monday for that purpose.

Ewing Comes Back Q t Walter
Specie 1 Dispatch to The Call

SACRAMENTO. De-\ B? J. Cal Ewing issued the following statement
tonight: .

"I am advised in connection with the resignation of E. N. Walter as
president of the Oakland club that he has authorized a statement that his
resignation was prompted mainly through the fact that F. M. Ufa and my-

self controlled not only the San Francisco club, but the Oakland club as

well, and that the actions of the directors of the Oakland club were dictated
by both myself and Ish for our sole benefit.

"I desire to state that the Oakland association, the corporate name ot

the owners of the Oakland Baseball club, was organized in the spring of the
year 1903. the incorporators, other than myself, being G. R. Lukens, J. J.
Markovich. C. H. Hawbaker, J. B. Lanktree, John P. Cook, P. Kisich, H. S.
Anderson, James McManus and several others. Upon the organization of the
corporation I was elected president and E. N. Walter secretary.

,
"In the year 1906, shortly prior to the earthquake, I, by purchase,

secured control of the San Francisco club, in conjunction with Ish. ray

uncle and present associate. I immediately severed all active connection
with the Oakland Baseball club so far as its management and control were
concerned, placing my stock as well as the stock of Ish in the name of
]£. N. Walter, trustee. . ,

'Walter thereupon became, under my agreement with him, my confi-

dential representative so far as my interest in the Oakland association was
concerned, with instructions to do everything for the benefit of the Oak-
land association and the Oakland Baseball club, he to handle all those
matters without any suggestion whatever from me, either as to the con-
duct of the association or as to the employment or release or discharge

of any of the players or managers.

WHEN COAST BASEBALL WAS TOTTERING
"It is a matter of common knowledge that immediately, after the fire

of 1906 the "future of basebali on the Pacific coast was extremely uncertain;

that many of the managers and owners were anxious to disband the league.

James Morley, then owner of the Los Angeles club, was one of those who
absolutely withdrew, thus necessitating the * organization of a new cor-
poration "to handle the Los Angeles club and Keep the league intact.

"I am sure that Judge McCredie of Portland and W. H. Berry of Los
Angeles will verify my statement that I myself continued the Los Angeles
club in the. lea-gue by financing and agreeing to meet all the operating

expenses until a proper management could be secured. We were ultimately
fortunate in enlisting the interest and co-operation of W. H. Berry as the
head of the Los Angeles club. Berry assuming the position of manager

and controller during the month of July of that year. T also financed the

Fresno club for some months during that year until the league assumed
its normal state.

?While my financing of the Los Angeles and Fresno clubs was only

temporary and held only until some proper person could be secured to oper-

ate both of these, and while at the same time I had the responsibility of
both the Oakland and San Francisco clubs, I was anxious to dispose of
my interest in the Oakland club and offered it freely to any one who would
pay a reasonable sum -for it. It was impossible at that time to dispose of
the stock, and the club continued to lose money from the date of its in-
corporation in 1903 until 1909, when it declared its first dividend.
HOW WALTER LANDED HIS JOB

"I wish to emphasize the fact that Walter during all this time was
an employe of the First National bank of Oakland, with which bank I was
doing business in the capacity of a borrower, and that it was largely due
to his connection with the bank that he was named in the first instance
as secretary of the club and later made president. He has been at all times
since my confidential representative, not only in baseball matters, but as
well as a financial representative.

"Now as to the real reason of Walter's resignation, Walter by his re-

quest met me at the Continental hotel in San Francisco on the evening
of Friday, Deember 6, stating that he had a proposition to make to me
concerning the lease of the grounds now controlled by the San Francisco
Baseball club, known as Recreation park. His statement was as follows:

" 'Mr. Ewing, I know that you have been trying to secure a baseball
park in San Francisco, to be used after the expiration of the present lease
on your Valencia street grounds. I have canvassed the situation thor-
oughly and doubt that you can secure any suitable grounds. I have secured
a 20 year renewal on the grounds you now occupy, to be effective after
the expiration of your lease, and will turn that lease over to you under
the following conditions: I demand a cash bond of $10,000; a bonus of
$6,000; control of the Oakland association, 10.000 shares of stock; $1,000
per month rent for the first five years, $1,250 per month rent the second five
years and $1,500 per month rent the last 10 years.'

"T thereupon answered Walter that 1 would under no circumstances
consider such a proposition; that I believed he had broken faith with me
as my confidential representative and that I would have no further busi-
ness dealings with him. Walter then stated that he would give me until
the following Monday to think it over and give him a definite answer."

French Racing Season a
Great Financial Success
PARIS, Dec. S.?The flat racing sea-

eon just ended was most satisfactory
from the financial point of view. There
were meetings. 1,075,000 francs in
entry fees, 43,747,000 francs wagered in
the paris mutuels, and 2,440 horses ran;
this as compared with last year, when
there were 38 meetings, 1,073,000 francs
in entry receipts, 41,133,000 francs
wagered at the paris mutuels and 2,417
horses ran.
