The
reason given is that the offer made
last Sunday did not include a clause to
recognize the union. It provided that
the men who went out of the shops

would be reinstated, and that the alter-
ation hands and bushelmen should be
paid $22 a week instead of $22.50 as

asked for. it was decided that the
pickets be continued in front of the
places that have not yet signed the
agreement. It Is probable, in view of
the action taken by the union, that
the employers will appeal from the
decision reached to the conciliatory

board of arbitration.

ARNOLD UPHOLDS
AMENDMENT 34

Civic Expert Wires Super-
visors There's No Danger

of Franchise Grab

Mission Boosters Urge Pro-
posal as Only Hope for

Suburban Trolley

In response to a request by the
board of supervisors for his opinion

jin regard to charter amendment No.
34, relative to street railway franchises
and providing for improvements of
street railway service to all sections
of the city, Bion J. Arnold yesterday
sent the following, telegram ffam
Chicago:
"John W. Rogers, acting clerk, board

of supervisors ,. San Francisco.
"Answering your request for com-

ments on the Labor Council's objec-
tions to charter amendment No. 34. I
think a statement recently issued by
my San Francisco ofHee fully answers
every objection, except to section 6.
relating to over time. This section as
finally adopted was drafted by the law
and legislative committee of the Labor
council. If it is not satisfactory as to
over time, It can be hereafter changed,
but the entire amendment should not
now be defeated and progress stopped
for two years. I understand perpetual
franchise and high purchase price are
feared by some. No such franchise or

no indeterminate franchise could be

granted, or no purchase price fixed,

except upon notification by a majority

of the voters, and if such franchise
were granted, it would be revocable
upon the city purchasing, and at a

constantly decreasing price. The ena-
bling act should of necessity be

in its terms, as all details should be 1

settled and embodied in each specific
franchise, which must also meet the
approval of a majority of voters.
