IMMIGRATION SERVICE
Committee Is Appointed to Gather Evi-

dence to Present to President
of Initcd States.

LOS ANGELES, Dec. 11.?The Chinese

Protective association has become so
strong, and so many prominent Amer-
icans have been added to the member-
ship roll, that by enlisting the aid of
the Chinese six companies and the
Chinese Free Masons they feel that the
mass of evidence they will have to pre-
sent to either President Taft or to

Recommendations

VALLEJO, Dec. 11.?The members of

the Solano county branch of the Fish
and Game Protective association have
adopted the following recommenda-
tions:

Prohibiting the killing:of "spike" buck deer;
tha si-c of field glassps for all deer hunters for
tiie protection of others: a distinctive uniform
for hunters, on the lines laid down iti many other
states, consisting of a red Jacket or shirt, with
a white hat; a rule making it necessary to place
decoys In position not earlier than an hour before
the time for shooting ducks in open waters in
the morning: a license fee of $100 for alien
fishermen who fMi for a profit; the extension of
the open season for deer, making it open August 1
to October 1; a state bounty of $o on coyote
pelts; the extension of the open season for ducks
from September 15 to February 15: making the
season for shooting shore birds from August 15
to March 1. and the taking up of all decoys
within an hour after tbe legal time for shooting
has expired In the evening.

This lalt recommendation is for the
purpose of preventing monopoly of the
hunting grounds by market hunters,

who stay in the tules all the time and
keep their decoys placed night and
day, thus preventing other hunters
from getting a chance to shoot.

INSURANCE PREMIUMS
FIVE TIMES FIRE LOSS

Sixty California Cities and Counties

Paid g1,176,651 to Companies

and Recovered $213,150
SACRAMENTO, Dec. 11.?Edward

Hyatt, state superintendent of public
instruction, today announced that 60
cities and counties of California, em-
bracing all the populous districts of
the state, have expended for insurance
premiums on public school buildings
for the 10 years period from 1902-1912,
approximately $1,176,651, while the
total loss from fire during the same
length of time, exclusive of school
properties, valued at $1,250,000, burned
in the San Francisco conflagration of
1906, which followed the earthquake,
amounted to only $398,119. Hyatt's
figures further indicate that only $213,-
--159 was paid by insurance companies
in return for the $398,119.

The data and information compiled
by the state superintendent of public
instruction was the result of a move-
ment launched by the city and county
school superintendents of California
favoring the creation of a public school
building fire insurance fund.

In his computation Hyatt does not
Include San Francisco. The city and
county of San Francisco during the last
10 years - did not carry insurance on Its
school buildings. In addition the $1,-
--250,000 public school loss,* which re-
sulted from the 1906 conflagration, Is
considered to be something of ab-
normal character which will never
occur again.
