As Sheridan
journeyed back to Sacramento the men
on all the passing trains and the em-
ployes at the different stations waved
their hands or gave some other Indica-
tion of the regard they felt for him.

A rumor has It that
he will go to the Sunset system, with
headquarters in New Orleans or that
vicinity.

the month, while men use them
on Sundays or holidays.

this practice that the Erie has put the
new ruling in effect.
