If the Turks are successful In retain-
ing Adrianople they doubtless will con-
sent to limit their demands to a west-
ern boundary from Adrianople south-
ward along the railroad to Enos, on the
Aegean sea, thus leaving the Darda-
nelles straits in their hands.

Diplomatic circles here consider there
is certain to be a gradual approxima-

tion of the excessive terms put forward
by the Balkan allies and the Turks, and
when that stage has once been reached
third parties may have a chance to in-
tervene in order to reconcile the re-
maining differences between the adver-
saries.
BLLGARS MAKE CONCESSION

The Bulgarian delegates have author-
ized the Morning Post to state that
Bulgaria is prepared to vest the control
of the Sultan Selim mosque in Adrian-
ople permanently in the hands of the
sultan's representatives and to make all
possible concessions to Turkish re-
ligious feelings associated with Adrian-
ople.

An Odessa dispatch to the Post re-
ported an alarming epidemic of cholera
in Mecca, Arabia, where 10,000 pilgrims
are gathering. In the last few days
1,714 cases have been reported.

A Durazzo dispatch to the Times,
under date of December 23, says:

After four days of fighting In
the district between Baba and
Daitchi, 10 miles north of Alessio,
the Turks were driven out of the
neutral zone Friday. They lost
several hundred killed and wound-
ed, while the Servian casualties
numbered 20ft.

A Greek steamer has brought to
Durazzo great quantities of war
stores and 12 guns from Saloniki
for the Servians at Alessio.

PRANZ FERDINAND

* HAS GREAT PLANS

TARIS, Dec. 27.?According to the
Vienna correspondent of the Journal
a friend of Archduke Franz Ferdinand
is authority for the disclosure of an
ambitious' plan -which the archduke
has conceived and now Is actively en-
deavoring to make effective. If the
plan is successful, it is expected to
have the effect of completely breaking
up at one stroke the political forms
and the system of alliances of Europe
of today.

In a word, the archduke aims at the
creation of a vast Slav empire of the
south under the crown of the Haps-
burg. He I\u03b2 now preparing a coup
d'etat in Auatrla-Hungary to clear
the way for the first part of his' pro-
gram, which is the liberation of the
discontented and ill .assorted peoples
who form the monarchy. Having thus
made a clean sweep of existing polit-
ical conditions he will proceed with
the work of building up. by restoring
the ancient and historical kingdoms
\u03b2-nd founding new principalities?.

The new confederation, according to
the same authority, is to Include the
autonomous kingdoms of Hungary,
Bohemia and Poland, each with
personal ruler; Servia with its frontiers
extended by recent victories and still
further increased by the inclusion of
Slavonia: Montenegro enlarged by a
part of Dalmatia and part of Herzego-
vina and the other Balkan states.

Poland is said to have been quick to
grasp the plan and has signified unani-
mous adhesion. Bulgaria is favorably
disposed, and active pourparlers are
now going on between Emperor Ferdi-
nand and Archduke Franz Ferdinand.
Pervia, it is said, is beginning to realise
the advantage of the scheme.

EMERIC VIDAL IS
FATALLY INJURED

Explosion of Dynamite Caps
Sends Young Boy to Hos-

pital Mangled

RICHMOND, Dec. 26.?"While playing
with some dynamite caps and fuses
which he and some other boys had ob-
tained from a storage building at the
Santa Fe mole, Emeric Vldal, 12 yeavs
old, was fatally injured this afternoon
when he lit a fuse connecting some of
the explosives. Young Vidal was taken
to Abbott hospital In a mangled con-
dition, and no hope for hie recovery
was given by Dr. "W. Lucas, attending
physician.

Vidal, who is the son of E. Vidal of
421 Oregon arenue, was with some
small companions near the Santa Fe
mole at 3 o'clock this afternoon, and in
their pJay came on the building which

is used to store dynamite caps, fuses

and other explosives. Young Vidal
formulated the plan of using some of
the caps to dynamite fish with from
the rocks. His proposal was greeted

joyfullyby his companion, and an arm-

ful of caps and some fuses were taken.
The boys took the dangerous play-

things to a Bpot near the whale oil
plant of the Standard Oil company,
about a mile away. Vidal connected
some of the caps with fuses and lit
them to throw into the water to kill
fish. The fuse was premature and the
caps on the end exploded before the lad
could get away, setting fire to the

whole armful, in the midst of which
Vidal was standing. Both of the boy's

knees were crushed, his right eye put

out and his skull possibly fractured.
The other boys, who were standing not
far away from Vidal, ran for help.

OWEN HINT TO WILSON

Washington Laughing Over Oklahoma
Senator's Petition to President

Elect for Big Snaps

WASHINGTON, Dec. 26.?"Washington

is laughing over the publication of a

letter written by Senator Owen of

Oklahoma tt> President elect Wilson In
which Owen hints more than strongly

that he is entitled to a place In the
cabinet on the ground that Oklahoma
brought about Wilson's election.

The Oklahoma senator throws mod-
esty to the winds in his letter. The
missive is dated at Muskogee, Novem-
ber 23, and was passed around among

Oklahomans with the request, "You

sign here," the object being to impress

Wilson with- the solidity of the Owen
movement.'

Senator Owen argues In the letter
"that the great and compelling fact
which we think justifies this recog-
nition of Oklahoma is the fact that
Oklahoma has shown itself to be the
leader of the progressive movement I\u03b1
the United States."

It is pointed out that Owen prepared
"code of the people's rule', severar
years ago in which it is declared are
all the progressive ideas subsequently
adopted by La Follette and Roosevelt.

"It was this progressive movement
which divided the republicans and made
possible your election," says the letter.
?'Oklahoma, therefore, having led in
this movement for popular government
upon which your success depended, we
believe it deserves consideration at
your hands.

"Within our borders are many men
who are eminently qualified to serve
in your cabinet. We desire that you
recognize Oklahoma for the reasons
above stated and that you may select
your secretary of the interior from our
state."

REDWOOD CITY, Dec. 26.?Pursued
by half a dozen police oflicers headed
by Sheriff J; H. Mansfield of San Mateo
county, Mrs. Beatrice Hutton, wife of
C. A. Hutton, the millionaire flour mer-
chant of San Francisco; her son, Harold
P. Hutton, a student in the Manzanita
school at Palo Alto, and Miss Rodigue,
a society girl of San Jose, broke all
speed records in a flight down the pe-
ninsula In their high power motor car
this afternoon after crashing into a
vegetable wagon in the business center
of Redwood City.

The flight was a dismal failure. The
speeding autolsts were halted at Palo
Alto by Chief of Police Chester F.
Noble and brought back to this city,
where youn« Hutton, as driver of the
car, was jailed on a charge of colliding
with a vehicle and not stopping?a
felony. The millionaire's son spent the
major part of the afternoon behind
the bars while his mother and Miss
Rodigue were making arrangements to
raise $500 in cash for his release.

As Mrs. Hutton figures in the social
columns as the owner of a palatial coun-
try place near Saratoga, where many
weekend house parties are given, and
as she Is the wife of the millionaire
flour magnate who maintains apart-
ments at the St. Francis hotel In San
Francisco, and, furthermore, as she
had no small amount of trouble In se-
curing bail for her son, who stood some
chance of spending the night in jail,
the situation was fraught with suffi-
cient Interest to set the penfnsular
gossips buzzing,.

Mrs. Hutton,s eon. Harold, has been
the victim of several automobile es-
capades. Two years ago with two
other Palo Alto students and three
girls from a fashionable seminary he
figured in a thrillingmidnight ride to
San Francisco which ended in severe
reprimands and summary dismissals.

Today, It appears from nis story, he
was driving his mother and Miss
Rodigue from San Francisco to their
Saratoga ranch. Something went
wrong with the steering wheel as they
were passing through Redwood City
and, veering to the side of the street,
the big touring car crashed into a veg-
etable wagon standing near the curb.
As they were in a great hurry, young
Hutton says, they postponed the work
of hunting up the owner of the dam-
aged wagon. The huge car, with Its
three occupants, was soon speeding
away in the direction of San .Tose.

W. H. T.own. tf*e owner of the vege-
table wagon, hunted up Sheriff Mans-
field, who sent word to the Palo Alto
police to stop the fleeing autoists and
then started in pursuit.

When brought back to Redwood City

Hutton wa3 arraigned before Justice of
the Peace H. W. Lampkin, who issued
the complaint. Mrs. Hutton laughed,

and exclaimed she was glad it was the
day after Christmas. Her smile of
amusement vanished a moment later
when the magistrate remanded her son
to the custody of the sheriff and an-
nounced that the preliminary hearing

would take place at 10 o'clock next
Monday. Harold Hutton was taken to
jail.

Mrs. Hutton rushed to a telephone
office and cailed up her husband In San
Francisco. Late this afternoon Cashier
I* P. Behrens of the First National
bank was notified to put up the $500
necessary for young Hutton's release.

BERKELEY PLANS TO
FIGHT PHONE MERGER

City Attorney to Apply for Injunction

Jlestraining Home Company From
Selling to Competitor

BERKELEY, Dec. 26.?City Attorney

R. C. Staats announced this morning

that he would appear for the city in
Superior Judge W. H. Waste's court
January 3 to argue for an injunction to
prevent the consolidation of the Home
Telephone company with the Pacific
Telephone and Telegraph company.

Staats said that this city would pro-
ceed regardless of the fact that a
similar proceeding in San Francisco
was lost.

The city attorney holds that certain
clauses in the Home Telephone com-
pany franchises are not legal, being in
conflict with state law. City officials
believe the merger is illegal and that
the Home company's bond of $25,000 is
forfeited.

If the company can Justify the
merger under state law, this bond can
not be taken over by the city, although

its forfeiture is written into the or-
dinance under which the telephone
company obtained its franchise as a
penalty for sale to a competitive com-
pany.

PRESIDENT TUFT SAILS
AWAYFROM CANAL ZONE

Colonel Goethals Said to Be
Choice for Governor?Ex-

ecutive Is Pleased

COIJON, Dec. 26.?The United States
battleship Arkansas, with President
Taft aboard, sailed from Colon at 7
o'clock this evening for Key West.

The presidential party went aboard
the Arkansas about an hour prior to
its departure. Colonel Goethals. the
chief engineer, boarded the battleship
Delaware, which accompanied the Ar-
kansas.

The warships are expected to reach
Key West Sunday, and the president is
due at Washington Tuesday.

President Taft expressed great
pleasure over his visit to Panama, and
said he would appoint the civil gover-
nor and subordinate officials on his re-
turn to Washington.

Goethals for Governor
WASHINGTON, Dec. 2C?lt was un-

derstood before President Taft left
Washington on his present visit to
Panama that the only element of un-
certainty in the appointment of Colonel
Goethals to be governor of the canal
zone was the consent of that officer
himself, the salary of the new office
being $5,000 less than the compensa-
tion he is now receiving as head of the
canal commission. So anxious has
Colonel Goethals. been, however, to
crown his work of canal construction
with the establishment of the perma-
nent government which is to operate

the great waterway that it was well
understood by his friends here that he
was prepared to make this sacrifice.

President Taft regards it as only fair
to his successor in office for the retir-
ing administration to select the new
governor of the zone, permitting

Colonel Goethals and the engineer of-
ficers associated with him to employ

the knowledge they have acquired to
select from among their number the
officers and employes of the new gov-
ernment. This work done and the

canal in operation, it Is known to be
Colonel Goethals' desire to be relieved
of further duty on the isthmus.
EXPLOSION NEAR HOTEL

An explosion in the park opposite
the Tivoli hotel, which occurred while
President Taft was attending a dance
given in his honor at the National
theater at Panama last night, is re-
ported in dispatches to the Panaman
legation. The explosion occurred out-
side the district traversed by President
Taft, which was guarded by police from
the station to the National theater.

"While President Taft was at the
dance an explosion occurred at De
Lesseps plaza in front of the Hotel
Tivoli and blew up the news stand at

the hotel," says the dispatch. "The
cause of the explosion is believed to

have been jealousy and revenge be-
tween two Spanish rivals in business."

Minister Valdez gave out official re-
ports stating that the minister of for-
eign affairs had reported the matter to
President Taft, who was convinced that
the explosion had been in no way con-
nected with his presence.
