NEW OAK BALL PARK

Directors Meet Today to
Place Stamp of Approval
on the Plant

OAKLAND, Dec. 26.—The board of
directors of the Oakland Baseball asso-

ciation will meet tomorrow morning,
when the plans for the big new ball
park at Park and San Pablo avenues
will be stamped with approval. The

directors will then clear up all leases
and other busimess connected with the
park property in order that the work
on the new field may go on as speedily
as, possible.

The Emery residence, which stood on
the grounds, is ready now for the roll-
ers and will] be moved immediately to
a position in San Pablo avenue next to
the Emeryville firehouse. There are a
couple of barns and sheds still on the
field which are under the hammer now,
and a day more will see them demol-
ished. At the western extremity of the
field two frame houses still stand, and
expiring terms on each will allow of
their removal the first of next week.

The trees and underbrush have all
been removed from the grounds and
the field will be clear within a week,
The surveyors have completed their
work and the turf wiil be plowed
up, harrowed and leveled. An expert
will be hired to oversee the work of

| drainage and planting and fertilizing,

and it is expected that the turf will be
planted by March 1.

The fans have shown their apprecia-
tion of the new park already by engag-
ing several of the boxes for the opening
game and a number have been engaged
for the season. There will be 3,200
opera chairs in the grandstand and 300
box seats. The bleachers will extend
foul lines to the fences. The
clubhouse will be located at the south-
west corner of the field, as in Recrea-
tion park, San Francisco.

“Give us a few days more good

| weather,” said Frank W. Leavitt, the

newly elected president of the associa-
tion, today, “and it can rain for a
couple of weeks if it likes. We have
got a grand start on the best ball park
in the state, and if we have a chance
we will show some fine speed in getting
grounds ready. The weather has
been in our faver, and with a continn-
ance -of it - we will have the buildings
under way in no time. The lumber will
be on the ground next week.”

Arellanes Quifs Diamond
To Enfer Business

26.—In accordance
with the wishes of hiz mother in law,
who died here today, Frank Arellanes
the noted pitcher, announced that he
had played his last game of professional
baseball. Arellanes will enter a local
business firm after the first of the year.

The diamond will lose a valuable
player in Arellanes. Born and raised
in Santa Cruz, he started his ‘baseball
carger there some eight years ago as
a busher. He later joined the old San
Francisco team as a third baseman, but
failed to make good. Then he blos-
somed out as a pitcher in the State
league and was a success from  the
outset.

Three years ago Arellanes was
signed by the Boston Americans and
for two seasons he was a big success,
He was later turned over to the Sacra-
mento chub, and though with a tail end
aggregation he was looked upon as one
of the leading slabsters of the Pacific
Coast league.

JORN FRANKLIN BAKER

Also Some Other Figures on
American Leaguers
of Interest

John Franklin Baker, hero of the
world’'s serjes of 1911, was the time-
liest hitter in the American league
last season, leading the Johnsonites
not only in the number of runs batted
in, but having also a higher percentage
of runs batted in to the game than any
other player in the junior organization.
Connie Mack’'s third baseman, partici-
pating in 149 contests, drove in 133
tallies, which were 11 less than were
batted home in 1911 by Tyrus Cobb,
Chalmers trophy winner for that year,
and more than Tris Speaker, who
won the Chalmers car in 1912, batted
home this last season. Baker might
have equaled Cobb's 1911 record had
the pitchers not issued so many bases
on balls to him when conditions looked
dark for them. A man who failed to
pass Baker on purpose, and who prob-
ably now wishes that he had done so,
was Tom Hughes of Washington, for
Baker, by making a home run off him,
took a leading part in shattering Wash-
ington’s hopes of equaling Providence's
record of 20 straight victories.

Three other players—Duffy Lewis of
Boston, Sam Crawford of Detroit and
Jack McInnis of Philadelphia—also
batted home 100 or more runs, these
players’ records being respectively 111,
108 and 103, Tris Speaker of Boston,
adjudged by a. jury of scribes the
American league’'s most valuable play-
er, battegq in 98 tallies and found a
place on the team of Johnsonites clev-
erest at clouting at the right moment.

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TALK OVER GAME LAWS

Local Delegates Are Ap-
pointed to Attend Santa
Cruz Convention

With a vlew‘ to framing a set of
resolutions to' present to the legis-
lature for the protection of gamé.
birds and fish, the San Francisco
county branch of the Greater Califor-
nia Game Protective association was
organized last night at a xileetlng in
the Mills building. The various coun-

ties forming district 5 of the state wil
hold a convention at Santa Cruz
Saturday and the San Francisco dele-
gates will place the resolutions passed
last night before this convention.

Officers for the new county branch
were elected as follows: John B. Hauer,
president; Captain Frank Bell, secre-
tary, and William Ellery, treasurer. A
committee to draft a constitution and
bylaws of the new organization will
be named by the president, this com-
mittee to consist of five members.

Considerable discussion took place
on the appointment of the delegates to
attend the convention at Santa Cruz,
some of the members desiring to dr:
instructions #€o the delegates befofe
making the appointments. This motion
was :lost and Colonel J. W. Dorsey,
Walter Mack and Dr. Henry Abrams
were appointed and will be officials
instructed as to their duties’ today by
the president. ;

L. A. Jackson introduced a resolution
favoring the law as it now stands on
the shooting of ducks, but was strong-
ly in favor of repealing that section of
the law that allows the ducks to be
put on public sale. The resolution
favoredq a bag of 25 ducks per day,
with a limit of 60 for the week. Jack-
son’s resolution was approved with
few dissenting votes.

The quail law was also touched on,
and the local branch is in favor of
leaving the day limit of 20 birds as it
stands, but will suggest to the con-

to 40.birds, instead of 140, as the law
now reads.

The deer shooting brought out a

The “tag
system’” as proposed would make it
possible to ship deer into this county,
two tags being allowed on each license.
The organization strongly favored this
system and every effort will be made
to have it placed before the legislature.
The use of one.dog in hunting deer
was also indorsed.
