GALE AND 30 ARE

SAVED FROM SEA
Crew Taken From Rigging

After Craft Hits Grays
Harbor Jetty by Dar-

ing Rescuers

ABERDEEN. Wash.. Dec 2S? The

wreck of the bark Torrisdaln on the

south jetty early today and the rescue
of the crew of 3f> men. including Cap-

tain Potter, by the men of the life
saving station forms one of the most
thrilling chapters in the history of
Gray* harbor.

The Torrisdalo left Caleta Celoatsa,

Chile, 43 days ago in ballast for Port-
land, and off the coast of Oregon was

.ilmost placed on its beam ends by the

shifting of the rock in the hold during

the terrific storm that has prevailed.
Cnable to make the Columbia river,

Captain Fottcr decided to ride out the
gale, but the storm continued, tearing

away a part of the rigging and sails

and leaving the craft almost helpless.

An attempt to enter Grays harbor re-
sulted in the bark striking the jetty

and then beaching on the sand.
ROCKETS WARN LIFE SAVERS

Rockets attracted the attention of
the life saving crew about 4 o'clock
a. m.. and until 11 o'clock the life sav-
ing crew w°rked under great difficul-
ties in getting all of the men off.

Owing to the storm and the distance
from the beach line no line could be
shot by the mortar and it was neces-
sary to use tnp boats, although there
was danger of swamping.

The rescue was extremely thrilling.

On account of their desperate situation
Of the crew had been forced to

the remnants of the rigging. During
the rescue the bark and the crew were
almost constantly washed by the big

waves.

The Torrisdale was left a hopeless
\u25a0wreck, and a fire which started in the
galley probably will consume all of the
woodwork. Captain Potter and his
crew are bfing cared for by the life
saving crew and the people of West-
port, a village situated near the scene
of the disaster.

The Grays Harbor Tugboat company
has sent a tug with the hope of pos-
sibly pulling the bark off the beach, if
it is in shape, but it is thought nothing
ran he done until the storm abates.

Captain Potter had been beating up
and down the Washington coast since
Thursday last attempting to make a
safe port of entry.

The advantage of the north wind,
even with its squalls, enabled Beachey
to make one of the most sensational
exhibitions ever given on these grounds
with his daredevil approaches to
buildings, hops over sheds and half
spiral drops, straight up shoots and
double length turns, and it was evi-
dent that the squally norther sent him
in far closer touch of death than he
had counted for.
BEACHEV DRESSED AS WOMAN

was that of Beachey dressed as a
woman. In delicate pink and a blonde
wig and makeup that made even crit-
ical feminine eyes say that he wasn't
"so bad looking," he circled so close
to the grandstand that both men and
women instinctively jumped to their
feet prepared for flight.

TURKISH PEACE
TERMS SPURNED

BY BALKAN FOE
Reading of Counter Pro-. posals Brings Storm of

Protests From Allies'
Ministers

LONDON, Dec. 2S.?The brief ses-

sion of the peace conference today

brought the Balkan delegates to their
feet in protest against the counter
proposals put forward by Rechad Pa-

sha in behalf of the Ottoman govern-

ment.
Turkey's maximum demands are con-

sidered very sweeping, and when ad-
journment was taken to Monday aft-
ernoon it was evident that the Turks
must lower their demands greatly or
consent to negotiate on a basis of terms
proposed by the allies.

If they attempt to stand by their
gun* or resort to strategy, the. allies
may hreak the negotiations. It is con-
sidered not improbable that Turkey de-
sires this, with the hope of inter-
vention by the powersv which would
lead to a European conference of medi-
ation. The plenipotentiaries then
could say to the Mussulman world that
they yielded to the pressure of all
Europe.
RESEMBLES PORTSMOUTH PARLEY

Tho allies do not object to the ac-
ceptance of mediation, if it is under-
stood that the mediators must respect
the territorial acquisition resulting
from the war. Americans who followed
the Russo-Japanese negotiations at
Portsmouth, when the difficulty of in-
ducing Russia to renounce Korea, Port
Arthur and Dalny and divide Saghalin

iseemed insurmountable will not be sur-
!prised at what is occurring in London.

Although the territories under dis-
| pute are smaller, the interests affected
and Involved are greater and more
complicated, having relation to practi-
cally the whole of eastern, central and
southern Europe, besides Great Britain.

It was Turkey's turn today to fur-
nish the presiding officer and Rechad
Pasha took the chair. General Gruics,
the former Servian minister of war,
who was chosen secretary, read the
minutes of the last "meeting. Rechad
Pasha then arose and calmly unfolded
the document, saying that he had the
honor to notify the delegates of the
proposals of his imperial government
for concluding peace.
TUMULT FOLLOWS READING

When he had finished reading the
peace terms the chief of the Turkish
delegation could hardly control the ex-
citement which followed. The first
speaker was the Greek premier, Veni-
zelos. The Turkish conditions were so
astoundiug, he said, that he could
scarcely believe they were meant
seriously, although in so saying he did
not intend to offend the Ottoman repre-
sentatives.

Rechad Pasha replied, defending the
claims of his government. He «*then
expressed the opinion that the work of
the delegates would be smoother and
mutual relations better if the press
would not chronicle all details of the
conference.

Doctor Daneff, head of the Bulgarian
plenipotentiaries, said that, all hopes

of concealing the proceedings from the
press being lost, he proposed a special
tribune for the journalists in the hall
of St. James. He dilated on the im-
possibility of dealing with the, Turkish
demands.
CALLS ATTITUDEUNREASONABLE

Rechad Pasha interrupted to ask
why Doctor Daneff answered that he
would not even enter into the merits of
the question of the Ottoman claims
being preposterous and beyond any ex-
pectation.

Mlyuskovitch, the Montenegrin dele-
gate, remarked that Turkey had not
even respected the decision of the
powers. It had been agreed by the
ambassadors' conference that Albania
should be autonomous under only the
suzerainty of the sultan, while Turkey

demanded the sovereignty of the sul-
tan, with a ruling prince from the sul-
tan's'family.

M Madjaroff, the Bulgarian minister
at London," declared that the whole
procedure was wrong. He pointed out
that aa the allies had presented terms
Turkey should have offered real coun-
ter proposals, that is, real changes,
alterations or refusals, and should not
have ignored them, to present a totally

different scheme. ?

Premier Venizelos asked, for the
sake of historic curiosity, that copies

of the document which Rechad Pasha
had read be given to the delegates,
and the sitting was suspended*while
the secretaries made copies. When the
sitting was resumed the Turkish dele-
gates delivered a copy to each delega-
tion.
RETORT FOLLOWS CLAIM

Rechad Pasha, in reopening the sit-
ting, expounded what evidently was
the main argument of Turkey in sup-
port of its claims.

He said that the powers since the
beginning of the troubles with the
Balkan states had declared that In case
of a conflict, whatever its results, no-
body would gain from it, the powers
being determined to maintain the status
QUO.

Doctor Daneff retorted: "But you for-
get that after the war all the premiers
of the powers recognized that the
status quo was ended and that it was
impossible to continue a policy based
on its maintenance."

Rechad Pasha made fresh attempts
to induce the allies to declare what
they objected' to in his propositions,
trylnsj to make them discuss the dif-
ferent clauses, but unsuccessfully, all
repeating that It was impossible to
take them as a point of departure, as
they seemed to be drafted by a person
unacquainted with events of the last
three months.

Venizelos pointed out that Turkey

had refused to apply to Macedonia the
reforms proposed by Count yon Berch-
thold, which it is ready to grant now
that Macedonia Is entirely in the hands
of the allies.
ASKS IF IT IS RAST STAND

Novakavitch asked the Turks to say

openly whether the proposals repre-
sented their last word.

Rechad Pasha was evidently discon-
certed by this point blank question. He
eluded a direct answer, saying that his
instructions did not authorize a reply
either way.

Venizelos wished to add an Inter-
pretation of the desire of the allies. He
declared that they never would accept
a discussion of reforms, especiaUy con-
cerning Macedonia, especially at this
stage, when it was not a question of
reforms but a question of ceding ter-
ritories won by force of arms and thus
rightly belonging to the victors.

Rechad Pasha, in view of the torn
taken by the discussion, declared he
would transmit to Constantinople the
observations made by the allies, In the
hope that he would receive by Monday
the reply of his government, which he
would hasten to submit to the confer-
ence.

PORTLAND, Dec. 28.?One hundred
dollar bonds sold for 50 cents each to
brokers in Seattle and elsewhere who
in turn resold them to the innocent
public for as high as! $80 each, was
testified to today in the trial of A.
Jf Biehl, charged by the government
with the use of the mails to defraud in
connection with the flotation of sev-
eral millions of dollars' worth of al-
leged worthless bonds of the Columbia
River Orchards company.

Miss Emma Isabelle Forbes, a
stenographer in the office of De
Larm & Biehl, in Seattle ap-
parently proved a good witness
for the government in today's pro-
ceedings. She related various al-
leged "high finance" transactions of
her employers and gave the names
of many Seattle brokers who bought
the bonds' for very little money and
sold them to innocent purchasers for
considerable sums of money. She re-
lated that at one time $50 was due
her for sa.lary and that she took $10,000
worth of the bonds to a broker and
borrowed that sum on them.

Miss Forbes testified that in her esti-
mation Biehl was equally responsible
in the management of the company's
affairs as De Larm. She identified
various letters written by Biehl to
De Darm after the former came to Port-
land to start the Oregon and Washing-

ton trust, and had ostensibly severed
his connection with the partnership.
These letters showed, apparently, that
Biehl actively was engaged in trading
the bonds of the companies involved
for real estate in Oregon. The gov-
ernment's purpose in introducing the
letters was' to show Biehl's alleged
connection with the firm after appear-
ing to become a disinterested trustee.
The defense contends Biehl had nothing
to do with the company after he sev-
ered his partnership with De Larm.

COOK HELD IN OPIUM CASE
S. H. Sing, a Chinese second cook on

the steamer Mexican, was arrested for
conspiring to smuggle opium into the
United States yesterday by Customs
Agent John Smith. It is said that Sing
brought the 180 tins of opium aboard the
steamer that were seized last Thurs-
day by Assistant Searcher F. F. Peck.
His preliminary examination will be
held tomorrow before United States
Commissioner Francis Krull.

HIGH SCHOOL GIRL
IS WOUNDED BY
JEALOUSADMIRER

Frank Carlisle, Agent at
Cloverdale, Shoots Miss

Luella Roberts, 17
Years Old

CLOVERDALE, Dec 29.?Miss Luella
Roberts, a pretty 17 year old high

school girl of this city, was shot and
probably fatally wounded tonight by

Frank I*. Carlisle, station agent of the
Northwestern racific railroad here, a
man more than twice her age. Jealousy

Is said to be the cause of the tragedy.
although friends of the girl declare
Carlisle was Insane.

The shooting took pace on the main
street of the town, within a few doors
of the gir]*s residence, and was wit-
nessed by Miss Roberts' mother, Mrs.
Fannie Roberts, and Mr. and Mrs. Mor-
ris Smith, neighbors and close friends
of the family. Mrs. Roberts and her
daughter were returning home fnm th«
business section of t 10 town with the
Smiths, when Carlislo came up behind
them.
SUSPICIONS \ROUSED

His peculiar action- aroused the sus-
picions of Smith. Who turned around
and asked Carlisle whnt he had in his
hand, which he was concealing behind
his back.

"I'll shew you what I have." Car-
lisle returned shortly, and In the next
instant he fired t'iree shots point

blank at Miss Roberts, who had not
turned around. Two of the bullets
entered her back and she collapsed to
the sidewalk. Carlislo escaped in the
darkness.

A throng gathered quickly, attracted
by the shots and the screams of th«
women, and a quick search was started
for the girl's assailant by a crowd of
men aroused to a high pitch of fury.
Realizing the situation. Constable W. J.
Orr and the town marshal set out
quickly and found Carlisle within 15
minutes.
FEAR FOR PRISONER'S SAFETY

Fearing to bring him back to th*
scene of the shooting, or even to make
it known that he was captured, the
marshal escorted the prisoner to a quiet
hiding place while Constable Orr called
up the county authorities at Santa Rosa
and made arrangements to take Car-
lisle to the county jail by automobile.
They left before the vengeful crowd
knew what had occurred.

Doctor Carico of Cloverdale attended
the wounded girl immediately and was
soon joined in consultation by Dr. J.
W. Jesse of Santa Rosa, who was sum-
moned by telephone. They expressed
grave doubts as to her recovery.

Carlisle is 35 years old. divorced, and
has been an employe of the railroad
company for 15 years In different posi-

tions and localities. He came here a
little more than a year ago to take
charge of the depot.

Friends of the. Roberts family said
tonight that the station agent h%d paid

the girl many unwelcome attentions
during the last few months. They as-
serted their belief that Carlisle is in-
sane.
