CHICAGO WANTS EALES
FOR SELLING FORMULA

BERKELEY, Dee. 31.?Mrs. Eugenic
Sehenk, 79 years old, a widow, died this
morning at Roosevelt hospital from In-
juries incurred last Saturday night
when she fell beneath the Eunice street
trestle. The manner of the accident Is
not well known, but it is believed that
the aged woman, who was taking her
usual evening walk and had ventured
farther in the night than was her cus-
tom, endeavored to make ;i short cut

4by scaling an embankment from which
the trestle leads. She fell, fracturing

a hip and sustaining internal injuries.
She lay under the trestle until late in

the evening, when a neighbor. John
Tripp, crossing the trestle, heard moans
below. He carried the woman to the
bank, whence she was taken to the
hospital by the police. Dr. Robert
Hector, who attended her, could not
save her life owing to her age and
infirmity.

Mrs. Schenck lived with her daughter
Eugenic at 1610 Oxford street. She
was born in Plettenberg. Germany, and
before her marriage in her native city
she became a teacher. After marriage
she lived in England and Scotland, and
finally emigrated with her husband to
Japan. There both Mrs. Schenck and
her husband, the late Carl A. Schenck,
were teachers.

In 1876 the family came to this state,
settling in Oakland, and removing to
Berkeley in 1903. Seheck died here In
1901. During her widowhood, until old
age compelled her to retire. Mrs.
Schenck was a teacher of German folk
songs and dances. Her daughter con-
tinues this work.

The funeral will be held Wednesday
from the Oxford street home. Mrs.
Schenck is survived only by her daugh-
ter Eugenic.

BERKELEY, Dec. 31?That plants
may be made Immune to disease by

vaccination has been demonstrated at

the college of agriculture of the Uni-
versity of California. In a series of
experiments conducted over a period
of three years, three vaccination for
prevention of crown gall mts been ac-
'eomplished successfully.

In a bulletin describing the pathology
of crown gall and its new method of
control, the disease Is said to be "one
of the most widespread and serious
troubles known to plant life.'' Its
blight extends around the globe, so
that every tree growing nation suffers
immense loss from It, the gall destroy-
ing the bearing qualities of the tree
and in time the life of the tree itself.
It is highly infectious.

The method of vaccination was
evolved by Clayton O. Smith, assistant
plant pathologist at the plant disease
laboratory in Whittler, one of the sub-
stations of the college of agriculture.

Though the disease had been studied
for nearly To years, no method of con-
trol or prevention was known. Pro-
fessor Tourney of the Arizona experi-
ment station, 'years ago demonstrated
the pathogenic nature of the pest. In
1897. Cavara, an Italian scientist, dis-
covered that the disease was bacterial,

and isolated the microbe. That was
the limit of progress, when in 1909
Smith began his studies for the col-
lege of agriculture.

First, he proved that cultures of the
crown gall, grown in artificial media,
lose their virulency. Having obtained
pure cultures, he inoculated several
trees, using a sterilized steel needle,
and doing the work so thoroughly that
the bacterial mass pervaded the entire
tissue of the tree. Since the first In-

oculation sufficient time has elapsed to
prove that the vaccinated trees were
for a long period immune to the blight

of crown gall, even though subject to

infection. In his description, Smith

shows that the process is exactly sim-
ilar to the prevention of smallpox by

use of pure culture vaccine.
Another important study in plant

disease, just published by the college
of agriculture, deals with red spiders

and mites of citrus trees. H. J. Quayle,

the author, is assistant entomologist of
the cellege of agriculture.

The most important point he makes
for growers' guidance is that fumiga-
tion is useless as a means of control.
Quayle says that the most efficacious
measures are the application by spray-
ing of dry sulphur and hydrated lime,
or the commercial lime sulphur spray.

A num-
ber of attempts have been made to con-
vict Eales, who Is accused of selling
for different considerations a formula
for Johnson's Bitters. Eales is accused
of realizing various sums from various
victims.

With Kales' dismissal by Smith he
rose to teave the courtroom, but, was
intercepted by Inspector James Drew,
who informed him that lie was not
yet entitled to his liberty, as he was
wanted in Chicago on a similar charge.
He will be held until advices are re-
ceived.
