Her premier appearance might be easily
regarded as a test.

"Blue Bird" Muse
Music lovers are promised much to

interest and please in the theatrical pro-
ductions of the week. At the Cort
theater the music of Debussy, Massenet
and Bizet will be employed to follow
the idyllyc or fantastic beauties of
Maeterlinck's "Blue Bird," and at the
Columbia the incidental music to "Ben
Hur," written by America's greatest
composer, Edward A. MacDowell, will
be heard.

The greater part of the music to
"The Blue Bird" was adapted and ar-
ranged from Debussy's "Pelleas and
Melisande." Massenet's compositions
were drawn upon for the more definite-
ly lyrical or dramatic episodes sug-
gested in the story, such for instance
as the Resurrection theme, for which
Massenet's Resurrection song is singu-
larly adapted with its long breathed
and fervently melodious phrases. Bizet
is drawn upon to supply the music for
the rollicking "Farandole of Animals
and Things" in the first act.

But it is from Debussy's vague har-
monies and strange rhythms that most
of the music to "The Blue Bird" is
drawn. The musical score is a long
one, for each of the 11 scenes and all
of the action and dialogue, except the
comedy episodes and sparse prosaic

bits are accompanied by a commentary

of music, which will be supplied by
an orchestra of 20 instrumentalists.
