Murphy vs. Wolgast a Real
Toothsome Tidbit?And

It's in Sight

There is likely to be a lull in the
pugilistic field for a few weeks, as

there are no bouts of importance sched-
uled for the near future. The fans
must be sattsfie* with the four round-
ers, as they will probably furnish the

bulk of the sport. \u2666

Right now there is not a bout on
the fight calendar which has a speck of
class to it. Promoter Jim Coffroth has
his lines out for a couple of matches,

and if he lands them they will prove

good attractions. He made an effort to
get Willie Ritchie to box Harlem
Tommy Murphy here on Washington's
birthday, but, as was expected, Ritchie
turned down the offer.

The new lightweight champion is
tied up in the theatrical field. His
show contracts will carry him along
into the month of April and he will
probably want a month's rest after this
tiresome trip around the circuit. It is
very unlikely that Willie will don the
gloves again until July 4.

When Coffroth received Ritchie's tel-
egram refusing to box Murphy he im-
mediately set out his lines in another
direction and is now waiting for an
answer. Ad Wolgast is being sought
10 box Murphy, and if Coffroth could
tie up this match he would have an
nttraction that would appeal to all
fans.
* Murphy's fight against Burns made

a great hit with the fans, and there
are but few lightweights in the field
who would draw any better here than
the New Yorker. As soon as Murphy

beat Burns the fans were telling one
another what a great fight Murphy and
Wolgast would make. Coffroth has
hopes of getting Wolgast, as the lat-
ter was wiling to take on Burns on
Washington's birthday, but the latter's
refusal prevented the match from be-
ing made.
HARD LICK IX CHUNKS

Wolgast and his manager, Tom Jones,
have been experiencing a streak of ill
luck since Wolgast lost his title. Both
of them have lost heavily in their bet-
ting operations and probably they

would not overlook a chance to pick
up $6,000 or $7,000 boxing Murphy.

Jones has been very unlucky. He
bet heavily on Wolgast to beat Ritchie,
and then his adverse luck continued
when he bet a wad on Jim Flynn to
beat Luther McCarty. Wolgast also lost
on the result of these fights, and the
little ex-champion became a little sick
at his bad luck and wisely announced
that he had enough, and was finished_ betting on fights.

However, Jones proved a glutton for
\u2666punishment and went right back at

the McCarty-Palzer bout and bet a big
chunk on the German. Needless t««
say. it was a very bad investment, and
Jones is now thinking of quitting the
betting game himself.

With everything going out and noth-
ing coming in, Jones probably will con-
sider an offer to box. Wolgast has had
a fairly good rest since Thanksgiving
day and should be fit to start again on
Washington's birthday.

Jones is down around Los Angeles.

Coffroth has sent him a wire and is
expecting a reply at any time.

Murphy's victory over Burns was so
Impressive that many of tli° fans are
of the belief that he would have a
chance with any lightweight tn the
field.' In fact, he gave Burns a more
severe whipping than Wolgast admin-
istered to the Oaklander, and Burns
was supposed to be a more formidable
boxer on New Year day than when he
buckled up with Wolgast.

This fellow Murphy is a hard cus-
tomer to figure. Back in the east,
trhere boxing nourishes, he is not con-
sidered a contender for championship

honors, though a few years ago he
was looked upon as one of the best
lightweights in the field. Murphy is
handicapped back in his own country
because the fights are too short for
him to show his real merit.
BEST I> LONG FIGHTS

if last Wednesdays battle had been
a 10 round affair Tommy would not
have gained any great honors for him-
self, as he did not start to win until
after the tenth round. In his other
battles in this section Murphy showed
his class after he boxed 12 to 15
rounds.

In his first light on the coast in 1910
against Owen Moran, the English light-
weight. Murphy defeated Moran during
the last five rounds of the battle. For
15 rounds the Englishman had the lead,
but Murphy finished so strong in the
last five rounds that the" referee
awarded him the decision on points.

In his battle with Packey McFarland
Murphy lust the decision on points;
still, he made a great with the
Chicago scrapper. Packey had a big
lead until the last couple of rounds,
when Murphy's aggressive tactics wore
him down. It will be remembered that
Murphy gave Packey a bad drubbing in
the final round, and if the battle had
lasted many more rounds it looked as
if the New Yorker would have won a
?leancut victory.
FIRST ATTEI.I. BATTUE

Ills first fight out here againset Abe
Attell was even for 16 rounds, when
Murphy forged to the. lead. In the
i battle Attell led for 15 rounds,
and then Murphy came on with his
usual whirlwind finish, evened it up and
got a draw.

Murphy is essentially a .fighter who
shows his best form in a long fight. He
has an unusual amount of stamina, and
his dogged ring methods are likely to
discourage any fighter but a fellow
who has a Hon heart. The New Yorker
lihs shown such good form out here
that he really is entitled to a match
with Champion Willie Ritchie. Wolgast
or one of the top notchers in the light-
weight division.

If Promoter Coffroth can sign up
Murphy and Wolgast he will make a
hit with the boxing fans. The patrons
of the game arc very anxious to see
these boys In the ring together.

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.?With more than
40,000 active golfers throughout the
metropolitan district in 1912 and the
"bug," germ or disease spreading -with
great rapidity all through the season,
It requires no booster to figure out a
fairly active season for the year
ahead.

New York,
with its five million, has one within
reaching distance, and another also
within reaching distance If you own
an automobile and a full day to use
it.

York, made public today. A feature
of his report, was the success of the
league here in teaching boys to use
the rifle, success which recently won
the commendation of Major General
Eeonard Wood, chief of staff of the
United States army.

"If the boys are taught
to shoot they will never forget it, "and j
only a little practice will be required
to make them proficient if any emerg-
ency should ever arise which would
require them to volunteer to defend
their country and their flag."

Fourteen of the largest high schools
of the city have now installed a sub-
target gun machine largely through
tho interest which the late Colonel
John Jacob Astor took in stimulating
shooting contests.
