ELECTS OFFICERS

President Gibson Will Succeed Him-
self, Accordlna; to Present

Prospects

OAKLAND, Jan. 14.? W. E. Gibson
will in all likelihood succeed himself
as president of the Oakland Chamber
of Commerce as a result of the annual
election of the board of directors,
which was held today. The regular
ticket was chosen when the count was
completed tonight. There were a few
individual scratches, but nothing of an
opposition developed.

Mr. Alberger asked if he must an-
swer such a question. Commissioner
Max Thelen came to his rescue by say-

SEEKS TO JUSTIFY RATE

Commissioner Thelen assured Mr.
Alberger that the latter had views con-
trary to the United States supreme
court when he expressed the belief that
every arbitrary portion of a system
should yield a profit. Mr. Thelen in-
sisted that he should consider that if
there were no feeders business would
not be as good in the congested por-
tions of the system.

In seeking to justify a rate of 20
cents between Broadway. Oakland, and
Hayward Mr. Alberger said that the
traffic between the two points was only

a small portion of the travel on the
line. Mr. Thelen brought out the fact,
however, that the company carries a
passenger from Twelfth and Broadway
to the county line near Richmond for 5
cents and wants to charge 20 cents be-
tween Broadway and Hayward. when
the former trip is 6.75 miles and the
latter 1 1.62 miles, or four times as
much for about twice the distance.
WOULD IMPROVE SERVICE

Later, when S. H. Pickard, the com-
pany's statistician, was on the stand,
it was brought out that the Hayward

business was only 14.48 per cent of the
traffic on the Hayward line.

Mr. Alberger intimated that the
company would improve the service be-
tween Oakland and Hayward by ex-
cluding local Oakland business on the
express trains. Mr. Thelen suggested
that five days* notice be given before
such an order, if contemplated, Is put
into effect.

It was admitted by Mr. Alberger that
the cars on the line were frequently
crowded, and that the "Take the next
car" sign was rarely used, because the
patrons preferred to crowd on a car
rather than wait for the next. As to the
complaints about the ventilation of the
cars, he said this was a difficult prob-
lem to solve, and cited the fact that
only recently one passenger wanted a
door open and another wanted It
closed. They took turns opening and
shutting the door until they tore off the
handle. He also testified that the com-
pany sought to get rid of discourteous
employes.

BLIND HOME PHYSICIAN

First Woman Ever In Post to Succeed
\y Dr. rf. >. Rowell, Who

Resigns

OAKLAND, Jan. 14.? The board of
directors of the industrial home of me-
chanical trades for the adult blind to-
night accepted the resignation of Dr.
Hubert N. Rowell as home physician
and appointed Dr. Myra Knox in his
place. This is the first time a woman
Physician has served at the institution.

Doctor Knox is a leader in medical
circles of the city and was formerly a
member of the Oakland board of edu-
cation, the first woman to serve on that
body. Her duties will begin at once.
