Chief Justice Beatty Cerlifies fo
Excellence of Compounds Made
by Chinese, Lee Young

Chief Justice Willlam H. Beatty of
the state supreme court was called
upon yesterday to render a decision
outside of his regular duties. He ap-
peared in Police Judge Deasy's court
as a witness in the case of Lee Young,
a Chinese, charged with violation of

the pure *food laws,

Lee Young manufactures ice cream
and the board of health, testing the
product, discovered that it contained
but a little more than 5 per cent of
butterfat. The law provides for 12
per cent butterfat in ice cream.

Chief Justice Beatty sald that he had
oftgn tasted Lee Young's frozen con-
fection and found it excellent, He
added that Young’s eornbread could
not be excelled. Judge Deasy gave
Young another chance, but warned him
that in the future he must comply with
jmﬁ law unless he wished to g0 to
all.

ROADS FAIL TO SUBMIT
FIRST COST ESTIMATES

Exaect Figures in Answer to Commis-
sion’s Questions Impossible, Say
Officials at Conference

WASHINGTON, Jan. 20.—A .confer-
ence was held today between Chairman
Lane cof the interstate commerce com-
mission and representatives of anthra-
cite coal carrying raillroads as a step
in the commission’s investigation into
the operations of the roads and into
the mining and sales operations of
their afliliated coal companies,

The commission submitted to the
roads an exhaustive list of questions
concerning their operations, rates,
value of their properties and their re-
lations with coal companies, As to
many of the inquiries the railroads
were prepared today to furnish an-
swers, It was evident, however, that
as to others, such as the first cost of
the properties, little information of
value could be obtained from the rail-
road records.

The railroad officials united in de-
claring the impossibility of furnishing
exact figures in the first cost of their
properties.

The United Brother-
hood of Carpenters
and Joiners of Amer-
ica will, at its next convention, con-
sider the appeal of the Australian So-
ciety of Carpenters and Joiners for an
agreement covering the interchange of
due cards, similar to the agreement be-
tween the American organization and
the Associated Carpenters and Joiners
of the British Isles, which has been in
force since 1910. Under this agreement
a carpenter of either country who has
been a member in good standing for
one year in the country he desires to
leave, may be admitted to a local of
the other country, party to the agree-

ment, without the payment of an initia-
tion fee, but he must comply with the
laws, rules and regulations of the or-
ga.ndl-n.tion in which he deposits his
car

GUAYAQUIL WILL MAKE
EFFORT TO CLEAN UP

“Pest Hole of Pacific” Decides It Is
Time to Check Fevers and Plague
Which Rage in Limits

WASHINGTON, Jan. 20.—Colonel
William C. Gorgas, head of the sani-
tary work on the Panama canal, ar-
rived today from Guayaquil, Ecuader,

whither he went recently to recom-
mend measures for sanitation of the
place, known for many vears past as
“the pest hole of the Pacific.”

Colonel Gorgas will present his re-
port to Secretary Knox tomorrow.

“I found conditions similar to those
at Havana when we went to rid that
port of fever and infection,” he said.
“There seems to be no reason why
Guayaquil can not be made as safe
from a health point of view as any
other city. The people realize the im-
portance qQf cleaning up.

“The city has a partial water supply,
but it needs a pipe line giving a fresh,
pure water supply. I found in the hos-
pitals 70 cases of plague, and this
would go, with yellow fever, when bet-
ter sanitation is secured. -

GRAND JURY ATTACKED

NEW YORK, Jan. 20.—The United
States grand jury which has been in-
vestigating the transportation situation
in New England was discharged today.

This action was taken because the
jury is the same that indicted Charles
S. Mellen, president of the New York,
New Haven and Hartford railroad, and

EMPLOYERS LIABLE IN
ALL DEATH MISHAPS

Supreme Court Bars Effort to Halt
Damages Only When Victim Was
Killed Instantly

WASHINGTON, Jan. 20.—The su-
preme court today, in an opinion by
Justice Lurton, decided that under the
employers’ liability act of 1908 rela-
tives of an employe who lives several
hours or longer after an accident are
entitled to recover damages just as if
the employe had been killed instantly.

Railroad lawyers have sought to es-
tablish the doctrine that the statute
allowed an employe to sue for injuries
and allowed his relatives to sue only

when he was killed instantly. They
contended that if the employe lived
several hours and then died his death
extinguisheq not only his own cause of
action, but that of his relatives,

This contention, the court held, was
erroneous. State laws which provide
otherwise, Justice Lurton said, must
give way as far as interstate com-
merce was concerned, at least until
congress should repeal the federal law.

OFFIGER LOSES
HIS COMMISSION

Second Lieutenant Feist Is
Dismissed From Army for
Embezzlement of Funds
Findings of Court Martial in
Alaska Are Approved
by President

Dismissal from the army is the sen-
tence which became effective yester-
day in the case of Second Lieutenant

Sim L. Feist, Thirtieth infantry, as the
result of his trial before a court mar-

tial at Fort Davis, Alaska, on the
charge of embezzlement. 4
When the Thirtieth infantry sailed

away last summer to Alaska Feist was
sent to Fort St. Michael and became a
post exchange officer. Debts which
were pressing, it is said, caused him
to “borrow” from the post exchange
funds. A shortage of less than $200
was discovered, and in October last he
was tried before a court, of which
Captain Willlam E. Welsh, Thirtieth
infantry, was president.

An unusual feature of the case was
the great number of telegrams sent
between division headquarters here and
the north, necessitated by the closing
in of the Alaskan wintersand the ces-
sation of the boat service. Matters
were conducted with such expedition,
however, that the case was completed
and Feist was sent out at the end of
October on the last boat to Fort Law-
ton, Washington, where he has been
since under arrest.

The findings of the court were sent
ta Washington, D. C., and news has
just been received here of the approval
by the president of the forfeiture of
the young officer's commission.

Feist, who is 26 years old, rose from
the ranks. He is a native of Ohlo and
was a private and corporal in Com-
pany D, Thirteenth infantry, from
March, 1908, to August, 1910, at which
time he received his commission as sec-
ond lieutenant in the Thirtieth Infan-
try.

Feist was stationed for some time at
the Presidio, where he was one of
the most popular of the younger offi-
cers.
