ROCKEFELLER QUITS
SOUTHERN PACIFIC

Son of Man Sought by Pujo
Investigators Will Look
After Interests

—

for $80,000,000 Southern Pacific stock,
between $16,000,000 and $18,000,000 in
cash and $6,000,000 in bonds of South-
ern Pacific subsidiary, also provides for
the sale of the $4,000,000 Southern Pa-
cific stock which will remain in Union
Pacific’'s treasury to Union Paclfic stock
holders at 97%.

The distribution of this stock to
Union Pacific stock holders will, of
course, be underwritten, but the sale in
effect will give the Unlon Pacific ap-
proximately $40,000,000 in new monhey,
which will finance its requirements for
some time to come.

SOME S. P. INTERESTS OBJECT

Some of the Southern Pacific interests
are objecting to this plan on the ground
that the .dispositien of the $80,000,000
Southern Paclific stock received in part
payment for the Central Pacific will
be a dificult matter, in view of the
fact that the Unlon Pacific proposes
to offer 460,000 shares for subscription,
7t is believed that the plan as substan-
tially outlined will be put through,
nevertheless,

Although the Union Pacific will ac-
quire the main llne of the Central Pa-
cific and, at the same time, obtain
$46,000,000 in new funds, the arrange-
ments do nhot leave the Southern Pa-
cific in any such favorable position, It
will have approximately $18,000,000 in
new cash, but it needs more money
than thig cash payment will provide.
There appears no way open by which
the Southern Pacific can offer its $80,-
000,000 stock to its stock holders, If at
tha time the Union Paclfic is
making a similar offering.

TOO MUCH FOR MARKET

A total of $126,000,000 stoek thrown

on the market at once would be en-

same

tirely too much for the market's ab-
sorbing capacity. On the other hand,
it the Southern Pacific cancels this
block of stock there will bé no neéew

money forthcoming and the company
neéds more capital. On Jane 30 last,
it owed the Union Pacific $12,000,000 on
its notes and approximately $6,000,000
for advances. This will about offset the
cash congideration included in the Cen-
tral Pacific transaction.

A Southern Pacific official states that
this proposed dissolution plan will not
affect the standing of the Southern
Pacific-Central Pacific collateral trust
bonds, or any of the Central Pacific's
Unlon Pacific probably will be
alloweq to assume part of the obliga-
tions in*' connection with these bonds,
paying from its earnings
tionate share of thelr interést and prin-
cipal as agreed upon beforehand.
GUARANTEE TO HOLD

Southern Pacific’'e guarantee of Cen-
tral Pacific’'s bonds will, of course, hold
in case of any default on the part of
the Union Pacific to make its payments,

The new complication in the disso-
lution scheme is in the form of a pro-
test from French banks against the
sale by the Union Pacific of its South-
ern Pacific stock.

The Paris correspondent of the New
York Journal of Commerce some time
ago cabled that a Union Pacific pro-
tective committee had been formed in
Paris. It is now gaid to be evident
that the influence of the French gov-
ernment is, though it is unofficial, be-
hind the Paris movement.

It appears that a ¢onsiderable Block
of Southern Pacific bonds, guaranteed
by thé Union Pacific and for which the
mortgage wag drawn with particular
care, was placed in France and sold
to Fréench investors by the large Paris
hahks._ Since these bonds at the time
r.arrh-a the Union Pacific guarantee the
F rem.-h clalsm now is that any action by
the United States government or other
;,art'les that might weaken the stand-
ing"of the guaranteers would be {llegal.
TANTAMOUNT TO AGREEMENT

From the Frenth government stand-
point the fact that the United States
government pérmitted the sale of the
securities to French investors without
protest i8 édntéanded 'te ba tantamount
to an agreement to the salé of the con-
ditlons contained in  the contract. The
Frnprh governiment is said to be always
ready to take an active stand in favor
of its banks and investers,

Reporters In search of In-
terviews “braced” numerous bearded
gentléemen Who said “Nicht verstehen,”
or something éven more foreign, when
asked how they liked the trip, till at
last even theée reporters’ patience gave
out, and all persons of eéven a Euro-
pean suggestion weare carefully avoided.
Beards were regarded with suspicion
and whiskers with deep distrust.

This is why doubt was cast on Major
Jones. “Let's not talk to him, I bet he
speaks nothing but German,” said the
first reporter who noticed him, gazing
on the major's military whiskers. Will-
ing to take a chance, his companion re-
porter summoned up his courage and
his few words of German and then said:

“Do you gpeak English?”

Major Jones did, with a slight trace
of near profanity. When he explained
that he came from Oroville, the news-
paper man gave up all attempts at
apology, agreed entirely with the major
that California was a fine state to get
back to and then left in a hurry.

FOUR HUNDRED PASSENGERS

There were nearly 400 on board, and
althongh the majority were Americans,
nearly every country in the civilized
world was represented. It was the
most contenteg crowd that ever landed
from a four menths' trip. Some of
them liked the company into which
they were thrown so well that they
have deeclded, with the ald of Dan
Cuplid, to be together for tt}e rest of
their lives,

The passengers were more than
pleased with their reception in San
Francisco. Long before land was
sighted aerograms of welcome were re-
celved on board. Among the first of
these was the following, addressed to
Captain Kier:

GREETINGS FROM THE CALL

“The San Francisco Call extends
greetings to you and your passengers
and bids you a hearty welcome to
the exposition city.”

The Call was first on board after the
liner had passed quarantine and within
10 minutes after the yellow flag came
down every passenger on the ship had
been given a copy of The Call's new
6 a. m. edition, containing the world's
news up to the: last minuté.

“I have heard,” sald one passenger,
whose home is on the Rhine, “that no-
body ever sieeps in America. This may
not be literally true, but The Call cer-
tainly is wide awake. Every passen-
ger on the Cleveland knows The Call as
the first to bid us welcome and the first
to give us the news for which some of
us were getting very hungry.”
SATLED LAST OCTOBER

The Clevaland left New York October
19 and called at the following ports:

.| Funchal, in Madeira, Gibraltar, Ville-

franche, Port Said, Suez, Bombay, Co-
lombo, Calcutta, Rangoon, Singapore,
Batavia, Manila, Hongkong, Tsintau,
Nagasaki, Kobe, Yokohama and Hono-
lulu, Eighteen days were spent in
India and 13 days in Japan.

Christmas was celebrated In Hong-
kong, where they arrived Christmas
eve. So-well arranged was the whole
cruise that the liner made every port
In accordance with the schedule ar-
ranged before leaving New York, and
finished its 23,000 mile journey on time,
almost to the minute.

apoplexy, and Louls Bossert of Brook-
lyn died two days before the end of
the voyage. Both bodies were brought
here and will be shipped east for
burial.

Germans Pessimistic With

of apostles and former popes, while
AdrlanOple. with the exception of its
mosques, had nothing absolutely vital
to the Mussulman peopie. Doctor Da-
neff repeated that nothing could stop
a reopening of the war except the un-
conditional surrender of Adrianople
and the Aegean islands.

The Servian delegates bade farewell
today to Sir Edward Grey, the British
foreign minister. Stojan Novakovitch,
head of the delegation, told Sir Edward
that he considered a renewal of the
war inevitable, as the Bulgarians would
not be satisfied with anyvthing short of
the surrender of Adrianople. M. No-
vakovitch said to the Associated Press
that he did not believe any interfer-
ence with the allies was possible.
ADRIANOPLE MUST FALL

“This time,” he added, “the prelimi-
naries to peace, together with a new
armistice, will be signed after the fall
of Adrianople and on a drumhead in
the battlefield. The conditions of peace
will comprise not only a new Thracean
frontler line, but the contemporaneous
surrender of Scutarl and Janina to
Montenegro and Greece and also a war
indemnity.

“I do not believe that T shal] return
to London for the drafting and signing
of a definite treaty, which can be done
more easily at Sofia or Constantinople.
However, each of the Balkan delega-
tions is leaving one of its members
here to keep in touch with the ambas-
sadorial conference and give the am-
bassadors any necessary explanation

regarding questions under discussion
by them.”

SECOND WAR WILL BE SHORT

M.. Venizelos, the Greek premier, In
bidding farewell to friends today sald
he hoped soon to return to Lendon
for a deflnite conclusion of peace, as
the second perlod of war would be
very short.

M, Miyuskovitch, head of the Monte-
negrin delegation, went to Paris today,
but will return to London tomorrow
and leave here direct for Cettinje next
Wednesday.

The exchange of communications be-
tween the representatives of the
powers was active teday, but thus far
it seems that no practical way has
been found to avert a resumption of
hostilities. The British government
will be greatly disappointed if the
confererice results in a failure, espe-
,‘clauy after the optimistic statements
uttered on several occasions by Pre-
mier Asquith.

The Turkish government today sent
orders to the Ottoman peace plenipo-
tentiaries to leave London at once for
the Turkish capital, according to a
dispatch from Constantinople.

Officers Rejoin Commands

CONSTANTINOPLE, Jan, 31.—All
officers and men of the Turkish army
now on furlough have been ordered to
rejoin their regiments within 24 hours.

The military governor of the capital
has issued an emphatic denial of the
reports of dissenslons among the Turk-
ish troops on the Tchatalja lines,

Will Storm Adrianople

SOFIA, Bulgaria, Jan. 31.—It is be-
lievea that the Bulgarian and Servian
troops besieging the fortress of Adria.
nople purpose to take the place by
storm regardiess of the sacrifice of life
such an attack would entail.

Bulgarian army headquarters today
announced that no foreign military at-
taches or newspaper correspondents
will be allowed to follow the forth-
coming operations, and this I8 taken
as an Indication that such an attack is
contemplated.

Adrianople is well supplied with pro-
visions and ammunition, according to
goldiers who deserted today.

Germans Are Pessimistic

BERLIN, Jan. 31.—Great pessimism
regarding the Balkan situation is dis-
played in official circles here owing to
Bulgaria's uncompromising attitude.
Germany, Iin conjunction with the
other powers, is dolng her best to
persuade Bulgaria and Turkey to at-
tempt to reach a compromise, but the
resumption of hostilities on Monday
next is regarded as highly probable..

SENATOR NORRIS

WITHOLUT APAATY

Nebraskan to Vote “Wild,”
but Colleagues Doubt He
Will Get Legislation
for Own State

(Special Dispated to The CalD

WASHINGTON, Jan. 31.—A man with-
out 2 party will take his-seat in the
United States senate at the beginning
of the extra session, when George W.
Norris of Nobraska, recently elected to
that body, is sworn in March 4.

Mr. Norris himself today proclaimed

his absolute freedom from all party
labels, saying: . X

“I intend during my entire course in
the senate to support on and off the
floor of that chamber any measure
which I consider right. 1f I believe
in any of the policles advanced by
President Wilson I will support him in
every way, utterly regardless of party
ties,

“I will do the same with regard to
legislation proposed.by anybody else.
I am not going into the senate ham-
péered by party consideration.
no party label,

“I was elected by republicans, demo-
crats, progressives, and even populists,
and T consider my duty solely to the
people regardless of party labels, when
it comes to conslidering legislation. I
do neot believe In caucus legislation,
and will not enter any caucus which
proposes to commit my vote. I have
not entered a party caucus for three
or four years.”

Members of congress say that while
all parties will welcome Norris’ vote,
he will have considerable difficulty in
initiating legisiation of his own, be-
cause there will be no party back of
him to give it support. They are won-
dering what he will do when he wants
to pass legislation of benefit to his
own state.
