The Edris has a speed of 14 knots,
which eclipses everything else in
pleasure craft along the coast.

CONGRESS ASKED
WESTIGATE.
ARIDLAND OFFICE

Newell and Aids Accused of
Incompetency and Malad-
ministration of Recla-
mation Service

WASHINGTON, Feb. 9.—Charges of
incompetence and maladministration of

the reclamation service are made and
an appropriation of $25000.is request-
ed for a congressional inquiry that
will deal broadly with reclamation
projects in a report which will be sent
to the house tomorrow by the commit-
tee on interior department expendi-
tures. &

The report recommends during the
pendency of the proposed inquiry the
“removal from office” of Assistant Sec-
retary of the Interior Samuel Adams
and F. FI. Newell and L. C. Hill, direc-
tor and supervising engineer respect-
tvely of the reclamation service.

Interior department officlals, includ-
ing Director Newell, flatly denied to-
night the allegations in the printed re-
port, which is unsigned, but which was
given out by the committee with the
statement tifat Representative Hens-
ley of Missouri would present it. Mr.
Hensley is chairman of a subcommittes
that has been investigating affairs of
Indian tribes, whose interests, the
Hensley report says, “are outrageously
intermingled with the affairs of the
reclamation service.”

DISCRIMINATION CHARGED °

Other members of sthe subcommittes
were Representatives Callaway of
Texas and Hanna of North Dakota. The
latter was recently elected governor.

The report charges that “Newell and
his associates™ diseriminated against
the farmers and that the corporations
operating the canals and the bond
holders thereof “alohe received atten-
tion from them in the Salt river
project.”

It alleged that as
