As was expected, tbe Southern Pacific association of the A. A. U. has

objected to ti < registration of Fore.-t Smithson by the local association, and
a right between tlie two organizations is on that promises to reverberate
throughout the country. Chairman George James of the local registration

committee received the following telegram yesterday from the Southern
association:

"Are the statements true regarding Smithson being reinstated. Call youi

attention to rules 13, 14 and 15re-'
garding the power of the registration
committee. If you take such action, we
propose to wire Sullivan immediately.

The above quoted rules d<"> KM
cover Smithson. case, if they are the
only grounds that the south can bring

forward. Chairman George James re*
fusee to take cognisance of them.
Smithson era* reinstated last Saturday

by the local committee. He is now in ?
good standing locally and will not he
resuspehded.

The rules quoted hy the smith apply
t" rtke actions of an athlete during a
meet and not one count can b° brought
against Smithson under these laws.
The local committee is basing the rein-
statement of Smithson on rules 2a and
statement of Smithson on rules 2A and
21,. which refer to the residential quail-

James telegraphed the south last night
notifying the protestants that Smith-
son could not he held under the rules
quoted by the Los Angeles committee
and that his registration stood up here.

NO LEGAL STEPS TAKEN

The Southern association never has
taken legal steps under the A. A. U.
laws to suspend Smithson. The laws
give all men charged with any offense
an opportunity to defend themselves,
hut Smithson never has received word

pear before any meeting, nor has
he hern asked to reply to the charges
against him. Instead, the Sputhern as-
sociation sterns to have taken the law
into Its own hands and summarily
dealt with Smithson, suspending him
for a year. This is contrary to all the
A. A. V. laws. When Smithson com-
peted in the Olympic trials as an un-
attached athlete he was notified a few
days later by the south that he was
suspended. That was all. No chance
was given the athlete to reply t( , fa 9
accusations and m announcement of
the length of the suspension was eVer
made known to him or to snv
branches of the A. A. 1..

OPEN TO CONXIt'TION"

Word was received by President
John Elliott yesterday from President
J. B. Franklin of the southern asso-
ciation to the effect that at a ""recent
meeting" of the southern association
Smithson was suspended for a year.
Franklin in his letter asks Elliott for
his \ersion of the case and states that
if the local president is satisfied that
smtthson is entitled to registration
Franklin to urge the southern regis-
tration committee to lift the suspen-
sion.

NO HARM IN SUMMER
BALL FOR COLLEGIANS,

SAYS GARRY HERRMANN
National Commission Chair-

man Willing to Discuss
It With A. A. U.

(Spivial Dispatch to Th*> Cull)

NEW YORK, Feb. 11.?Should col-
lege men be permitted to play summer
baseball without becoming profession-
als under the rules of the A. A. U.?
That question is being discussed by

the baseball magnates now gathered
here.

'"In my estimation college students
should be permitted to play summer
baseball," said August Herrmann,

chairman of the national baseball com-
mission and president of the Cincin-
nati club, today, "But as far as I am
concerned officials of the Amateur Ath-
letic union will not be invited to at-
tend a conference on the subject by

baseball men.

"Such a conference would not only

be welcomed by me, but by every one
interested in the welfare of baseball.
If the A. A. U. officials see fit to re-
quest such a meeting I, for one, will
readily consent to attend and voice
my views on the subject.

"I see no good reason why under-
graduates should be so restricted, but
I do not mean to criticise the action
of the Amateur Athletic union, the In-
tercollegiate Amateur Athletic asso-
ciation of America or any individual
college or uriverslty that may be op-
posed to summer baseball. I am only
contemplating the matter from the
standpoint of the student and of or-
ganized baseball.

"The student, I believe, should be at
liberty to earn money by his ability as
a baseball player. Baseball certainly
would benefit by It.

"The more college men select baseball
as a profession the better we like It.

"If summer baseball were to affect
the morals or to interfere with the
physical or mental condition of a stu-
dent, 1 would be the first to decry and
advocate just such prohibitive rules as
now obtain, but it does not. College
men are none the worse for being ball
players; in fact, they are benefited, and
so is baseball.

"ItIs as healthy a way of earning a
livelihood as any. It is outdoor exer-
cise, and, to become successful, the
player must take the best care of him-
self, both physically and mentally, not
alone during the actual playing season,
but during the socalled off season as
well.

"Any profession where such care
must perforce be exercised would ordi-
narily be advocated by all.

"I appreciate the fact that the ama-
teur organizations are not discrimi-
nating against baseball in particular.
I know that is purely a matter of
maintaining the distinction between
amateurism and professlonalisnt."

STANFORD INVITED TO
SEND RELAY TEAM EAST

Pennsylvania Wants Cardi-
nal, but Trip Not Apt

to Be Made

STANFORD UNIVERSITY, Feb. 11.?

Stanford has been in\. -d to send a re-

lay team to the nineteenth annual in-
tercollegiate relay carnival, which will

be held under the auspices of the Uni-
versity of Pennsylvania on Franklin
field April26.

Owing to the fact that the big eastern
event follows the intercollegiate meet
between Stanford and California, Cap-

tain Campbell has informed the eastern
manager that Stanford will not be able
to send a team east this year.

Frank B. Ellis, graduate manager of
the eastern university, was particularly
anxious to have Stanford send a team,

and hoped that if it could not be done
this season the matter could be ar-
ranged for 1914.

The cardinal relay team established a
new California-Stanford record of
3:22 2-5 last year for a four man team,
which Is but one and a fifth seconds
slower than the worlds record, held by
Harvard and made in 1902. Stanford
also holds the Pacific coast intercolle-
giate conference record of 3:23 1-5.

Syracuse won the four man team mile
race last year in 3:24 3-5. A comparison
of the times of Stanford teams with
those of eastern athletes shows that the
local team would have an excellent
chance of taking first honors, as three
of last year's record breaking team are
back this year.
