Present

NEW YOr.K. Feb. 2S.?lt is published
'ere as an "almost assured fact" that
horse racing will be revived on New

York tracks next June <*or the first
time since the anti-betting- legislation

of Governor Charles E. Hughes' ad-
ministration brougfht turf activities to
,a standstill. No announcement has
come officially from the jockey club,

Ibut the reports in sporting circles are

said to bear the stamp of such au-
thority.

These reports are that a co-opera-
tive plan will be tried -whereby the
various associations will combine to
Fhare losses and profits alike until the
Bport has been firmly re-established.
The opening of a few racecourses is
assured directly after the closing of
the spring meeting in Maryland fhe
Jatter part of May.

Four tracks are named for the cir-
cuit at present, the Belmont Park,
Aqueduct and Yonkers tracks in the
Immediate vicinity of the metropolis
end the old Saratoga track upstate.

System Would Eliminate Race Crookedness
ROBERT EDGREN

NEW YORK, Feb. 2S. ?The supreme
court's decision that oral betting on
horse races is not contrary to law, and
that owners of racetracks can not be

held responsible for betting on tracks
under their control, has thrown the
whole racing situation in this state
wide open. If the affair now goes to
the court of appeals and is again set-
tled in the same manner, nothing will
prevent the reopening of all the race-
tracks under conditions as favorable aa
the owners might wish.

This would be a very excellent time
for the legislature to do what it should
have done years ago. 1 refer to the
adoption of the pari mutuei system of
betting. This is a safe and sane propo-
sition, the only safeguard ever invented
for the betting evil that did all It was
intended to do. The pari mutuei system

jwipes out crookedness in racing, he-
cause it wipes out the bookmaker and

all plunging.
It is a simple proposition. For in-

stance, 10 horses are in a race. The"
public has placed $5,000 in wagers on
that race, spread over the board.

In the old days the fellow with the
race "fixed" for his own money mak-

I Jng purposes could flood the ring with

wagers on his hor»e at the la mo-
ment.

Suppose that in the pari mi.tnvi ex-
ample above he tries to plung/ la the
same way. He wants to place $50,000
on one horse to win. In ordinary bet-
ting he might get that $50,000 down
at favorable oflde. But now If he
places it on his selected horse he Is
making fierce odds against himself. If
the $1,000 already bet is on other
horses he Is betting $50,000 against
$1,000 on one horse to win. Take out
of the whole amount the state's 5 per
cent, or $2,500, the plunger is out just

$1,300 if his horse wins the race.
Ridiculous?
Why, of course it"3 ridiculous. But

foolish as it is this example shows just
why the pari mutuei betting system

kills heavy betting and eliminates
crooked racing. Incidentally it elim-
inates the bookmakers. This adds
enormously to the possibility of betting

a few dollars now and then, for the
sport of it, without having to walk
ties going homo.

There's no question about it, with
the- pari mutuei system enforced in this

state racing would prosper and the
development of the American horse
would keep pace with the development
of horses in other countries.

Meehan opened up in the second
round and seemed to have a slight

shade. He used a straight left, which
proved effective and easily beat Pe-
troskey to the punch. However,
Willie varied his style and tried with
sweeping swings, which frequently
found their mark, but these blows lost
a part of their effectiveness, as Willie
hit with an open glove.

Both men slugged in the third round.
each trying hard for a knockout. Pe-
troskey landed many hard blows, but

ithey failed to stap Meehan from fight-

I ing back. Both of them threw science
to the winds and tried for a knockout.
The fourth round was a repetition of
the third. Meehan was very tired at
the end.

Jimmy Fox put up a slashing battle
against Young Abe Attell, a 124 pounder
of Denver, and easily beat him for the
decision.

Henry Hickey, the clashing feather
weight of Oakland, made short work ct
Young Cohn of New York. L,css than
two rounds of scrapping satisfied Cohn,
as the latter showed signs of quitting
and Referee Foley stopped the bout and
pave. It to Hickey. Colin was knocked
down in the opening round.

Young Johnny O'l>ary outfought Lee
Johnson, the colored 128 pounder of
Oakland, and was awarded the decision.
O'Leary did all the fighting. Johnson
was on the defensive for three rounds.
He seenu'fl to be afraid of and
fought too cautiously to natisfy the
fans.

Charley Miller chased Rufus Cam-
eron, the colored heavy weight from
Los Angeles, around th<' ring for four
rounds and won the decision on points.
Miller put up liis usual burlesque flfflit.

Eddie Miller and Joe Archer put up a
slashing four round draw. Eddlo would
have had the decision had he not bern
so anxious to score a knockout, as he
gave Archer many openings. Miller
scored a knockdown in the fourth
round.

Johnny Schiff knocked out Soldier
Meyers in two rounds and Terry JLong
won on points from Joe LJvermore.

Frank Schuler refereed the Meehan-

PEACE SEEN IN FOOTBALL SKIES
I). C."Stanford Row Is Likely to Be Settled

WILLIAMUNMACK
At the present time no big football

game Is scheduled to be played be-
tween Stanford and California univer-
sities next November, but, as was an-
noui.ced yesterday in The Call, It looks
as though it would not be long,

before
the two universities get together and
draw up a new football agreement that
will be satisfactory to both institu-
tions.

Graduate Manager D. "vv*. Burbank of
Stanford university yesterday stated
that while the abrogating of the agree-
ment temporarily put an end to the
big game, it was hardly likely that this
would be made a "permanent injunc-
tion." Burbank, however, hinted that
Stanford would stand out for what
they considered their rights, but he
thought that the whole situation might
be arranged in such a manner that
both sides would be satisfied.

"It is now only a question of get-
ting together," Raid Burbank. "We
are perfectly willing to meet the Cali-
fornia representative and discuss the
situation, and if satisfactory arrange-
ments tan be made we will sign a
new football agreement."

This puts the whole case up to what
is known as the intercollegiate agree-
ment committee. The personnel of
this committee is as follows: Uni-
versity of California, Lyraan Grimes,
'.15, chairman; W. Donald, '11, and
Judge Everett Brown, '99. The Stan-
ford committee men are R. Burbank,
'09; R. Barrett, '05, and G. Presley. '07.
Student Body President Clare Torrey
of the University of California and
Student Body President A. Ambrose of
Stanford are both ex-offlcio members
of the committee.

President Clare Torrey of the Uni-
versity of California stated that in

his opinion it waa now up to Stanford
to make the request for the meeting of
the intercollegiate agreement commit-
tee. He pointed out that as Stanford
had abrogated the whole agreement

they must have something to place
before the Joint committee and that
California was willing to consider
\u25a0what the Stanford members had to
bring forward. Torrey pointed out
that the annual meeting of the inter-
collegiate agreement committee was
held In January, but that the consti-
tution provides for the calling of spe-
cial meetings by either side when oc-
casion demands. The present instance
is one where a special meeting has
been made imperative.

.Tust when such a meeting will b(»

called is not known by either side. U
is possible that the whole matter will
be allowed to rest until the three
months' notification has expired. Cali-
fornia received ths Stanford notifica-
tion yesterday, so the abrogation will
not legally take effect until tho latter

end of May.

The situation was discussed yester-
day from all angles by the public.
Opinion seemed to be divided as u>
whether there would be a big game in

November or not, but from the stan<l
taken by those who ought to know at

Stanford and those closely connected
with the "inside" of tho case, it does

not seem possible that the big game is
a thing of the past.

Stanford alumni are almost unani-
mous In their opinion that the differ-

ences will be patched up and a -new
agreement signed long before tho noxt
football season comes round. As ono
alumni put it:

"It is a long stretch till November."
