U.S.COURT CLEARS
103 CASES IN DAY

Local Calendar V anishes Under

' New Rules Ordered From
, W ashington

“In keeping with the new rules gov-
erning the federal courts recently
formulated by the United States su-
preme court, the local calendar of
the United States district court was
cleared of 103 cases yesterday by Judge
Van Fleet. Scme of the cases had
been dragging through the court's
calendar for nearly 20 years. Seventy-
nine were dismissed.

Among the cases was the suit of the
Conried Metropolitan Opera House com-
pany against Luisa Tetrazzini for
breach of contract. The suit was filed
in September, 1905. At the request of
counsel for the opera house company,
who stated to the court that he had
telegraphed his clients in New York {n
regard to the case and expected an
answer shortly, the sult was continued
one week. If, at that time, a reasonable
showing is not made the suit will be
dismissed.

Measure Provides for Total
Reduction in Rates for
the Current Year
of $272,000

By unanimous vote the supervisors
finally passed the telephene ordinance
vesterday, providing for a total reduc-

| tien in rates for the year of $272,000.

Supervisor Gallagher called the at-
tention of the hoard to an article pub-
lished at the instance of the Telephone
Users’ association to the effect that the
ordinance recommended by the super-
visors' telephone committee was prac-
tically the same as. that which the

company preéeviously had offered the
association, and which was declined by
the latter.

This statement, declared Supervisors
Hilmer and Hayden of the telephone
committee, was untrue. They pointed
out that the company’s preposal car-
ried only a reduction of $69,000 as
compared to their $272,000.

Expert James D. Shaw of the state
railroad commission, who gave valu-
able assistance to the supervisers in
fixing the new rates, characterizéd the
statement instigated by the Telephone
Users’ association as “an unqualified
and abselute lie.”

Mr. Hayden charged the assoclation
with attempting to commercialize the
initiative, under which a petition has
been filed calling for an election on a
telephone ordinance prepared by the
organization. He expressed the opin-
ion that the ordinance adopted by the
board yesterday would result in the
courts throwing out the ordinance pre-
posed by the association.

Mr. Shaw stated that the telephone
company, in negotiating with the Tele-
phone Users’ association, had asked
that the canvass for signatures for the
initiative petition cease, pending the
company’'s presentation of a schedule
of rates to the organization. As there
were then 120 canvassers in the fleld,
the telephone company reimbursed the
association for the expenses incurred,
said the expert.

This statement moved Supervisor
Murphy to offer a resolution directing
the clerk of the board to ascertain
what money, if any, the telephone com-
pany had paid to the association.
