Mayor Tells Business Men

in Delegations Politicians
Are "Pulling Wool

Over Their Eyes"

EXECUTIVE FIRM
TO ABOLISH TEST

Warns Visitors They Inno-
cently Are Aiding Schem-

ers in Department

Charges that politics is being: played
]n the fire department with the object

of preventing Battalion Chiefs James

Kadford and J. J. Conlon from obtain-
ing promotion to assistant chiefshlps,

came as a warm climax to what began

as a friendly discussion in Mayor

Ttolph's office yesterday between repre-

sentatives of the Downtown associa-
tion, Chamber of Commerce, the fire

commission and the civil service board.
Civil Service Commissioner Brady di-

retitly accused President Walcott of the
same conimißsion of playing. Into the
hands of Fire Chief Murphy, and Mayor
Itolph told the members of the r-ivic
organizations that they had innocently
stepped Into a political wrangle and

aving the wool pulled over their
ejrae.

Th«» question at issue was whether
the battalion chiefs should be required
to undergo physical tests in examina-
tions for promotion to assistant chiefs.
f'ivil Service Commissioners Matthew
Brady and B. B. Rosenthal have al-
ready voted to eliminate the physical

tests. Commissioner "Walcott took the
opposite view.

KOI>PH DBFBHDfI 9TAHD
Mayor Rolph had previously declared

himself in favor of the majority. He
maintained the same stand, despite the
fact that the delegations upheld Com-
missioner Walcott. and argued that the
physical condition of an assistant chief
was an important attribute of efficiency.

William U. Hammer, president of the
fire commission and a Kolph appointee,

also opposed the stand taken by the
mayor.

Addressing the large delegations.
Mayor Rolph said:

'This matter belongs in the hands
of the civil service commission. By
coming here at this time I think you
are doinp more, unknowingly, to play
politic? in the fire department than to
eliminate it.

"There is some attempt to defeat one
o men for promotion. About 95

s fire department is in-
harmonious on this question of civil
service. Underneath this whole Ques-
tion lies the plan to prevent Radford
and Conlon from obtaining the chance
to pain promotion as a just reward
for long service.

Innocently you are getting some
pulled over your eye?. Vci do

not realize what politics is being played
in the fire department, and in some
other municipal departments as well.
You gentlemen don't know how much
harm you are doing?hurting harmony.

Jn order to make myself perfectly. lear and to leave no doubt as to my
position In this matter, I wish to say
that I think the majority of the com-
?nission is right."

The decision of Mayor Rolph to up-
hold the civil,service commission prac-
tically ended the argument, which had
progressed without hope of agreement
for three hours.

Civil Service Commissioner Brady,
toward the end of the discussion,
hurled a bombshell at Walcott.

Representatives of the organizations
explained that the political phase of
the proposition was all news to them.
They simply took the stand that
physical tests ehould be made a part
of any examination for promotion, de-
claring that in the event of a great
conflagration the assistant chief*
\u25a0would be called upon to endure severe
hardships, and that even in the ordi-
nary course of their duties the assist-
ants should be able if necessary to en-
ter a burning building, remain on duty
48 hours or more and generally stand
up under exposure and physical strain.

There are many clever things that
almost anybody might say about "The
Concert." which was played at the
Columbia theater last night. The dif-
ficulty is to tell the truth about It.

For one thing "The Concert" is very j
improper. Its impropriety arises main- j
ly from the fact that it suggests a mv- i
sica! entertainment but intrudes a ,
problem.

1 "11m Concert" suggests, but does not j
excite. ?

It has been expurgated.
Edgar Allan Poe wrote a short story j

which he called, lacking imagination, I
as Wordsworth would say, "The A\u03b2- j
slgnation."

The comedy at the Columbia needs j
the name.

The problem in "The Concert" issues j
from the plot as naturally as an inter- T
rogation point rises out of a question, i
IIEftK IS THE QIESTION

But the question is not a pretty

decoration like a feather on a lady's

hat.
It is awkward. .«?
This is the question:
Would a temperamental musician be

happier with another mans wife than
with his own?

Of course that depends.
In the case of "The Concert" it de-

pends on a game of chess, which is
played in the second act, just ivhen the
audience thinks that all the lights on
the stage are going out. At that junc-

ture the wizardry of Belasco steps in
and moonlight floods the room, so that
you see the game of chess and the play- j
ers?the defaulting husband and his j
devoted -wife.

At the end of the game, it is perfectly ,
clear that the wife of the musician is j
the only wife for htm. and 10 years j
of infidelity are supposed to be for-
jrotten when the lights play on the ta-
ble and Arany says to Mri. Arany ,
something to the effect that she is a I
mighty clever woman.
WHAT MIGHT BE THOUGHT

Perhaps the auditor, looking the j
couple over, thinks that if Mrs. Arany. |
wife of the musician, really were clever,
she would elope with the husband of j
the lady who eloped, with her husband, |
but if she did, the play would be di- |
verted into drama and would cease to j
be comedy, so the musician and hi.- j
\u25a0wife are reunited, the eloping frau and .
her spouse are reconciled before any j
harm is jdone?in the American version
?and it is to be presumed that every-
body lives happily ever afterward.

Personally. I think the plot i» false,
the ethics worse and the comedy only
funny for those who do hot-think.

I do not deny that It is clever. Even
a pickpocket may be that.

T do not believe that a play can be
predicated on 10 years of Infidelity.

A divorce suit can, but not a comedy;
particularly when the wife- is more
charming than the latest candidate for
adultery.

"The Concert" contemplates such &
situation, and in the original German.

"The House Next Door," a comedy

drama of real human intereet through-
out its three acts, was presented at the
Alcazar last night by a splendid com-
pany. The oast in Its entirety was pro-
nounced one of the best that hae been
eeen at the Alcazar in several seasons.
Louis Bennison took the leading role of
Sir John Cotswold, a part in which he
scored a great success at the previous
presentation of the play. Bennison's in-
terpretation of a crabbed old man is
true to life.

Will R. Walling, an old time favorite
of San Francisco theater goers, took
the part of Sir Isaao Jaeobson, a Jew,
who lives next door and who is the pet
abomination of Sir John, a Christian.

The story of the play, Into which but
little comedy enters, centers about the
relationship of the respective families
of Cotswold and Jaeobson, consisting
of wifp, son and daughter in each caee.
The young folk have been lovers since
their childhood days, and while Sir
John has grown poor and lias fallen
from hie lofty estate. Sir Isaac, whose
father was a' tenant on the estate of
Sir John's father, has acquired immense
wealth.

Sir John's sole pride I\u03b2 his hatred of
the Jewish race. He forbids his son
and daughter to marry into the Hebrew
family. Sir Isaac likewise forbids his
children to marry other than those of
their own race.

Sir Isaac has befriended Cecil. Sir
John's son, a part taken with much
effect by Edmond lx>we. Thomas Chat-
terton plays the part of Adrian, the
son of Sir Isaac.

The closing scene is touching. Sir
John, humbled by the kindness that the
neighbor "next door," deserted by hie
children, who are in love with the chil-
dren "next door," and deserted also by
his wife, who realizes at last the in-
justice the peer's hatred, wanders
himself to the "house next door" and
craves forgiveness from the man whom
he had wronged. The end of the per-
sonal feud takes on a racial signifi-
cance when Sir John shakes hands with
Sir Isaac in the doorway of "the house
next door."

TVASHINGTOX, March 10.?With a
long list of witnesses still to be called,

the senate subcommittee today re-
sumed its investigation of the disorder
which attended the parade of women
suffragettes here last Monday. The
large committee room again wu
crowded with spectators, principally
women.

Mi.«s Janet E. Richards, who marched
in the first section of the parade, de-
clared "most of the policemen were
standing idly around in the crowd, and
seemed in sympathy with the mob's
spirt."

'How was this mob's spirit evi-
denced ?-' asked Senator Chamberlain.

?'By the hooting and jeering and yell-
ing of the crowd," replied Miss Rich-
ards. "All along the line men in the
crowd shouted 'these are nothing but
hens, we came out to see chickens.'"

Police Chief Sylvester furnished a
statement to show he had 575 officers on
duty for the suffrage parade and 367
for the inaugural parade the day fol-
lowing. There were no disorders
March 4.

"What were your feelings about this
parade?" asked Chairman Jones of Chief
Sylvester.

"I was always friendly to It. T never
opposed it?l was in sympathy with the
plan,

,,
replied Sylvester.

He denied indignantly that he had
ever said or done anything that would
have given the "men lower down" the
idea that the orders for protecting the
parade were not to be taken seriously.

"I gave no such Intimation," he said.
