Four of the hits were short
files Jujt beyond the infield, the out-
fielders playing too deep to cut them
off.

NEW YORK, March 11.?Wrestling
may have another chance in New York,
if the example of the New York Ath-
letic club Is to be followed. The other
night the club put on a big wrestling

show, the card Including a number of
the most skillful wrestlers in the coun-
try. The main event was between
Zhyszko, the big- Pole, who acknowl-
edges that he weighs 240 pounds, and
Samson, coyly admitting that he bal-
ances the scale neatly at 265.

Zbyszko won a single fall during the
40 minutes they wrestled. The fall
came in about 32 minutes, and he was
unable to get another in the remaining
eight. One of the interesting events
was a bout between wrestlers employ-
ing jiu jitsu methods. It was as good
as a tumbling match.

This wrestling show packed the gym-

nasium with club members and guests,

drawing as great a house as any of the
boxing tournaments. That the bouts

were being held under the auspices
of a club like the New York Athletic
club seemed a fair guarantee that there
would be real competition. The crowd
was well satisfied with the experiment.

Having obtained this preliminary
grip on a part of the New York public
the grapplers may possibly be able to
engage in a large public match or two.

In that case the future of the sport

will depend entirely upon the wrestlers
themselves.

New York is a skeptical town, re-
garding wrestling. It has paid out too
many thousands of dollars to fakers
in the past to warm up quickly again.

A few really first class matches would
make wiestling draw well whenever
champions are put on.

KAHANAMOKU WILL
ENTER JULY MEET

World Champion Swimmer
Will Try for New Marks

in Sutro Tank

Duke P. Kahanamoku of Honolulu,

world"s champion swimmer, has def-
nltely accepted the invitation of the
Sutro estate to participate in the
coast swimming championships at Sutro
baths July 4.

Word was received from the cham-
pion yesterday by G. Coffman, who is
managing the July 4 meet, stating

that Duke would be a sure starter in

the events of the championship pro-
gram, Kahanamoku notified Coffman
that William P. Reynolds, president of
the Huinalu club of Honolulu, of which

IDuke is a member, probably would
come up with him, and that Reynolds
would make all the necessary ar-
rangrments in Honolulu for the cham-
pion to make the trip.

The acceptance of Kahanamoku prac-
tically gives the sanction of the Ha-
waiian association to the meet as a coast
championship, and when Los Angeles
and Portland have been heard from the
meet will be officially a coast champion-
ship affair.

Had Kahanamoku not been able to
accept t the invitation, one of the best
swimmers in the east was to be invited
to compete. The easterner, however,
would have been eligible to swim only
in special races, as none but residents
of the Pacific coast states or Hawaii
are eligible for the coast championships.

The acceptance of the Hawaiian
Iswimmer saves many complications
which would have happened had an

Ieastern man been brought out.
The Sutro tank is- the longest one in

this country and Kahanamoku states
that he intends to get into condition to
make a new world's record with one
turn in the tank over 100 yards.

Honolulu School to Send
Swimmers Here

?Chairman Elbert M. Vail of the Pa-
cific coast interscholastic meet yester-
day received word from the McKlnley
high school at Honolulu that it would
he represented in the swimming cham-
pionships by a team of six men. The
swimming championships of the inter-
scholastic are to be held at Strawberry
canyon pool on the night of April 4,
teams already being entered from
schools all over the state. Duke Ka-
hanamoku will probably accompany the
team as manager, and if he does it is
planned to put on some special races
for him to participate in.

ROWING CLUBS TO
FIGHT BELT LINE

Harbor Board's Suggestion
Would Mean Goodby

Boathouses

The rowing clubs at the foot of Van

Ness avenue are in a quandary as to
whether their boathousea are to be re-
moved or not. The harbor board has
suggested that the "belt line" should
be extended along Jefferson street to
the fair grounds. Jefferson street at
present is at the bottom of the bay and
runs right in front of the three rowing
club houses.

Should the extension be made along
Jefferson street it will mean that the
cove now housing the boat clubs will
have to be filled in, and this would do
away with the boathouses altogether.
The clubs are up in arms at the sug-
gestion and a joint meeting of protest
is to be called. The clubs maintain
that the original plan of running the
tracks along Beach street should bo
adhered to. This will not interfere
with the rowing clubs and will be a
little more direct route. It is under-
stood that* the main reason for
the Jefferson street Idea-is that th"l>
cost would be less than the Beach
street route.

If Jefferson street is used It will
mean that there will be no possibility
of ever having an aquatic park at the
foot of Van Ness avenue, bonds for
which have twice been voted on, but
without success. There is much strong
feeling in rowing and athletic circles
that the city should acquire an aquatic
park at the foot of the avenue, and
the Recreation league is going to sup-
port the rowing clubs in their fight.
